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FOREIGN POLICY COOPERATION BETWEEN
THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN AND THE STATE OF QATAR:
KEY AREAS AND PROSPECTS

The issues of foreign policy cooperation between Kazakhstan and the Gulf States are of particular
relevance in the context of modern international relations. The paper considers key aspects of foreign
policy cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the State of Qatar, and reveals prospects
and main areas of their further development. The objective of the present study is a thorough analysis
of the bilateral relations, encompassing political-diplomatic, economic, military-technical and cultural-
humanitarian interaction. The author proffers an evaluation of the attained tier of bilateral partnership,
whilst concomitantly delineating the latent possibilities and prevailing impediments to the augmenta-
tion of reciprocal collaboration. The methodological basis of the study was formed by a comparative
analysis, content analysis of official documents and a historical-analytical approach, which allowed the
evolution of Kazakh-Qatar relations over three decades to be traced. The study identifies key areas with
the greatest potential for further development, including investment partnership, transport and logistics
cooperation, and joint projects in agriculture and security. The analysis concluded that the relations
between Kazakhstan and Qatar are on the threshold of strategic partnership, and their expansion will
continue to strengthening the position of Kazakhstan in the Islamic world and strengthening the role of
Qatar in Central Asia. The practical significance of the work is formulation of specific recommendations
for the advancement and fortification of bilateral ties that can be applied by public authorities and for-
eign policy departments of both countries.

Introduction

The establishment of foreign policy dialogue
between the Republic of Kazakhstan and Middle
East States represents a pivotal element of the na-
tion’s multi-vector diplomatic strategy. Among the
Gulf States, the State of Qatar, possessing high in-
vestment potential and extending its international
presence, occupies a special place in political and
economic interaction with Kazakhstan. In 2023,
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the State of Qatar
commemorated the 30-th anniversary of the estab-
lishment of diplomatic relations. Despite the remote
location of the two countries, more than three de-
cades of diplomatic relations have resulted in the
establishment of strong and trusting cooperation,
underpinned by mutual interests and a foundation of
friendship.

The strategic rationale in Qatar’s selection as a
priority foreign policy partner can be attributed to
several key factors. Firstly, position of Qatar as a
key player in the global energy market has rendered
it a significant source of investment and advanced
technology for Kazakhstan. Secondly, strategic lo-
cation of Qatar in the Middle East and its role as

a major player in the Islamic world has rendered
it a pivotal nation for Kazakhstan’s foreign policy
objectives. Conversely, Qatar, seeking to diversify
its foreign relations and expand its influence, re-
gards Kazakhstan as a pivotal partner in Central
Asia, given its geopolitical location and resource
potential.

The objective of the research presented herein
is twofold: firstly, to address the existing lacunae in
the scientific corpus of knowledge on the subject;
and secondly, to formulate specific recommenda-
tions that could contribute to the further extension
and deepening of a mutually beneficial partnership
between Kazakhstan and Qatar in the foreseeable
future.

Literature review

Although foreign policy cooperation between
Kazakhstan and Qatar remains a relatively under-
studied area, available scholarly research enables
identification of several key theoretical perspectives
regarding Central Asia’s engagement with the Per-
sian Gulf region. Existing international academic
discourse underscores the necessity for Central Asia
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countries, particularly Kazakhstan, to diversify their
diplomatic strategies.

Scholars highlight Kazakhstan’s deliberate ef-
forts to deepen its diplomatic and economic relations
with the Middle East countries, stressing the stra-
tegic significance of broadening geopolitical part-
nerships beyond traditional alliances (Weitz, 2013;
Sabayeva, 2015; Cooley & Heathershaw, 2017). In
particular, researches (Yousef, 2023; Aushev, 2024)
argue that Kazakhstan, in building cooperation with
Qatar, is driven by pragmatic economic and politi-
cal interests, while using its favorable geographical
location to expand its influence in the Islamic world.

Conversely, alternative authors consider Ka-
zakh-Qatari collaboration through the lens of stra-
tegic investments. For instance, (Panfilova, 2024;
Usmanova, 2025) emphasize Qatar’s growing inter-
est in investing into the Central Asia economy as
part of its asset diversification strategy, singling out
Kazakhstan as the region’s most attractive market
(Turebekova, 2015; Roberts, 2017). European re-
searchers concur with this assessment, noting that
Qatar is leveraging its economic partnership with
Kazakhstan to fortify its global role and employ soft
power (Kamrava, 2013; Koch, 2017).

A number of authors explore cultural and hu-
manitarian aspects of interaction between Kazakh-
stan and Qatar. For example, publications mention
that Qatar’s religious and cultural diplomacy in
Central Asia initially formed the basis of bilateral
relations (Baabood, 2024). Researchers also empha-
size that cultural interaction is an important platform
for long-term and sustainable relations between
countries with different geopolitical positions, such
as Kazakhstan and Qatar (Siddiqui, 2024).

Another set of researchers particularly highlight
transport and logistics in the Kazakhstan-Qatar re-
lationship, pointing out the crucial role of the infra-
structure projects aimed at enhancing connectivity
between Central Asia and the Persian Gulf region
(Roberts, 2014; Cooley & Heathershaw, 2017;
Chaziza, 2020). The conclusions of these schol-
ars indicate that Kazakhstan plays a pivotal role in
the potential establishment of a corridor that could
facilitate connectivity between Central Asia and
the Middle East, thereby ensuring the economic
prosperity of the region (Roberts, 2014; Cooley &
Heathershaw, 2017; Chaziza, 2020).

A review of the extant literature reveals that
foreign policy cooperation between Kazakhstan
and Qatar is regarded as a promising and strategi-
cally significant area, despite the need to overcome
a number of existing barriers and limitations.

Materials and methods

The paper applies several recognized method-
ologies frequently used in international relations
research, including comparative and content analy-
sis, as well as a historical-analytical approach. The
methods applied allowed for effective distinguishing
both converging and diverging aspects in Kazakh-
stan’s and Qatar’s strategic frameworks for imple-
mentation of foreign policy initiatives. The integrat-
ed methodological approach allowed for a detailed
understanding of each state’s diplomatic priorities,
enhancing the depth of the analysis and highlighting
distinct and overlapping elements in their interna-
tional strategies. This, in turn, has contributed to the
identification of priority areas of interaction.

Important political areas of cooperation between
states are revealed in official documents, state-
ments, and agreements. Using a historical-analyt-
ical method, the genesis of bilateral relations was
analyzed and revealed, and the reasons and events
that influenced their deepening were identified. In
addition, the use of this approach made it possible
to determine the factors for the further development
of diplomatic cooperation and the strengthening of
friendly relations.

History and evolution of bilateral relations

The origins and development of diplomatic ties
between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the State
of Qatar trace back to 1 July 1993, when formal rela-
tions were officially established. In the early phase
following Kazakhstan’s independence, cooperation
between the two countries was largely centered
around humanitarian and spiritual dimensions. As
members of the broader Islamic community, Ka-
zakhstan and Qatar found common ground in shared
religious and cultural values. During the 1990-s and
early 2000-s their engagement was primarily shaped
by what scholars refer to as “mosque diplomacy” —a
form of soft power expressed through religious and
cultural patronage. A notable example of this was
Qatar’s financial contribution of $15 million toward
the construction of the Nur Astana Mosque in As-
tana, which became a prominent symbol of spiri-
tual partnership. This period is widely regarded as
a foundation for trust through shared cultural and
religious values.

Since the second half of the 2000-s, there has
been an increase in the frequency of bilateral con-
tacts. For instance, Kazakh President Nursultan
Nazarbayev visited Doha in 1998 and 2007, and the
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Emir of Qatar Sheikh Hamad bin Khalifa Al-Thani
visited Kazakhstan in 1999, 2008 and 2011. In 2007,
Kazakhstan established an embassy in Doha, and
in 2008 the Qatari embassy in Astana commenced
operations (Kazakhstan — Qatar: Opportunities and
Prospects, 2008). These developments signaled a
mutual political will to develop relations between
the two nations. By the early 2010-s, the scope of
cooperation had expanded beyond the spiritual
sphere to encompass broader projects. For instance,
in 2011, during the inaugural visit of the newly-en-
throned Emir Tamim bin Hamad Al-Thani, a series
of accords were ratified with the objective of foster-
ing enhanced collaboration in the economic sphere
(Sabayeva, 2015).

Nevertheless, a novel phase in the bilateral
relationship between Kazakhstan and Qatar has
emerged in recent years, largely attributable to shifts
in foreign policy. In June 2017, Qatar experienced
a diplomatic rupture with Saudi Arabia, the United
Arab Emirates, Egypt, and Bahrain, who collec-
tively declared the severing of relations with Doha.
The aforementioned countries accused Qatar of sup-
porting terrorist organizations such as the Muslim
Brotherhood and of aligning with Iran, Saudi Ara-
bia’s regional rival. In accordance with the imposed
sanctions, these countries closed their land borders,
restricted air travel, and banned Qatari citizens from
entering their territories. The diplomatic crisis per-
sisted until January 2021, when a formal normaliza-
tion of relations was initiated at a Gulf Cooperation
Council summit. This development prompted Doha
to pursue a diversification of its foreign relations,
with a consequent shift in focus towards Central
Asia. Kazakhstan, a nation that adheres to a multi-
vector policy, emerged as a primary candidate for
deepening the partnership. The expansion of the Do-
ha-Astana dialogue from religious and humanitarian
issues to trade and economic, investment, agricul-
tural, financial and educational areas was prompted
by geopolitical changes. Consequently, by 2022-
2023, bilateral contacts had already reached an un-
precedented intensity, laying the foundation for stra-
tegic cooperation (Aushev, 2024).

Political and diplomatic cooperation

The political dialogue between Astana and Doha
is traditionally based on the warm relations of the
leadership of the two countries and similarity of po-
sitions on many international issues. From the outset
of its independence, Kazakhstan actively fostered
robust partnerships with Gulf Arab states, identify-

ing Qatar as a key ally within wider Frab and Mus-
lim community. Similarly, Qatari leadership has
consistently voiced its commitment to cultivating
comprehensive relations with Kazakhstan, viewing
it as a stable and strategically significant partner in
the Central Asian region.

High-level summits and diplomatic visits have
played a central role in accelerating this bilateral po-
litical dialogue. A notable example was the October
2022 state visit to Kazakhstan by Emir Sheikh Ta-
mim bin Hamad Al-Thani of Qatar, which marked
an important milestone in strengthening diplomatic
engagement between the two nations. This visit cul-
minated in the signing of approximately a dozen
bilateral agreements and memoranda covering di-
verse areas, including economic partnership, mutual
protection of investments, cooperation in education,
and enhanced governmental collaboration.

President Tokayev awarded the emir with Ka-
zakhstan’s highest state award, the Order of the
Golden Eagle. In response, the Emir acknowledged
Kazakhstan’s pivotal role in Central Asia and em-
phasized the significance of the dialogue between
Astana and Doha in Qatar’s foreign policy.

In June 2023, the Emir of Qatar returned to As-
tana to take part in the Astana International Forum,
reaffirming the growing importance of Kazakhstan-
Qatar relations on the global stage. During the
event, both leaders expressed a shred commitment
to deepen collaboration, with particular emphasis on
enhancing trade and economic engagement. In par-
allel with high-level diplomatic dialogue, progress
was also evident in inter-parliamentary relations.
The visit of the Qatari Shura Council delegation,
headed by the Emir himself, played a pivotal role
in initiating institutional contact with Kazakhstan’s
Parliament. This engagement laid the groundwork
for continued legislative cooperation and the regu-
lar exchange of parliamentary expertise between the
two countries. Furthermore, in May 2023, the Prime
Minister of Kazakhstan, A. Smailov, visited Doha
and engaged in discussions with Qatari officials and
business leaders, thereby fostering enhanced bilater-
al relations between the two governments and their
respective business communities.

Multilateral diplomacy is an important com-
ponent of political cooperation. The two countries
have been effective in engaging with international
organizations. Notably, Kazakhstan, in its capacity
as an active participant of the Organization of Islam-
ic Cooperation (OIC) during the period 2011-2012,
assumed the role of chair, promoting the concepts
of interfaith dialogue, a nation that resonates with
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Qatar’s own foreign policy agenda (Berdibay, 2012;
Weitz, 2013). Qatar, for its part, has expressed inter-
est in Kazakhstan’s initiatives to strengthen security
in Asia: Doha has achieved full membership of the
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building
Measures in Asia (CICA), a proposal put forward
by the first president of Kazakhstan, N. Nazarbayev,
and actively participates in the work of this orga-
nization. A notable convergence of views has been
observed between Kazakhstan and Qatar on a range
of regional and international issues, particularly in
their joint support for peaceful conflict resolution
and their commitment to combating extremism and
terrorism. Both nations consistently advocate for
diplomatic dialogue and multilateral cooperation
as essential tools for maintaining regional stability
and addressing global security challenges, reflect-
ing a mutual alignment in their foreign policy pri-
orities (Turabekova, 2015). This level of mutual
understanding in the international arena serves to
strengthen bilateral relations and increase their im-
portance.

The political and diplomatic rapprochement
between the two states culminated in a proposal to
elevate their relations to the level of strategic part-
nership. On 14 February 2024, Kazakh President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev made his inaugural state
visit to Qatar. During the talks, he publicly pro-
posed moving bilateral cooperation to the format
of a full-fledged strategic partnership noting Qa-
tar’s reliability as an ally and Astana’s readiness for
closer relations. Emir Tamim expressed support for
this initiative, expressing hope for a comprehensive
deepening of the dialogue. The leaders emphasized
that for three decades they have successfully culti-
vated close cooperation in various domains, which
serves as a robust foundation for elevating relations
to a new level. During the visit, the Emir bestowed
upon Tokayev Qatar’s highest symbol, the Sword of
the Founder of Qatar, signifying a significant ges-
ture of friendship. In the autumn of 2024, the Ka-
zakh Senate formally endorsed an accord on long-
term strategic collaboration with Qatar, with the aim
of advancing key projects, thereby solidifying the
political collaboration with Qatar, with the aim of
advancing key projects, thereby solidifying the po-
litical framework for the new status of bilateral re-
lations (Qatar-Kazakhstan joint investment projects
exceed USD 20 billion, 2024).

A comparative analysis of the regional context
demonstrates that Qatar has achieved the most ad-
vanced level of cooperation with Kazakhstan com-
pared to other Central Asian countries. A distinctive

feature is the willingness of the parties to deepen
not only economic but also political-military ties,
as discussed below. The political and diplomatic
discourse between Astana and Doha is currently
characterized by a high degree of intensity, institu-
tionalized mechanisms such as the intergovernmen-
tal commission, political consultations, forums and
mutual support in the international arena. This cre-
ates favorable conditions for increasing cooperation
in other areas.

Trade, economic and investment cooperation

The economic dimension of such relations is of
particular note, given its status as a primary and most
rapidly evolving area of collaboration between the
two nations. As noted by President Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev, the trade and economic dimension serves
as the key catalyst in advancing bilateral relations
between Kazakhstan and Qatar. While the overall
trade volumes between the two countries have tra-
ditionally remained modest, recent years have wit-
nessed a notable surge in both trade turnover and
the inflow of Qatari investments. This upward trend
reflects a growing mutual interest in expanding eco-
nomic cooperation and underscores the strategic
importance both nations place on diversifying their
commercial partnerships.

However, as of 2022, mutual trade remained
modest, partially reduced by the impact of the pan-
demic. However, as early as 2023, trade turnover
had increased exponentially. For the initial quar-
ter of 2023, trade figures increased by 17 times in
comparison with the corresponding period in 2022.
Overall, for 2023, bilateral trade was well above the
previous year’s level. Nevertheless, the structure of
the trade balance remains asymmetrical, with Ka-
zakhstan exporting to Qatar at a lower level than it
imports. Notably, the primary volume of trade was
approximately $56.6 million. This is indicative of
Qatari investments into the Kazakh economy. These
funds were primarily allocated to the financial and
research sectors, signifying the long-term character
of the contribution, the establishment of joint bank-
ing projects, the financing of scientific initiatives
and start-ups.

There is an ongoing commitment on the part of
both states to pursue diversification and increase
mutual trade. The Kazakh side has expressed inter-
est in expanding exports of non-resource goods to
Qatar, ranging from food to engineering products.
During the sixth meeting of the Kazakhstan-Qatar
Joint High-Level Commission, held in Doha in
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October 2023, Kazakhstan advanced a proposal to
expand its export portfolio to the Qatari market by
offering a diverse range of goods including meat,
fish, honey, caviar, and gas-related products. This
initiative aimed at establishing a structured agro-
industrial partnership that would serve the interests
of both parties. For Qatar, which faces significant
limitations in domestic agriculture due to its chal-
lenging climate and geography, establishing such
partnerships would provide essential access to sta-
ble and reliable food imports. At the same time,
Kazakhstan stands to gain substantial benefits by
tapping into a dependable and financially viable
market for its agricultural and processed food
products.

The economic cooperation between the two
countries gained further momentum in Febru-
ary 2024 during high-level talks in Doha, where
President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev highlighted the
importance of strengthening commercial ties. He
outlined Kazakhstan’s ambitious plans to boost
its exports to Qatar to approximately $250 million
across 60 diverse, non-resource product categories,
and to increase bilateral trade volume to $500 mil-
lion within the medium-term horizon. Head of State
Kassym-Jomart Kemelevich has repeatedly empha-
sized the importance of attracting Qatari investment
into the Kazakh economy, particularly in the devel-
opment of logistics and transport. This is especially
important in the context of positioning the republic
as an important strategic bridge in the Eurasian di-
mension. At the same time, such an important initia-
tive as the North-South international transport cor-
ridor allows Qatar to strengthen its foreign policy
cooperation with the region. According to the agree-
ments for 2022-2024, important investment projects
have been created. During their implementation,
Kazakh-Qatari meetings were held at the highest
level. Undoubtedly, these events contributed to fur-
ther deepening ties and the adoption of agreements
that became the institutional basis for further effec-
tive cooperation. These include the 2022 agreement
on mutual protection of investments and the memo-
randum on trade cooperation.

These critical documents established a solid ba-
sis for sustained commercial interactions and pro-
vided essential guarantees to investors from both
countries. In 2024, this foundation was further rein-
forced through sector-specific accords, including a
strategic agreement between Kazakhstan’s Samruk-
Kazyna Sovereign Wealth Fund and Qatar’s Power
International Holding on cooperation in the energy
and gas sector, as well as a project agreement for

the construction of gas processing facilities at the
Kashagan oil field.

Particular attention has been drawn to Qatar’s
growing investment into Kazakhstan’s energy in-
frastructure. In March 2024, the Qatari government
committed 17.6 billion tenge to support key devel-
opment projects across Kazakhstan. The allocated
funds are directed toward the construction of new
gas processing plants, the expansion of major gas
trunk lines such as the Beineu-Bozoi-Shymkent
pipeline, the establishment of a combined-cycle
power station, and the creation of agro-processing
enterprises focused on value-added production in
grain, legumes, and diary sectors. These investments
signal not only Qatar’s confidence in Kazakhstan’s
economic trajectory nut also its intention to partici-
pate in shaping the region’s long-term energy and
agricultural landscape.

Such a large-scale investment package demon-
strates the high level of confidence of Qatar in the
investment climate of Kazakhstan and the strategic
nature of the partnership. According to Kazakhstan’s
ambassador to Doha A. Isagaliyev, joint projects
worth more than USD 20 billion in petrochemicals,
energy, transport, telecommunications, finance and
agriculture are currently under consideration (Qatar-
Kazakhstan joint investment projects exceed USD
20 billion, 2024). This means that economic coop-
eration is reaching an unprecedented level, covering
several sectors at once.

Nevertheless, both sides are aware of unrealized
potential. So far, the volume of trade is far from the
potential of the two economies, and investments are
concentrated in specific sectors. To further develop
cooperation, efforts to diversify and intensify busi-
ness are needed. In this regard, bilateral business
forums and intergovernmental commissions play an
important role. In 2024, Doha hosted business-to-
business (B2B) meetings involving dozens of com-
panies from both countries in agribusiness, indus-
try, food, and IT. Regular meetings of the Business
Council and investment roadshows are planned.
Such events allow establishing direct contacts be-
tween Kazakh and Qatari companies, agreeing on
specific projects and eliminating information barri-
ers.

In addition, Kazakhstan involves Qatar in its
state development programs. For example, Qatari
investors have been invited to cooperate in the Born
Bold initiative to globally promote Kazakhstan’s
investment image. Qatar’s engagement with the
Astana International Financial Center (AIFC) has
emerged as a promising avenue for deepening bilat-
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eral cooperation in the financial sector, particularly
in the realm of Islamic finance. As one of the global
leaders in Sharia-compliant banking and investment,
Qatar brings substantial institutional experience and
expertise to this field.

The present paper sets out the hypothesis that
trade. Economic and investment cooperation are key
aspects of the relationship between the two states.
The economic dimension of such relations is of par-
ticular note, given its status as a primary and most
rapidly evolving area of collaboration between the
two nations. President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev has
emphasized that trade and economic cooperation
represents the core engine driving the advancement
of Kazakhstan-Qatar relations. Although bilateral
trade volumes remained relatively modest in the
past, recent years have witnessed a marked upswing
in both the scale of trade and the volume of Qatari
investment.

However, as of 2022, mutual trade remained
modest, partially reduced by the impact of the pan-
demic. However, as early as 2023, trade turnover
had increased exponentially. For the initial quar-
ter of 2023, trade figures increased by 17 times in
comparison with the corresponding period in 2022.
Overall, for 2023, bilateral trade was well above the
previous year’s level. Nevertheless, the structure of
the trade balance remains asymmetrical, with Ka-
zakhstan exporting to Qatar at a lower level than it
imports. Notably, the primary volume of trade was
approximately $56.6 million. This is indicative of
Qatari investments into the Kazakh economy. These
funds were primarily allocated to the financial and
research sectors, signifying the long-term character
of the contribution, the establishment of joint bank-
ing projects, the financing of scientific initiatives
and start-ups.

Both Kazakhstan and Qatar have consistently
shown a strong interest in diversifying and boosting
their bilateral trade relations. Specifically, Kazakh-
stan has actively sought opportunities to broaden
its non-resource exports to Qatar, highlighting sec-
tors such as agriculture and manufacturing as key
growth areas. A notable development occurred dur-
ing the sixth meeting of the Joint HighOLevel Com-
mission in Doha in October 2023, when Kazakhstan
introduced proposals to enhance on the Qatar mar-
ket through increased exports of agricultural prod-
ucts, including meat, fish, honey and caviar, as well
as gas and related processed products. This step was
aimed at laying the groundwork for an organized,
mutually beneficial agricultural partnership. Given
Qatar’s natural conditions, it is understandable that
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it faces certain challenges in agriculture. Kazakh-
stan can confidently become a worthy partner in
this area, supplying its own high-quality products.
In turn, this will diversify Kazakhstan’s export seg-
ment. At the same time, it will strengthen Kazakh-
stan’s role in the Gulf region.

It is also important to note bilateral cooperation
in the military sphere. This is based on the exchange
of technologies that enhance defense capabilities.
Currently, this is also a relevant area of coopera-
tion. As early as 2022, the defense ministers of Ka-
zakhstan and Qatar began active dialogue aimed at
building bilateral contacts. Officials from both sides
held regular meetings to explore potential areas of
cooperation, including military education and the
exchange of expertise in security-related fields.
Concurrently, matters pertaining to defense collabo-
ration were addressed in meetings of heads of state,
underscoring the strategic significance of the subject
for the leadership of the two nations.

A major step in bilateral defense relations was
taken with the signing of the Agreement on Military
Cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the State of Qatar in December 2023 (On Sign-
ing the Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the
State of Qatar on Military Cooperation, 2023). The
agreement was officially finalized during the visit of
Ruslan Zhaksylykov, Kazakhstan’s Minister of De-
fense, to Doha, where he held high-level talks with
Qatar’s Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of State
for Defense Affairs, Khalid bin Muhammad Al-Atti-
ah. This document encompasses comprehensive co-
operation, including initiatives in military education
— ranging from training programs for military and
officer, to collaboration in military medicine, join
exercises, operational training, experience sharing.
A particularly innovative component is the decision
to old joint military exercises, marking Qatar’s first
such initiative with a Central Asia nation. Success-
fully conducting these exercises will sighificantly
enhance interoperability and mutual confidence be-
tween the military establishments of both countries.

This military-technical cooperation is especially
noteworthy, establishing a unique and unprecedent-
ed example in the broader Central Asian region.
Cooperation in the field of defense demonstrates the
importance and high level of trust between states.
The adoption, ratification, and implementation of
defense agreements demonstrate the evolution of
cooperation as constructive: from economics to
politics. Astana and Doza recognize each other as
key partners in their respective regions. All these
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measures also make it possible to raise the level
of defense achievements and contribute to the in-
troduction of the latest military technologies. For
Qatar, the partnership with Kazakhstan, a nation
with considerable experience in peacekeeping and
participation in international exercises, enables the
expansion of the geography of its defense ties and
the strengthening of its influence in Central Asia.

The viability of these prospects is contingent
upon the effective implementation of the agreed
framework. The initial steps in this direction have al-
ready been delineated, encompassing the exchange
of delegations of military specialists, the participa-
tion of observers in each other’s exercises, and the
potential supply of training equipment. Over the
longer horizon, Kazakhstan and Qatar could explore
opportunities for collaborative projects within the
defense industry, potentially establishing joint train-
ing facilities or initiating the production of military
equipment components in Kazakh factories backed
by Qatari investments. An additional promising av-
enue for bilateral cooperation is cybersecurity and
counter-terrorism — fields of mutual strategic inter-
est. Kazakhstan faces persistent regional threats,
whereas Qatar remains highly attentive to maintain-
ing broader security stability in the Middle East.

Currently, the military dimension of Kazakh-
stan-Qatar relations is at a preliminary yet highly
promising phase. Further development in this area
will serve as an important of mutual trust and stra-
tegic commitment. The successful realization of
the bilateral defense agreement’s goals, alongside
practical engagements such as joint exercises and
personnel exchanges, would transform the nature of
their partnership, extending its scope from primarily
economic ties to encompassing a deeper security-
oriented strategic alliance.

Cultural and humanitarian cooperation

Cooperation in the field of defense demonstrates
the importance and high level of trust between
states. The adoption, ratification, and implementa-
tion of defense agreements demonstrate the evolu-
tion of cooperation as constructive: from economics
to politics. Astana and Doza recognize each other
as key partners in their respective regions. All these
measures also make it possible to raise the level of
defense achievements and contribute to the intro-
duction of the latest military technologies.

The agreements signed during bilateral visits
in 2022 laid foundations for collaboration between
universities, enabling student and faculty exchang-

es, joint educational programs and collaborative
research. Universities in Kazakhstan have actively
pursued partnerships with renowned Qatari educa-
tional entities, notably the Qatar Foundation, in-
ternationally acclaimed for hosting campuses of
prominent global universities in Doha. Cooperation
in Islamic education and theological research holds
special promise, considering Kazakhstan’s experi-
ence in training theologians and its established role
as an international platform for interfaith dialogue,
exemplified by the Congress of Leader of World and
Traditional Religions in Astana. Qatar’s prominent
status as an Islamic educational hub enhance the
potential benefits of such cooperation. Currently,
several Kazakhstani students are enrolled at Qatar
University and this number is anticipated to grow
further as educational ties deepen. It is noteworthy
that a number of students from Kazakhstan are cur-
rently pursuing their academic studies at Qatar Uni-
versity, with expectations of an expansion in such
programs.

Furthermore, the agenda includes cultural and
sporting activities. The leaders of both countries
have acknowledged the significance of these in-
teractions. In 2022, Qatar extended an invitation
to Kazakhstan to participate in the FIFA 2022 as
a guest nation, with President Kassym-Jomart To-
kayev in attendance at the opening ceremony and
acknowledging Qatar’s role in the tournament’s
organization. In turn, the Republic of Kazakhstan
invites the Qatari side to cultural forums and sport-
ing events held in the country (Kazinform Inter-
national News Agency, 2022, October 12). Repre-
sentatives of Qatar have been known to participate
regularly in the Congress of Leaders of World and
Traditional Religions in Astana, as well as in other
international conferences held under the auspices
of Kazakhstan, including summits on mediation
and the dialogue of civilizations. Both countries
are recognized as pioneers in the organization of
significant international events, and the exchange
of experience in their organization is a matter of
mutual interest.

The cultural and humanitarian dimension
serves to complement formal political and eco-
nomic ties, fostering lively human interaction. This
provides a solid basis for mutual understanding,
with shared values such as commitment to Islam,
tolerance and cultural dialogue bringing the societ-
ies of Kazakhstan and Qatar closer together. The
existing accords in the domains of education, cul-
ture, and sports establish the foundation for further
exchange of experience and knowledge. A content
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analysis of joint statements and agreements reveals
that the humanitarian sphere is regarded by the
involved parties as a pivotal component of bilat-
eral relations, along with the economy (Pmirgazy,
2022). In the future, an increase in the number of
joint cultural events (cultural days, exhibitions,
film screenings) is to be expected, as well as an

expansion of student exchanges and scientific con-
ferences, and an increase in tourist traffic. These
developments are poised to reinforce public di-
plomacy and positively impact the image of each
nation in the public opinion of the other, thereby
engendering a conductive environment for the ex-
ecution of significant state initiatives (table 1,2).

Main directions and prospects for further co-
operation

Further directions and ways to develop coopera-
tion. Based on the analysis, we can say that diplo-
matic relations between the countries are definitely
growing and getting stronger: starting with cultural
and religious ties and moving on to trust in mili-
tary defense. Partnership at the highest level dem-
onstrates interest at the political level. Cooperation
covers all new areas and fields of development of
bilateral constructive diplomatic relations. The vi-
ability of this partnership is contingent upon the suc-
cess of the following key areas:

- Trade and investment — undoubtedly the main
material basis of relations. The prospects in this
domain are contingent on the execution of projects
with an announced value exceeding $20 billion, the
attainment of trade turnover targets ($0.5 billion),
and the establishment of novel joint production fa-
cilities. The successful initiation of projects in the
oil and gas sector (Kashagan GPP), infrastructure
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(transport corridors) and agro-industry is expected
to render the partnership irreversible. A pivotal fac-
tor in this regard will be the enhancement of the
business climate and the assurance of investment
protection. The adoption of a long-term agreement
on strategic partnership in priority sectors has al-
ready established the legal framework for this pur-
pose. In terms of foreign policy cooperation based
on the development of relations, an increase in Qa-
tar’s investments in the Kazakh economy can be
predicted. At the same time, it can be confidently
stated that Kazakh businesses will gain a new mar-
ket in Qatar, including through joint ventures. Qatar
is a gas leader, while Kazakhstan occupies a leading
position in the world in uranium and oil production.
In this regard, energy cooperation will also increase,
which is especially important in the areas of lique-
fied gas exchange, gas modernization, and the de-
velopment of the processing industry. Plans for joint
development of renewable energy technologies are
reflected in the agreement between QSTec and Ka-
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zatomprom. Astana and Doha are mutually commit-
ted to developing alternative energy sources. Qatar,
like Kazakhstan, is active in the development of so-
lar and hydrogen energy.

- The field logistics and transport has emerged
as a promising domain, stemming from the mutu-
al interest of Central Asian nations in establishing
trade links with the Persian Gulf region. Kazakhstan
is advocating for alternative trade routes that cir-
cumvent the necessity for extensive transits through
third countries. Qatar, leveraging its strategic geo-
graphical position and substantial financial re-
sources, is well-positioned to support infrastructure
development along these routes. The range of pro-
spective cooperation includes initiatives focused on
port infrastructure along the Caspian Sea, as well as
railway and highway routes crossing through Iran or
other intermediary states, all aimed at establishing a
direct logistical link between Kazakhstan and Arab
seaports. Qatar’s participation in regional transport
development has already been observed, notably
through its investments in Turkmenbashi Port in
the Caspian Sea, as highlighted in analytical studies
(Koch, 2017). For Kazakhstan, engaging Qatar in
the development of the Central Asia — Middle East
transport corridor would represent a major strategic
plan, enabling the country to lower logistical ex-
penditures while expanding access to new regional
and international markets. The potential for trilat-
eral projects involving Uzbekistan or Turkmenistan,
with Qatar as the investor and Kazakhstan as a piv-
otal transit nation, is a prospect that may become a
reality in the future. The development of this area
is in line with the initiatives discussed in the Joint
Intergovernmental Commission, and logistics is in-
cluded in the 2023 protocol.

- Education and innovation represent long-term
strategic investments, through which nations estab-
lish the foundations for future collaboration. The
joint undertaking of research, academic exchang-
es and the establishment of innovation platforms
(techno-parks, startup hubs) with the participation
of Qatari capital in Kazakhstan has been identified
as a key factor in fostering technological develop-
ment. For instance, Qatar could assume a partner-
ship role in the establishment of a regional center
for artificial intelligence or a fintech hub in Almaty,
drawing upon the experience of the Qatar FinTech
Hub. Conversely, Kazakhstan has the opportunity
to participate in the Qatar Economic Forum, an an-
nual event hosted by Qatar that brings together ex-
perts in technology, innovation and investment. In
2022, President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev delivered

a keynote address at the Qatar Economic Forum,
delineating shared approaches to the advancement
of the digital economy. Such discourse establishes
the foundation for specific projects in the domain of
high technologies.

The outlook for the enhancement of collabora-
tive endeavors appears highly promising, particu-
larly in light of the symbiotic character of the two
nations’ agendas. Kazakhstan, pursuing a policy of
multi-vectorism and pragmatism in its foreign rela-
tions, seeks to attract investment and expertise from
advanced economies to modernize its infrastructure
and economy. Qatar, with its substantial financial
resources and aspiration to expand its influence be-
yond the Middle East, has identified in Kazakhstan
a compatible partner, characterized by a stable po-
litical system and abundant resource potential. The
alignment of interests between the two states is such
that Astana is the recipient of investment and sup-
port in various sectors, whilst Doha is a reliable ally
in a key region of Eurasia.

Concomitantly, it is imperative to consider the
potential challenges that may arise. Firstly, the
implementation of ambitious projects requires the
smooth operation of bureaucratic systems in both
countries and the overcoming of administrative bar-
riers. Kazakhstan is obliged to guarantee favorable
conditions for Qatari investors, including transpar-
ency of procedures and legal guarantees. In turn,
Qatar is required to adopt a long-term investment
strategy, rather than merely sporadic injections of
capital. Secondly, geopolitical dynamics and re-
lations with other powers could have an impact.
Kazakhstan defends its interests by cooperating
with Russia, China and the USA, and the partner-
ship with Qatar contributes to the economic stabil-
ity of the region, which is positively perceived by
all. Thirdly, external economic factors, oil and gas
price volatility, and global financial risks may affect
the parties’ ability to finance projects. However, it
should be noted that both countries have accumu-
lated significant reserves and have experience in
dealing with crises, which will allow them to jointly
face the challenges.

Conclusion

This study demonstrates that Kazakhstan — Qa-
tar relations have reached a stage where the transi-
tion to a full-fledged strategic partnership is not only
possible but increasingly likely. The bilateral dia-
logue between Astana and Doha is evolving across
multiple priority domains, with trade and economic

cooperation emerging as the principal driving force.
While early interaction during the 1990-s and 2000-
s focused predominantly on spiritual, humanitarian,
and selective investment projects, the current phase
is marked by a broader and more diversified agen-
da that spans economic development, infrastruc-
ture, energy, defense, and beyond. According to
the Agreement on Military Cooperation adopted in
2023, Kazakhstan has taken a special place in mat-
ters of defense and security in terms of the depth and
scope of foreign policy cooperation with Doha.

Humanitarian and cultural cooperation contin-
ues to occupy a leading position and continues to
deepen. The fields of education, sports, culture, re-
ligion, agriculture, and renewable energy have be-
come the leading areas of bilateral cooperation. In
addition, they continue to develop and expand on a
constructive basis and at the highest political level.
Kazakhstan is positioned as a stable and reliable
partner of Doha. Qatar, in turn, is undoubtedly an
important partner for Kazakhstan in the Gulf region.
The following measures can be identified to ensure
the further development of the current level of for-
eign relations:

First, in order to institutionalize bilateral coop-
eration, it is necessary to complete the formaliza-
tion of relations, which will ensure the transition to a
strategic partnership. In this regard, it is necessary to
create a roadmap for the implementation of the 2024
Agreement on Long-Term Strategic Partnership be-
tween the Government of Kazakhstan and the Gov-
ernment of the State of Qatar on the development
of projects in priority sectors. This roadmap should
set out clear goals, objectives, and deadlines for the
implementation of the agreement. At the same time,
the organization of regular summits and constant
mutual visits will also contribute to the institution-
alization of foreign policy cooperation between the
countries.

Second, the implementation of agreements in
the economic sphere should be accelerated. To this
end, working groups could be set up at all levels to
carry out ongoing monitoring and resolve issues.
These groups should be given broad powers to take
the necessary measures in the gas and logistics sec-
tors. Undoubtedly, such a group will also ensure the
effective and timely development of investments,
which will guarantee the economic effectiveness of
the projects.The monitoring of the implementation
of agreements signed in 2022-2024, as well as the
regular sharing of information on progress, will help
maintain investor confidence and avoid bureaucratic
delays.
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Third, the diversification of trade relations is
imperative. Diversification of trade relations. It
is recommended that the nomenclature of mutual
trade be expanded. It is recommended that Kazakh-
stan promote its agricultural and industrial products
(meat, grain, oil, and organic products) and encour-
age industrial cooperation (rolled metal products,
chemicals, and construction materials) in the Qatari
market. Mechanisms such as trade missions and ex-
hibitions should be utilized to this end. The rationale
behind this is to facilitate the production of specific
goods within Kazakhstan for subsequent distribu-
tion to the regional market. The establishment of a
Kazakh-Qatari Chamber of Commerce and Indus-
try, an initiative that has been mooted in the media,
would serve as a valuable instrument to support en-
trepreneurs (Panfilova, 2024).

Fourth, the development of the Central Asia-
Gulf transport corridor. In the context of collabora-
tive endeavors, the proposal entails the execution of
a joint feasibility study, encompassing the optimal
transport routes between Kazakhstan and Qatar. The
routes under consideration include traversing Iran
and the Gulf, or navigating the Caspian Sea and
subsequently proceeding by sea. The results of this
study may then be used by the parties involved to
attract further partners, including Uzbekistan, Turk-
menistan, Iran, and Oman, with the aim of creating
a consortium to invest in infrastructure. The Qatari
capital and Kazakhstan’s initiative in this area could
be supported by development institutions, Islamic
banks, the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank,
and so on. The development of direct transport links
would significantly enhance the development of
direct transport links. The enhancement of the eco-
nomic impact of cooperation is a key benefit of the
development of direct transport links.

Fifth, the continuation of military-technical co-
operation is also recommended. Continued efforts
in the military-technical sphere remain essential and
immediate steps to implement the existing defense
cooperation agreement are highly advisable. Initiat-
ing joint military exercises — or at least organizing
joint command and staff simulations on the territo-
ries of Kazakhstan and Qatar — would substantially
bolster mutual confidence and facilitate direct ex-
change of practical military experience. Such activi-
ties would further solidify defense ties and enhance
interoperability between the two nations armed
forces, reinforcing their strategic partnership. Ad-
ditionally, careful consideration should be given to
opportunities for mutual officer training and edu-
cation, ensuring specialists from Kazakhstan can
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study at Qatar military academies, and vice versa,
within the established quotas outlined be the signed
agreements. Furthermore, the regular organization
of consultations on regional security issues, includ-
ing within multilateral formats such as C5+1 dia-
logue with US participation, where Qatar can act as
a partner, will allow for the coordination of efforts
to counter common threats.

Finally, the enhancement of inter-societal rela-
tions. It is recommended that cultural exchange be
strengthened through the organization of events
such as Years of Culture, and the declaration of
2026 as the Year of Culture of Kazakhstan in Qa-
tar, followed by the Year of Qatar in Kazakhstan.
The expansion of student exchange programs, an
increase in the number of scholarships for students
from both countries, and the organization of mutual
tourist weeks and business forums in the field of
tourism are also recommended. The establishment
of direct flights between Kazakhstan and Qatar has
already significantly improved connectivity and now
it is crucial to actively leverage these connections to
boost tourism and facilitate exchanges among offi-

cial delegations. Additionally, simplifying visa pro-
cedures for specific groups of citizens could further
stimulate interaction and mobility, with the growing
partnership between Astana and Doha serving as an
illustrative example of successful cooperation. Ex-
tending this collaboration to include other cities in
both countries would represent a logical and valu-
able next step. These practical initiatives are likely
to enrich interpersonal contacts, contributing to the
durability and stability of bilateral relations, inde-
pendent of shifting political circumstances.

In summary, Kazakhstan and Qatar find them-
selves on the brink of a significant new phase in
their bilateral partnership. The progress already
achieved underscore the effective realization of Ka-
zakhstan’s multi-vector foreign policy approach and
Qatar’s proactive strategic outreach in Central Asia.
It is therefore advisable for both Astana and Doha to
pursue targeted measures aimed at fully unlocking
the potential of their cooperation, ultimately estab-
lishing a distinctive and successful framework for
Central Asia-Gulf region collaboration in the 21th
centure.

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Kazakhstan and the Middle Corridor:
New Landmarks in Regional Integration
and Global Geopolitical Dynamics

This article examines the role of the Middle Corridor in Kazakhstan’s transport and logistics strategy
within the context of regional integration and global geopolitical transformations. The study analyzes
the position of the Middle Corridor in reshaping the transit architecture of Eurasia, as well as its strategic
importance for Kazakhstan’s economic diversification and political stability. From the perspectives of
neoliberal institutionalism, new economic geography, and world-systems theory, the effectiveness of
the corridor is analyzed through the level of international cooperation, the reduction of transportation
costs, and the transformation of Kazakhstan’s role within the “core—semi-periphery—periphery” dynam-
ics. Drawing on empirical data and official reports from international organizations, the article highlights
the potential of the Middle Corridor to position Kazakhstan not merely as a transit state, but as a regional
“gateway state.” Furthermore, institutional coordination, the simplification of customs procedures, and
the integration of digital logistics are identified as key factors in enhancing the country’s competitiveness.
The findings demonstrate that the Middle Corridor constitutes not only a new geo-economic orientation
for Kazakhstan, but also a tool for its emergence as an active player in global geopolitical processes.
Methodologically, the study applies a mixed-methods approach, combining qualitative and quantitative
techniques, including comparative analysis, content analysis, and case studies.

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Sanctions Policy in the Context
of the Chinese Media Discourse

The scientific article examines the illegitimate practice of applying the US sanctions policy towards
the People’s Republic of China and retaliatory measures to Washington’s actions. Against the background
of the deepening confrontation in US-China relations and the introduction of illegal unilateral restrictions
by the US, China has begun to firmly improve legal regulation aimed at countering restrictive measures.
Currently, the sanctions policy is rapidly gaining momentum, leading to severe humanitarian conse-
guences, aggravating the negative manifestations of both bilateral and multilateral interstate dialogue. In
the modern world, sanctions have become a mechanism of foreign policy in relation to those states that
independently conduct foreign policy, adhere to their own path of development. In modern conditions,
the problem of applying sanctions policy by one state (group of states) in relation to another state, the
same equal subject of international relations, is relevant. In the context of the media discourse of the of-
ficial news agencies of the government of the People’s Republic of China, the scientific work reveals the
mechanism of forced use of illegal measures against geopolitical competitors. Aspects of the inefficiency
of the existing system of multilateral regulation of international relations, which have been widely used
in recent decades, are presented. The article structures the determinants of external threats, an attempt
at overt interference in the internal affairs of a sovereign state, and the dynamic nature of the sanctions

The EU’s Soft Power in Central Asia after 2022:
Possibilities and Limits

The article examines the transformation of European Union policy in Central Asia after 2022
through the prism of three key variables: economic, sanctions-regulatory, and cultural-educational.
A comparative analysis of EU strategic documents (2019-2025) and the media discourse of leading
regional publications reveals a shift in priorities toward transport infrastructure development, energy
diversification, access to critical resources, and the institutionalization of sanctions control. Cultural
and educational initiatives enhance the EU’s positive image, yet their impact remains limited: they
do not translate into sustainable political loyalty and are constrained by competition from Russia
and China. Consequently, EU policy combines pragmatic incentives with limited soft power. The
economic and sanctions-regulatory dimensions generate short-term outcomes, while soft power func-
tions as a cumulative resource with long-term effects. The balance between these domains ultimately
defines both the opportunities and the limits of European influence in the region. The effectiveness of
future strategy will depend on the EU’s capacity to align control mechanisms with the expansion of
educational and humanitarian programs, thereby transforming them into a sustainable factor of politi-
cal presence in Central Asia.

Conceptualizing Climate Diplomacy
in the Context of Central Asia’s Water Challenges

The article analyzes the conceptualization of climate diplomacy in the context of the Central Asian
water problem. This region is characterized by high vulnerability to the effects of climate change, hydro-
logical stress and ongoing geopolitical tensions. Based on a combination of theoretical approaches in the
field of international relations and environmental management, climate diplomacy is considered both an
analytical tool and a practical mechanism for understanding and resolving transboundary water disputes.

The results of the study show that climate change is exacerbating the existing water challenges in the
region due to melting glaciers, increasing droughts and increasing seasonal water scarcity.

The theoretical analysis demonstrates that constructivism, institutionalism, and the theory of inter-
national regimes make it possible to explain the transformation of models of cooperation and contradic-
tions in Central Asia, while simultaneously identifying the limitations of existing analytical and practical
approaches.

The article proposes to form a regional conceptual model of climate diplomacy, which will integrate
the principles of environmental safety, sustainable development and management of transboundary wa-
ter resources. This model considers climate diplomacy not only as a mechanism for conflict prevention
and mitigation, but also as a platform for strengthening collective resilience and promoting regional
cooperation.
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The analysis makes both a theoretical contribution to the development of the discourse on climate
diplomacy and applied recommendations for improving cooperation between the Central Asian states
and external actors.

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LEGAL FRAMEWORK AND DEVELOPING PART
OF TRADE FACILITATION IN THE SHANGHAI
COOPERATION ORGANIZATION

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization’s Inaugural Declaration explicitly initiated negotiations on
investment facilitation, a theme consistently reaffirmed in subsequent heads of state declarations. From
the perspective of organizational law, the SCO Charter advances investment facilitation, while memo-
randa and protocols function as soft law instruments supporting its implementation. Despite the absence
of a unified definition of investment facilitation at the global level, the SCO conceptualizes it as a set
of practices undertaken by member states to attract foreign investment, enhance efficiency across the
investment cycle, and ensure transparency, simplified procedures, and predictability, in line with the
requirements of the prospective SCO Free Trade Area.

The article first analyzes the current status of the SCO, identifying four key reasons for the absence of
a formal trade facilitation framework. It then examines both the contemporary context and the inherent
institutional advantages for developing such a mechanism, while also exploring its normative founda-
tions from a legal perspective. On this basis, the study proposes a prospective framework for SCO trade
facilitation rules and discusses the potential for adopting a Shanghai Cooperation Organization Trade
Facilitation Agreement. The article argues that the institutionalization of the facilitation under the SCO
would not only stimulate economic development among member states but also contribute to the deep-
ening of regional cooperation within the organization.

Introduction

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO)
is the first regional international organization named
after a Chinese city. Since its inception, the SCO
has aimed to maintain regional security and peace.
However, as cooperation among its member states
has deepened, its collaboration has gradually
expanded from security to economic, cultural,
and political fields, becoming a comprehensive,
multi-layered regional international organization.
At the same time, Chinese President Xi Jinping
once said that “the world is in the midst of a
major change unseen in a century”. The world is
shifting, trade protectionism is on the rise, and anti-
globalization thoughts are surging. When the WTO
dispute settlement mechanism was suspended,
it was replaced by wvarious regional economic
organizations. Against this background, accelerating
the promotion of trade facilitation cooperation within
regional organizations has become a consensus
among countries around the world. The SCO’s
trade facilitation needs to be improved badly, and
especially it is important to build a legal framework.

Materials and methods

This study adopted literature analysis and
empirical analysis methods. Literature analysis
method — By reading relevant legal documents,
this article points out that the SCO’s economic and
trade regulations are somewhat weak, and makes
suggestions based on current laws.

Comparative analysis method — After comparing
the legal systems of different SCO countries, this
article points out the important reasons why SCO
legislation system are difficult to construct.

Literature review

The Construction of Shanghai Cooperation
Organization Legal Framework Analyze: Current
Status and Challenges. The concept of “trade
facilitation” was first proposed at the WTO Singapore
Ministerial Conference in 1996. Although there is no
broad consensus on the definition of its connotation
among international organizations, the World
Trade Organization (WTO, 1998) and the United
Nations Conference on Trade and Development
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(UNCTAD, 2001) both believe that it is a general
term for simplifying and coordinating international
trade processes. It focuses on the coordination and
simplification of customs procedures in cross-border
trade activities, and also emphasizes the unification
of trade laws and regulations, the coordination of
facilities and the consistency of regulations and
standards. In essence, trade facilitation is aimed
at strengthening and accelerating the circulation
of goods and services within the organization. As
early as 2018, former Chinese Premier Li Keqiang
called on SCO member states to conduct research
on the establishment of an SCO Free Trade Area.
As research deepened, Premier Li Keqiang also
called for discussions on how to deepen and
institutionalize regional economic cooperation,
thereby providing stable prospects for economic
cooperation. To further deepen SCO economic and
trade cooperation, at the SCO Qingdao Summit that
same year, the heads of state of the member states
reached consensus and adopted the “Joint Statement
of the Heads of State of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization Member States on Trade Facilitation,”
a legal document.

However, up to now, the construction of the
legal mechanism for trade facilitation in the SCO
is mainly a series of soft law documents, mainly
declarations and statements, with a low degree of
systematization and a relatively loose organization.
The SCO member states have signed a series of
bilateral and plurilateral treaties. In general, the
construction of the trade facilitation mechanism
within the SCO is fragmented. This provides
the possibility of building a complete SCO trade
facilitation mechanism.

Although the relevant measures of trade
facilitation have a long history, the rate of acceptance
on the TFA created by the SCO party states right now
is not high. The earliest trade facilitation agreement
was signed in the World Trade Organization around
1950, which was also the earliest prototype of the
trade facilitation agreement. The TFA(WT/L/940)
inherited the trade facilitation measures under the
WTO, and further simplified and upgraded the
procedures and formalities for the release of goods,
such as the introduction of the customs guarantee
system, special preferential measures for express
goods and perishable goods, and the adoption of the
“authorized operator” system, etc., and put forward
higher requirements for the transparency of laws and
regulations and policies, as well as the disclosure
of customs information(Xiaoqiong Guo, 2021).
However, among the ten formal member states of
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the SCO, the Islamic Republic of Iran, the Republic
of Belarus, and the Republic of Uzbekistan are not
WTO members so far, and the Kyrgyz Republic
and the Republic of Tajikistan have not ratified
the Trade Facilitation Agreement. In this way, the
proportion of SCO formal member states that have
not participated in TFA is as high as 50%(Y1 Zhu,
2016). This means that there are certain obstacles
to the direct implementation of the trade facilitation
mechanism of the WTO system in the SCO.

Today, to quote Chinese President Xi Jinping,
“the deglobalization is accelerating, and the
world’s century-old scriptwriting is accelerating.”
US President Trump threatens to impose tariffs
on various countries and rebuild and restore trade
barriers. As the role of the WTO gradually decreases,
the newly established trade agreements focus on
establishing regional trade mechanisms, and trade
tends to be organized and regionalized. However,
even if we refer to the regional trade agreements that
are currently more influential, such as the Regional
Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP) led
by China; or the Comprehensive and Progressive
Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP) led by the
United States and then withdrawn, and now led by
Japan, as well as organizations such as ASEAN, they
generally put forward higher requirements for the
degree of trade facilitation of member countries than
TFA. Therefore, although global trade barriers have
increased compared to before, the requirements for
the degree of trade facilitation of member countries
within the organization have increased. The member
countries of agreements such as RCEP and CPTPP
are mostly coastal developed countries, so their
trade facilitation laws are more perfect. In terms
of the degree of facilitation achieved by the formal
member states of the SCO in cross-border trade, it
is difficult to meet such requirements(Xing Han,
2019). The degree of regional trade freedom in the
SCO countries is relatively weak, and there is still a
long way to go.

The voting system is a crucial stage in the
legal system’s operational procedures. Without
it, legal operations become mere formalities. For
international organizations, voting procedures are
crucial for making final decisions and ensuring that
signed legal documents are binding on member
states. The Shanghai Cooperation Organization’s
voting process is based on consensus, a principle
established based on the SCO’s current status. This
is because SCO member states are all emerging
nations, which deeply value sovereignty. Consensus
is not only a primary manifestation of sovereign
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equality, but also ensures that all member states,
regardless of strength or size, can maximize the
representation of their needs and opinions. The
principle of consensus makes the SCO a negotiating
platform, ensuring equal participation in decision-
making by member states. Widely accepted by
member states, the consensus principle, because
it helps maximize benefits, is being applied in
an increasingly wide range of areas, becoming
an essential principle in all dispute resolution.
For example, international organizations such as
GATT, APEC, and ASEAN all implement the
principle of consensus. However, one of the major
drawbacks of this principle is the lack of decision-
making efficiency. When this principle violates
the core interests of certain countries, when one
country opposes, all countries are unable to reach an
agreement. And because of the principle of national
equality in international law, the national will of
a country cannot be forced by another country,
which leads to decision-making in many specific
areas taking too long or even difficult to make. Due
to the lack of coercive force, most can only form
principled declarations or soft law documents. In
the SCO trade facilitation mechanism, although the
SCO Charter and the founding declaration in 2001
proposed efforts to facilitate trade and investment
among member states, when the member states
signed the Joint Statement of the Heads of State of
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization on Trade
Facilitation in 2018, the statement was still quite
principled and did not have more in-depth mandatory
or semi-mandatory provisions. Moreover, to date,
the SCO has not formed any legal documents other
than the statement to promote this matter.

At present, the SCO member states still face
many obstacles in four major areas, including
customs procedures, standardization, business
flows and regulatory environment. The policies of
various parties are quite different, and coordination
is difficult. For example, in the field of technical
standards, the CIS countries mainly refer to Russian
standards (partially inherited from Soviet standards)
and European standards. China, on the other hand,
has a unique set of standards modified from European
standards. In order to meet the requirements of the
target country and obtain approval from the relevant
departments of the target country, imported and
exported products need to be approved. This means
that when Chinese companies enter the CIS market,
they need to collect, translate, compare and adjust
the indicators of their products (Zhou Deng, 2023).
For example, in terms of approval, logistics, customs

clearance, and remittance of funds, the requirements
of the SCO member states are different. Every time
they pass through a country, they need to work
again, which is time-consuming and laborious. In
addition, the labor visa procedures are complicated
and time-consuming, which also hinders companies
from investing and solving technical problems to a
certain extent.

In fact, regional economic cooperation has not
really become a recognized priority area for all
parties, and the positioning of the SCO by various
countries is somewhat different. Russia often relies
on the SCO to carry out its geopolitical cooperation.
In fact, there is already a Eurasian Economic Union
led by Russia in the CIS countries, and the SCO’s
trade facilitation activities may overlap with it;
although Central Asian countries are willing to
take advantage of China’s economic growth, they
are also worried about economic dependence on
China in the process of cooperation. China has not
joined the Eurasian Economic Union, and the “Belt
and Road” initiative is a unilateral initiative led by
China, and does not have a regional organizational
framework like the SCO. The SCO member states
act independently, which to a certain extent hinders
the promotion of the trade facilitation mechanism.

Background Analysis of the SCO Trade
Facilitation Mechanism Construction. Atpresent, the
trend of deglobalization is prevalent. Since the then
US President Trump came to power around 2016,
the world has gradually turned to deglobalization.
Under the influence of Trump, there is a tendency to
put US interests first only in benefit analysis, while
disregarding any established rules and ignoring the
existing world order and the legitimate development
demands of other countries. As a result, the United
States frequently breaks international practice and
is unwilling to accept the constraints of the rules
of international organizations including the WTO.
Since the United States has repeatedly obstructed
the start of the selection process for new judges
of the Appellate Body, the Appellate Body of the
WTO has been suspended for a long time, and the
member countries of the Multiparty Interim Appeal
Arbitration Arrangement (MPIA) are very limited
and cannot resolve trade disputes.

After the WTO was essentially suspended, the
road to global free trade suffered a major setback. In
contrast, regional economic and trade negotiations
have shown an accelerating trend. Various regional
free trade agreements have accelerated the signing
process, and various forms of regional trade
agreements with the content of mutual exemption of
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tariffs and reduction of trade barriers have continued
to increase.

Since US President Trump came out with the
“reciprocal tariff” plan on April 7, 2025, he intends
to continuously raise trade barriers in the form of
additional tariffs. Affected by this, major economies
in the world such as China, the European Union,
Australia, Canada, and Japan have claimed to
fight back. Recently, the United States and other
countries are in negotiations. The results of the
trade negotiations are still unknown, but the trend
of deglobalization is an indisputable fact. At the
same time, the share of trade and the contribution
rate of the global southern countries to driving
global growth have increased year by year, and
their international influence has been significantly
enhanced. The Shanghai Cooperation Organization
is an international organization established between
southern countries. Establishing a trade facilitation
mechanism or even a trade community within the
framework of the SCO is an important step to give
full play to the advantages of the organization and
fight against the trend of deglobalization.

At the 2019 SCO Heads of State Council,
Chinese President Xi Jinping first proposed the “SCO
Community of Shared Future” initiative, charting
the course for the SCO’s future development. As
cooperation deepened, the following year, Chinese
President Xi Jinping further proposed the “Building
an Even Closer SCO Community of Shared Future”
initiative, building on the SCO’s shared future. This
initiative has put forward higher requirements for
cooperation and exchanges among SCO member
states, and is more closely connected with the
concept of a community with a shared future for
mankind and a community with a shared future for
the surrounding areas (Min Yin, 2022). Starting from
the purpose of security cooperation, after 20 years
of development, the cooperation areas of various
countries have long been expanded to the economic
and trade fields. The construction of the SCO trade
community can further promote economic and trade
cooperation among countries, deepen the level of
openness, and take common interests as the basis
and economic win-win as the goal.

Today, the international community still holds
the view that the interests of individual countries
and the interests of the international community
are incompatible or irreconcilable (Shouping
Li, 2020). This view holds that the interests of
different countries are mutually exclusive, and each
country has the right to plan and implement its own
development plan without being interfered with or
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constrained by the international community (Hedley
Bull, 2015). National interests are related to national
development and people’s well-being, and are the
inevitable pursuit of countries. Conflicts usually
arise in the process of pursuing interests (Zuxue
Gu, 2012). To resolve conflicts of will between
countries, only through mutual cooperation between
countries can international law norms be formed
on the basis of mutual agreement. The concept
of a community with a shared future for mankind
advocates that the interests of countries are closely
related and coexist with each other. The construction
of a trade community promotes economic and trade
cooperation among member states, emphasizes
mutual benefit and win-win results, and is in line
with this concept.

At a time when the global crisis is becoming
increasingly prominent, facing the trend of de-
globalization of trade and the unfair suppression
of Western states, constructing a closer SCO
community with a shared future, as [ see it, is
probably the best way to achieve win-win results for
the SCO party states in the world and the correct
answer to dealing with the global crisis(Xiaohong
Liu, Shuo Feng, 2020). Discovering wisdom from
the “Shanghai Spirit” and gaining strength from
unity and cooperation are also vivid manifestations
of the wisdom raised by the member states.

It counted that, the population amount of the SCO
member states reaches nearly half of the world’s
population, and the territory of the SCO account
for more than 60% of the Eurasian continent, and
the GDP totality of the SCO party states accounts
for more than 20% of the world’s GDP. In 2021,
SCO Secretary-General Norov said that the total
economic output of SCO member states currently
accounts for 22.5% of the global GDP. According to
experts from the International Monetary Fund, this
proportion will rise to 38%~40% in 2025. According
to data from the Ministry of Commerce, China’s
trade volume with SCO member states was US$12
billion in 2001, and reached US$245 billion in 2020,
an increase of 20 times in 20 years. From January
to July 2021 alone, my country’s trade volume
with SCO member states was US$180.6 billion,
an increase of 41%. At the same time, according to
the United Nations Goods Trade Database, the total
trade volume of the six founding member states of
the SCO increased from US$672 billion in 2001 to
USS$112.5 trillion in 2019(Dexue Yan, 2021).

Since the establishment of the SCO, China’s
foreign trade imports and exports with other SCO
member states have generally shown a positive
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trend(Songji Wang, Rui Han, 2024). Taking China
as an example, according to the 2023 China-SCO
trade annual index report released by the General
Administration of Customs ofthe People’s Republic
of China, the trade scale, development speed, trade
quality, and trade entities are used as primary
measurement indicators to compile the China-
SCO trade index. The index generally showed a
fluctuating recovery trend, closing at a historical
high of 150.1 in December; in 2023, China’s total
import and export value with other SCO member
states hit a record high. In December 2024, China’s
development trade index with SCO member states
reached a new historical high of 168.2. This fully
proves that trade and other connections between
member states are gradually increasing. The
demand for trade implies an increased demand for
further simplifying trade barriers (Deborah Elms,
2014).

Against the backdrop of anti-globalization
sentiment, countries around the world are rebuilding
trade barriers. Given that many regional trade
facilitation agreements have been signed and
multiple free trade zones have been established,
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization Trade
Facilitation Agreement itself has a legal basis, so it
may facilitate the advancement of the mechanism.

Results and discussion

The Silk Road Economic Belt rests on a profound
historical foundation, having long served as a crucial
transportation artery linking the economies of East
and West. In the twenty-first century, this historical
legacy has been revitalized and endowed with new
strategic significance. In 2013, during his visit to
Kazakhstan, the President of China introduced the
vision of constructing the Silk Road Economic Belt,
drawing on its historical role while aligning it with
the developmental imperatives of the contemporary
era. Subsequently, General Secretary Xi Jinping
expanded the concept into the broader Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI), thereby rearticulating its relevance
in the context of globalization and regional economic
integration.

The BRI is conceived as a platform to create an
open, inclusive, and mutually beneficial economic
corridor for states along its routes. Its principal
objectives include strengthening infrastructure
connectivity, enhancing the free flow and efficient
allocation of resources, and fostering market
complementarity. Through these measures, the
initiative aims to address the persistent challenges

of uneven and unstable economic growth faced by
participating states.

To date, countries located along the Belt
and Road have entered into a series of bilateral
agreements with China that serve to operationalize
the BRI’s objectives (Yiyuan Liu, 2023). These
agreements underscore both the strategic scope of
the initiative and its capacity to reshape patterns of
trade and cooperation across Eurasia. Importantly,
they also provide a foundation for multilateral
cooperation frameworks, such as those under the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) may
serve as complementary mechanisms for advancing
trade facilitation and regional integration.

For instance, in August 2015, China and Russia
established a working group on the coordination
mechanism for aligning the Silk Road Economic
Belt with the Eurasian Economic Union. In parallel,
China and Kazakhstan institutionalized a «regular
prime ministers’ meeting» mechanism, which
evolved into a multi-tiered cooperation framework
comprising the «prime ministers’ meeting+ the
China-Kazakhstan Cooperation Committee+ nine
subcommittees» covering economy and trade,
transportation, border ports, science and technology,
finance, energy, mining, cultural and humanitarian
exchanges, and security.

This institutional arrangement has produced
notable interim results, particularly in the
implementation of join projects and the development
of financing mechanisms. In the same way, China
and Uzbekistan established an Intergovernmental
Cooperation Committee, supported by specialized
subcommittees in the areas o economy and trade,
science and technology, energy, transportation,
agriculture, cultural cooperation, and security.
Moreover, China has concluded Intergovernmental
Economic and Trade Cooperation Committees
with both Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan. Nevertheless,
it is essential to underscore that the BRI remains
primarily China-centered, whit the geographical
core of the Silk Road Economic Belt substantially
overlapping with the territories of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization member states.

The Belt and Road Initiative as a Framework
for the Shanghai Cooperation Organization Trade
Facilitation Mechanism. The Silk Road Economic
Belt possesses a deep historical legacy as a vital
artery connecting the economies of East and West.
In the twenty-first century this historic route has
been revitalized and endowed with new strategic
significance. In 2013 during the visit to Kazakhstan,
The President of China introduced the idea of
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establishing the Silk Road Economic Belt, drawing
on its historical traditions while aligning it with the
developmental imperatives of the contemporary
era. Subsequently, General Secretary Xi Jinping
expanded this vision into the Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI), presenting it as comprehensive
strategy designed to foster an open, inclusive,
and mutually beneficial economic corridor. The
BRI seeks to enhance infrastructure connectivity
among participating states, promote the free flow
and efficiency allocation resources, and strengthen
market complementarity. With these measures, the
Initiative seeks to reduce the persistent problems of
unbalanced and unstable economic growth in the
region.

To date, countries along the Belt and Road
have signed a wide range of bilateral cooperation
agreements with China (Ning Zhang, 2017).
For instance, in August 2015, China and Russia
established a working group on the coordination
mechanism between the Silk Road Economic Belt
and the Eurasian Economic Union. Similarly,
China and Kazakhstan institutionalized a «regular
prime ministers’ meeting» mechanism, which has
evolved into a structured cooperation platform
comprising the prime ministers’ meetings, the
China-Kazakhstan Cooperation Committee, and
nine specialized subcommittees covering economy
and trade, transportation, border ports, science and
technology, finance, energy, mining, cultural and
humanitarian affairs, and security. This framework
has produced significant interim achievements
in project implementation and the establishment
of financing mechanisms. In addition, China
and Uzbekistan created an «Intergovernmental
Cooperation Committee», further supported by
subcommittees on economy and trade, science and
technology, energy, transportation, agriculture,
cultural cooperation, and security. Likewise, China
has established «Intergovernmental Economic
and Trade Cooperation Committees» with both
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan. These agreements show
that China is becoming mora involved in the region
and building stronger cooperation.

Even so, the Belt and Road Initiative is still
mainly focused on China. Its main part, the Silk
Road Economic Belt, largely covers the same area
as the SCO member states. This overlap shows
that the BRI could become a base for creating a
trade facilitation system within the SCO, but it
also raises concerns about how influence will be
shared and whether the framework will truly be
multilateral.
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On the one hand, the construction of this
mechanism is conducive to the constraints on
member parties. The SCO is a large international law
subject in the pan-Central Asian region. International
law has a relatively clear definition of international
organizations, and modern international law has
long recognized the international legal subject status
of international organizations, and the SCO has
become an observer of the United Nations General
Assembly since 2005 (Hui Zhang, 2018). Under the
BRI framework, most of them are bilateral trade
framework agreements signed between China and
the corresponding countries, which are weaker
in effectiveness and influence than multilateral
agreements. Moreover, bilateral treaties are not
conducive to the construction of free trade zones or
economic zones.

On the other hand, in terms of development
concepts, the “Shanghai Spirit” of win-win
cooperation advocated by the SCO is similar to the
Silk Road Spirit of the principle of consultation,
joint construction and sharing contained in the “Belt
and Road” initiative, and is highly consistent with
the development strategies of each member country,
enabling countries to promote economic and trade
cooperation more smoothly and friendly.

Driven by the “Belt and Road” initiative,
the development of the SCO continues to gain
momentum and expand steadily. It is expected that
in the future, various strategic goals will continue
to be promoted and steadily move towards the
goal of economic “integration”. The BRI initiative
can be further deepened to pave the way for trade
facilitation in the SCO.

The Constitutional Basis for Establishing a
Trade Facilitation Mechanism within the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization. Article 9 of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization Declaration states that
“the Shanghai Cooperation Organization will make
use of the huge potential and broad opportunities
for mutually beneficial cooperation in the economic
and trade fields among its member states, and strive
to promote the further development of bilateral and
multilateral cooperation among its member states
and the diversification of cooperation. To this end,
the negotiation process on trade and investment
facilitation will be launched within the framework of
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, a long-term
multilateral economic and trade cooperation outline
will be formulated, and relevant documents will be
signed.”(2001) Article 3, item 5 of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization Charter states that the
SCO...(2001) supports and promotes various forms
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of regional economic cooperation, creates a good
trade and investment environment, and gradually
realizes the free flow of goods, capital, services
and technology; The above provisions in the SCO
Charter provide the most basic principled guarantee
for the construction of trade facilitation within
the SCO. Until the 2018 Shanghai Cooperation
Organization Qingdao Summit, the heads of the
SCO member states signed the “Joint Statement
of the Heads of State of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization Member States on Trade Facilitation”,
marking an important step in the process of trade
facilitation and going beyond the principles set
out in the SCO Charter. Since the signing of the
agreement, the SCO Trade Facilitation Working
Group has established a basic framework and
held three meetings, laying the foundation for the
formulation of practical measures to promote trade
facilitation. The trade facilitation mechanism is
based on the SCO Charter and the SCO Declaration,
and is supported by numerous legal documents and
agreements within the organization, laying a solid
legal foundation for the further development of the
trade facilitation mechanism.

Conclusion

Principles for Building the Legal Mechanism of
Trade Facilitation under the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization. The construction of the SCO trade
facilitation legal mechanism is part of the SCO
framework legal mechanism. The overall mechanism
must uphold the spirit and specific requirements of
the UN Charter and the SCO Charter (Taoqin Wang,
2021). The SCO Charter is the SCO’s constitutional
document. It reaffirms the Charter of the United
Nations as well as other universally recognized
principles designed to maintain international peace
and security, while promoting good-neighborly
relations, friendship, and cooperation among states.
Accordingly, the development of the SCO trade
facilitation framework must be consistent with the
provisions of the SCO Charter (Yi Lin, 2020). In
addition, the statements in the UN Charter are what
all international organizations should follow, and
the SCO should naturally abide by them.

The WTO system is the cornerstone of global
trade facilitation. The WTO’s trade facilitation
measures have a long history, but the road has
been bumpy. Since Articles 5, 8 and 10 of the
GATT, the principle of trade facilitation has been
running through several rounds of negotiations at
the WTO. Since the WTO Singapore Round, trade

facilitation negotiations have been one of the main
topics. The Doha Round marked the conclusion
of the first multilateral trade agreement since the
establishment of the World Trade Organization
(WTO), namely the Trade Facilitation Agreement
(TFA), sometimes referred to as «China’s Baby
Wrap». The agreement was ratified by two-thirds
of WTO members and entered into force on 22
February 2017. The TFA (WT/L/940) builds upon
existing WTO trade facilitation measures while
further streamlining and modernizing customs
procedures. It introduces mechanisms such as a
customs guarantee system, special preferential
measures for express consignments and perishable
goods, and the adoption of an «authorized operator»
system. Moreover, it establishes more stringent
requirements for legal and policy transparency,
including the timely publication and disclosure
of customs-related information (Bing Liu & Han
Wang, 2019).

Although the depth and mandatory nature of
TFA are in a relatively weak semi-soft law position,
and the overall facilitation level is far behind the
trade integration agreements of the EU and ASEAN,
it should be considered that TFA has established a set
of preliminary trade facilitation systems applicable
to different countries and regions around the world.
Even today, TFA still does not seem outdated and
is an inevitable requirement for establishing a set of
the most basic trade facilitation systems. The Joint
Statement of the Heads of State of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization on Trade Facilitation,
signed by the leaders of the SCO member states in
2018, emphasized the importance of joint efforts
to support and strengthen the multilateral trading
system based on the rules of the World Trade
Organization.

The Trade Facilitation Agreement (TFA)
and related supporting systems under the WTO
framework are the most basic requirements of the
current trade facilitation mechanism, and provide a
useful exemplary framework for the construction of
the SCO’s trade facilitation legal mechanism. This
article believes that the construction of the SCO’s
initial legal framework for trade facilitation should
be based on the TFA as a demonstrative blueprint,
first solving the problem of building something from
scratch, and then conducting more detailed and high-
standard negotiations on the facilitation agreement.

Promoting Negotiations within the Framework
of the Joint Statement to Achieve a Framework
Agreement. The development of a comprehensive
legal framework for trade facilitation within
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the SCO necessitates the adoption of a package
of agreements, with the prospective Shanghai
Cooperation  Organization Trade Facilitation
Agreement envisioned as its core instrument. In
2018, the member states adopted the Joint Statement
of the Heads of State of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization on Trade Facilitation under the
auspices of organization. This declaration not only
provided a positive evaluation of the progress
already achieved in advancing trade facilitation
but also reaffirmed the collective commitment
of SCO member states to deepen cooperation in
this field. Specifically, the statement underscored
that simplifying customs procedures, reducing
formalities associated with the import, export,
and transit of goods, enhancing transparency,
strengthening inter-agency cooperation at borders
(including customs authorities), and accelerating
the flow, release, and clearance of goods would
collectively advance mutual trade facilitation and
stimulate trade growth among SCO member states
(Dan Fang & Yan Sun).

The original statement emphasized that «in view
of the importance of joint efforts to support and
consolidate the multilateral trading system based on
the rules of the World Trade Organization, in order
to promote trade facilitation in the region, we believe
it is necessary to continue working on exploring
relevant paths to achieve this goal». Building on the
principles outlined in the statement, the prospective
SCO trade facilitation mechanism may be structured
around several key dimensions.

First, the simplification and harmonization of
customs procedures constitute the most fundamental
element of any trade facilitation framework.
Whether in the WTO Trade Facilitation Agreement
(TFA) — the cornerstone of global trade facilitation
—or in trade agreements concluded within free trade
areas, the unification and streamlining of customs
procedures remain central. At present, however,
China and most SCO member states, particularly
those from the Commonwealth of Independent
States (CIS), continue to face divergent customs
clearance standards (Min Wang, 2021). For instance,
China’s import and export product standards are
governed by the Regulations on Certification and
Accreditation of the People’s Republic of China,
drafted largely in line with European and American
practices, while CIS countries predominantly rely on
standards inherited from the former Soviet Union.
To bridge these differences, measures such as the
introduction of electronic data systems, the adoption
of standardized formats for submitting trade
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information, and the simplification of document
review requirements could be implemented.
Furthermore, relevant international instruments, such
as the World Customs Organization’s Guidelines
for the Implementation of Mutual Recognition of
Authorized Economic Operators (AEO) — may
be adapted to the specific circumstances of SCO
member states to foster unified customs procedures
and rules that enhance trade facilitation.

Second, advancing the establishment of an SCO
trade facilitation mechanism requires enhanced
mutual recognition in regulatory supervision, the
institutionalization of information-sharing, and
greater coordination of law enforcement practices.
This involves expanding the cooperation at borders
and in customs, bringing relevant issues to the
agenda of the SCO Council of Ministers, and
ensuring regular dialogue among national agencies.
In particular, cooperation between China’s National
Development and Reform Commission, Ministry
of Commerce, Ministry of Transport, and Ministry
of Foreign Affairs with their counterparts in other
SCO member states could help establish solid
frameworks in trade, transport, and foreign affairs.
Such collaboration would provide a stable basis for
regional trade facilitation.

Third, building transport-related trade rules
is a complex task. The experience of other
international organizations can serve as a useful
reference. The framework should include both
transport and financial rules. On the transport
side, for example, the International Freight
Convention could be used as a model to create a
unified bill of lading system and common rules.
This would protect the rights of trade participants,
involve banks, insurance companies, and others
financial institutions, and safeguard legitimate
business interests. On the financial side, clear
rules are needed to define responsibilities and
risks, strengthen credit systems, and expand
financing options for different market actors. It is
also important to specify which risks fall on the
seller, buyer, or carrier. Together, these measures
would create a more predictable and fair system
for cross-border trade under the SCO.

Concluding Remarks. Trade facilitation helps
to eliminate non-tariff ratios, tighten economic ties
between member states, and bring significant benefits
to the economic development of SCO member states.
The ultimate goal of establishing a sound legal
framework is to build a trade facilitation mechanism
between SCO member states. At present, whether
from the perspective of external environment,
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political mutual trust, legal basis, or the status quo
of regional economic and trade cooperation, funding
guarantee level, and cooperation mechanism, the
overall trend is positive. This is very beneficial
for the construction of the SCO Trade Facilitation
Agreement.

The vision of signing a package agreement
with the Shanghai Cooperation Organization
Trade Facilitation Agreement as the main body
will play a role in legal protection and regulation
for the establishment of trade liberalization and
facilitation within the SCO. The SCO Trade
Facilitation Agreement should be the first step in
trade cooperation between China and Central Asian
countries. Due to the large gap in the trade systems

between SCO countries and the need to improve the
degree of facilitation, the signing of this agreement
can solve the problem of building a trade facilitation
mechanism between SCO countries from scratch.
Trying to replace specific provisions with principled
provisions is the key to promoting the construction
of a legal mechanism for trade facilitation as soon
as possible. There is no doubt that the establishment
of the SCO Free Trade Area is the destination of the
SCO member states to promote trade liberalization.
If the SCO Free Trade Area can be established, it
will significantly promote the deepening of trade
volume between China and SCO member states,
improve the level of trade, and enhance economic
exchanges among members.
