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Strategic Sustainability of the Trans-Caspian International Transport Route
in the Context of Geopolitical Instability and Regional Power Competition

The article is devoted to the study of the strategic stability of the Trans-Caspian International Trans-
port Route (TITR) against the backdrop of growing geopolitical instability and regional competition. The
relevance of the topic is determined by the growing role of the TITR as a strategic alternative to tradi-
tional routes connecting Central Asia with Europe, thereby positioning Kazakhstan as a key transit hub
in Eurasia’s evolving geopolitical landscape.

The purpose of the study is to provide a comprehensive assessment of the impact of foreign policy
factors on the reliability and stability of the corridor, as well as to identify adaptation mechanisms to en-
hance its competitiveness. The novelty of this study stems from an interdisciplinary approach combining
geopolitics, international relations, and transport logistics, which allows for a deeper understanding of
the relationship between political risks and infrastructure functioning.

The methodology is based on a systematic and comparative analysis encompassing the political
and economic determinants of corridor sustainability and the interests of key actors — China, Russia, the
EU, Turkey, Iran, and the United States. Particular attention is given to comparing the Trans-Caspian
International Transport Route with alternative routes through Russia and Iran, as well as Kazakhstan’s
institutional initiatives and investment projects.

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THE EVOLUTION OF THE CHINA-PAKISTAN
ECONOMIC CORRIDOR
IN THE CONTEXT OF THE FORMATION
OF A MACROREGIONAL SECURITY COMPLEX

China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) plays an important role in the formation of strategic inter-
connectivity between the regions of South and Central Asia. Chinese institutional development, which
began in the mid-2010s with the introduction of the transport and logistics strategy of the Belt and Road
Initiative, has formed new geo-economic and institutional mechanisms. At present, there exists geopolit-
ical and geostrategic relevance in the formation and development of a new transport and logistics route,
which may seriously affect the new functionality of CPEC. The development of CPEC plays an important
geostrategic role, as it may lead to an increase in strategic interconnectivity between South and Central
Asia, two regions that have historically been socially and culturally interconnected. The article examines
the formation of new prospects for CPEC. This project possesses significant potential for Central Asia
as a new geo-economic mechanism, which may lead to an increase in trade turnover between the two
regions and to the formation of a new macro-regional security cluster. The article examines the develop-
ment and formation of this process through the prism of the Regional Security Complex Theory of the
Copenhagen School of International Relations and identifies the main challenges and prospects for the
development and influence of CPEC in new geopolitical realities.

Introduction

The development of CPEC has become one of
the leading elements within the existence and func-
tioning of the Belt and Road Initiative. However, the
formation of the Belt and Road Initiative as one of
the leading geopolitical factors has become one of
the reasons for the intensification of Sino-American
strategic rivalry.

Sino-American strategic rivalry found its in-
stitutional formalisation under Trump, when the
Republican administration of the White House at
that time abandoned the institutional strategy that
had been proposed by the previous Democratic ad-
ministration. It is evident that the intensification of
Sino — American strategic rivalry was shaped by
Chinese institutional narratives, which found their
confirmation in the institutional strategy of Xi Jin-
ping. In this case, the Belt and Road Initiative acts
as a new non-Western-centric international platform
that is intended to contribute to international devel-
opment.

Alongside the identification of certain trends,
nevertheless, the international system in the period
after 2022 begins to acquire features of geo-eco-
nomic bipolarity. In particular, it is necessary to
note the factors of territoriality and de-territoriality
that exist within the Regional Security Complex
Theory. Buzan and Waver identified the factor of
territoriality and de-territoriality as hard and soft
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security. Hard security is characteristic of the mod-
ern system, whereas the predominance of soft se-
curity is characteristic of the postmodern system.
In this case, this indicates that the Soviet-Amer-
ican confrontation was formed within the frame-
work of “territoriality”, and the measurement of
poles is also assessed within the framework of the
classical paradigm of defensive realism. “De-ter-
ritoriality”, in this case, signifies the presence of
non-traditional aspects of security, such as global
economic interdependence. Therefore, the format
of Sino — American strategic rivalry is formed in
the geo-economic dimension.

The purpose of the study is to examine the
growth of strategic interconnectivity between the re-
gions of South and Central Asia in the context of the
advancement of Chinese institutional development
in Eurasia, which intensified in the pre-COVID pe-
riod. CPEC acts as one of the flagships of Chinese
institutions that possess the potential for linkage be-
tween South and Central Asia.

The next important aspect relates to a greater
extent to the formation of a bipolar model of inter-
national relations. The contemporary situation, to a
certain extent, resembles the interwar period, when,
in terms of nation-states, the system was multipo-
lar, but in terms of the existence of military-political
alliances, the system was bipolar. These narratives
can also be identified within the framework of the
formation of global institutions, where the Belt and
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Road Initiative, the Asian Infrastructure Investment
Bank, BRICS, and the Shanghai Cooperation Or-
ganisation, in its updated format, act as new insti-
tutional paradigms that do not fall under Western
standards of global governance.

Theoretical and Methodological Foundations
of the Study

The primary theoretical approach of this study
is based on the theory of the regional security com-
plex (RSC). It explains the diversity of complexes
in a geographical context, bordering countries, and
interconnected geopolitical rivalries, historical ties,
and political events. The China-Pakistan Economic
Corridor (CPEC) is not limited to two countries but
plays a key role in the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI),
which connects 56 countries. Although India is a
Global South country officially pursuing this proj-
ect, this trilateral complex is the subject of analysis
in this study. Within this framework, the concept
of securitization is of particular importance for ex-
plaining the CPEC. In this context, the study applies
the theory of the regional security complex (RSC)
developed by B. Buzan and O. Vaver. RCS theory
postulates the existence of a distinct regional secu-
rity complex, the intellectual foundations of which
are ased on two key concepts: balance of power and
social constructivism, with changes in the balance
of power generating specific social constructs (Bu-
zan and Waever, 2003).

Representatives of the Copenhagen School, Bu-
zan and Waever, within the framework of region-
al security theory, argue that the regional security
complex constitutes the fundamental structure of
the international system, which is divided into sev-
eral levels, including regional and macro-regional
complexes. Furthermore, the following levels of the
regional security complex are identified: domestic,
regional, interregional, and global. These levels de-
termine the dynamics of interdependence between
states at the micro-regional, macro-regional, and
global levels. The authors also emphasize the ex-
istence of a special type of state, called an isolator
state, which simultaneously belongs to various re-
gional security complexes. This concept is particu-
larly important for this study, as it takes into account
the central position of Afghanistan. RSC theory pro-
vides insight into regional security clusters. Region-
al security complex (RSC) theory also posits a mac-
ro-regional security complex, which in turn consists
of smaller regional security clusters operating at the
national, regional, interregional, and global levels
(Buzan & Waever, 2003).

One of its propositions concerns the isolator
state, meaning that a single state can simultaneously
be in both security clusters. Afghanistan’s position
is a good and pertinent example of this. Afghani-
stan’s position exemplifies its simultaneous Central
Asian and South Asian identities. The policies and
potential of the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor
(CPEC) align with the explanations and perspec-
tives of RSC theory.

The China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC)
is one of the most promising areas of the BRI, with
the potential to restore connections between Central
and South Asia.

The paper uses a qualitative research methodol-
ogy based on the content analysis to examine the
evolving regional dynamic changes associated with
the CPEC and its implications for the interactions
between Central and South Asia. Additionally, this
method is used by analyzing academic literature,
policy documents and government statements verify
the patterns in political discourse, regional coopera-
tion and security perceptions related to the project.

The quantitative data collected from analyti-
cal reports and official policy discussions analyze
the link between BRI and the regional connectiv-
ity projects, especially the political and diplomatic
developments of Pakistan and Afghanistan to Cen-
tral Asia states. These developments are analyzed
as indicators of evolving regional cooperation and
integration processes.

Through this methodological approach, the
study aims to reveal how regional actors interpret
and promo0Ote connectivity initiatives and how these
interpretations shape the evolving relationship be-
tween Central and South Asia within broader geo-
political context.

Literature review

This study draws on a range of scholarly works
that, to varying degrees, address the prospects for
strategic interaction between South and Central
Asia.

Early observations on the China—Pakistan Eco-
nomic Corridor (CPEC) were articulated by Zbig-
niew Brzezinski in his book The Game Plan, in
which he highlighted the strategic significance of
developing what would later become CPEC for
China’s economic rise (Brzezinski, 1986). These
remarks may be regarded as preliminary reflections
on the development of transport and logistics link-
ages between South and Central Asia, with China
acting as a Central Asian participant and Pakistan
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as a South Asian one. The importance of this con-
tribution lies in the articulation of the first strategic
narratives concerning this process.

David Brewster examines Chinese policy and
strategy in the broader Indian Ocean region. He fo-
cuses on China’s growing dependence on energy
supplies from Africa and argues that this dependence
prompted Beijing to advance a comprehensive strat-
egy in South Asia, encompassing the development
of transport and logistics networks alongside po-
litical, economic, and diplomatic instruments. From
an economic perspective, China has developed a
system of Sea Lines of Communication (SLOCs)
across the Indian Ocean region (Brewster, 2019).

Andrew Small analyses the prospects for stra-
tegic interaction between China and Pakistan. He
notes that whereas the balance of power was a cen-
tral factor during the Cold War, Pakistan’s contem-
porary relevance-particularly from India’s perspec-
tive — lies in its access to the Indian Ocean and the
modernisation of the port of Gwadar. As a result,
the focus of cooperation has shifted from traditional
balance-of-power considerations towards the sphere
of institutional cooperation (Small, 2015).

In a similar vein, the French scholar Frédéric
Grare examines CPEC in the context of regional ri-
valry with India. From this perspective, the Indian
government views CPEC as a security dilemma
within the framework of the China—India—Pakistan
strategic triangle (Grare, 2020).

The Chinese scholar Huo Wenle addresses the
strategic significance of the Maritime Silk Road.
Its importance lies in its potential to connect the
countries of South Asia, and more broadly the In-
dian Ocean region. For the Chinese economy, the
relevance of this sector is rooted in its transport and
logistics capacity, which is essential for enhancing
future strategic connectivity between South and
Central Asia (Huo, 2017).

The Indian expert M. S. Prathibha focuses on
the stages of CPEC’s development and its impact on
regional politics. At the official, interstate level, the
CPEC project was articulated as early as the begin-
ning of the 2010s. Through CPEC, China sought to
modernise Pakistan’s transport and logistics system
and to securitise its economic interests (Prathibha,
2017). In this context, the work of the Italian scholar
Andrea Ghiselli is also significant. In his book Pro-
tecting China’s Interests Overseas: Securitisation
and Foreign Policy, Ghiselli argues that China’s
economic rise under conditions of globalisation
has led to the securitisation of economic interests
becoming a core component of the PRC’s foreign
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policy, which he conceptualises as a comprehensive
mechanism (Ghiselli, 2021).

The Pakistani expert Faisal Javaid likewise
points to the growing strategic interconnectivity be-
tween South and Central Asia, emphasising the role
of Afghanistan and the potential implementation of
trans-Afghan projects (Javaid, 2023).

The Uzbek researcher Nargiza Umarova analy-
ses the prospects and potential of trans-Afghan proj-
ects, which play a significant role in the future evo-
lution of CPEC and its capacity to link South and
Central Asia (Umarova, 2025).

Another important strand of the literature is
represented by the work of the American scholar
Christopher Miller. He examines the dynamics and
transformation of the Russia—China strategic inter-
action in Central Asia. Miller notes the presence of
balancing elements in Sino-Russian relations, high-
lighting, in particular, Russian dissatisfaction with
the fact that Chinese investment levels in the econo-
mies of Kazakhstan and Russia are comparable,
despite Russia’s economy being approximately ten
times larger. This, he argues, indicates the existence
of balancing behavior despite official declarations
of strategic partnership (Miller, 2020).

Despite the substantial body of academic litera-
ture that has already accumulated on various aspects
of CPEC, significant research gaps remain, particu-
larly with regard to the securitisation dimension of
this project.

Research questions

The above highlighted literature explains the
diverse studies related to China Pakistan Economic
Corridor. In this regard, this study target following
research objects as a part of questions to unearth in
the discussion and results section based on the Re-
gional Security Complex Theory.

- Why do the consequences of instability affect
CPEC implementation?

- What is the strategic importance of CPEC?

Discussions and results

The CPEC Model for Interaction between Cen-
tral and South Asia

With regard to CPEC, several stages can be iden-
tified in the evolution of this framework. The earli-
est references to what would later become CPEC
can be found in Zbigniew Brzezinski’s The Game
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Plan. In this work, the author argues that a key ob-
jective of the United States was to draw China out
of the Soviet Union’s geopolitical orbit through the
introduction of market-oriented economic reforms
and China’s integration into global trade. Within
this context, the development of a trans-Himalayan
transport route linking China and Pakistan played
an important role, although CPEC itself had not
yet been institutionalised at that time (Brzezinski,
1986).

The second phase of CPEC’s development falls
within the period 2013-2015. The advent of the cor-
ridor plan took place in 2013 (Prathibha, 2017), dur-
ing the visit of Premier Li Keqiang in Pakistan where
the corridor signed under the first tenure of Asif Ali
Zardari. However, the routes of the plan traced in the
annals of 90s, when China initiated to enroute eco-
nomic collation to the Indo-Ocean countries, linking
South Asia, Middle East and towards Africa. In this
matter of the fact, CPEC plan played a decisive role
for economic interests into the intraregional expan-
sion. According to Kamphausen, (2012), the main
institutional and administrative shift and changes in
foreign policy of China was the adoption of “New
Historic Missions” in 2002 for the People’s Libera-
tion Army of China. The safety of national interests
in terms of economic was the core principle in terms
of outside China, an objective which significantly
shaped the vision of Military Operations than War-
fare system (MOOTW) (Brewster, 2019).

CPEC, as a transport and logistics corridor, is
closely linked to China’s so-called “Malacca Dilem-
ma”, which highlighted Beijing’s need to ensure the
security of its transport and supply routes (Ghiselli,
2021). Broadly speaking, the functionality of CPEC
can be divided into two main stages.

The first stage covers the period from 2013 to
2021/22 and is characterised by a primary focus on
the securitisation of resource supplies from the re-
gion. China prioritised the modernisation of the port
of Gwadar, which became a central hub within the
corridor and provided access to Xinjiang via Paki-
stan’s Gilgit—Baltistan region. Resources originat-
ing from the wider Indian Ocean region, including
the Middle East and Africa, were transported to
Gwadar and subsequently redirected to China. In
addition, China invested approximately USD 60 bil-
lion in the development and modernisation of the
corridor (Small, 2015).

Another significant factor shaping the dynam-
ics of CPEC’s development concerns security con-
siderations, which can be divided into internal and
external dimensions. Internally, a key priority has

been ensuring protection against attacks by armed
groups, both in southern Pakistan, where Baloch
separatist movements are active and in the north,
characterised by instability in the tribal areas. The
implementation of CPEC has also had a notable
impact on the regional geopolitical configuration,
as the corridor technically passes through parts of
Kashmir, a territory claimed by India as its own.
From the Indian perspective, CPEC thus constitutes
a security dilemma (Grare, 2020).

The second phase of CPEC’s evolution can
be associated with the period following NATO’s
withdrawal from Afghanistan. Although the United
States initially pursued ambitious objectives in Af-
ghanistan, its role in the conflict gradually became
marginalised. To understand this second stage, it is
essential to examine the process of institutionalising
Chinese influence in Central Asia. Within Regional
Security Complex Theory (RSCT), the concept of
an “insulator state” refers to a state that is simulta-
neously located within two regional security com-
plexes (Buzan & Waver, 2023). Owing to its geo-
graphical characteristics, Afghanistan occupies such
a position, being situated at the intersection of both
Central and South Asia.

The institutionalisation of Chinese influence in
Central Asia began in the early 2010s, particularly
following President Xi Jinping’s announcement of
the Belt and Road Initiative in Astana in Septem-
ber 2013. Over the spare of time, it directed to the
formation of so-called Eurasian Land connection,
linking China with Central Asia then Europe. This
geopolitical growth enormously empowered the in-
stitutionalisation of China’s influence by creating
new diplomatic, economic, and institutional interac-
tion in accordance with the BRI approach.

At this stage, China has significantly extended
its economic influence in Central Asia, particular-
ly through geo-economic tools and infrastructure
development. Within this framework, CPEC is no
longer projected to its original part of safeguarding
and boosting China’s economic interests, But also
acquired the potential to play as a role of connective
framework between South Asia to connect Central
Asia through Afghanistan, facilitating both regions
in terms of open market access and Indo-Ocean
reach.

The institutional construction signifies histori-
cally important for China with the implementation
of the BRI. From bygone times, till the modern era,
Central Asia and South Asia balanced close geo-
economic and cultural ties through the road ways.
However, the expansion of the Russian Empire from

the north, the British Empire from the south, and
later the formation of the Soviet Union led to the
fragmentation and weakening of these connections.
Over the course of the twentieth century, the two re-
gions became increasingly estranged. The develop-
ment of new transport and logistics routes, together
with the emergence of geo-economic patterns with-
in China’s macro-regional institutional framework,
may contribute to the restoration of these historical
linkages.

Within the framework of RSCT and the logical
interconnection between Central Asia and CPEC,
several strategic narratives can thus be identified.
Central Asia has traditionally been viewed as an in-
tegral part of the post-Soviet or Eurasian geopoliti-
cal space, particularly during the 1990s and 2000s.
From a social constructivist perspective, the post-
Soviet geopolitical space that emerged after the col-
lapse of the USSR-with its geopolitical and socio-
cultural orientation towards Moscow-can be seen
as a product of a Eurocentric system, given that its
security patterns have largely been oriented towards
Russia and Europe. Although US presence in the re-
gion has been limited, the Russia-US balance has
nevertheless constituted one of the mechanisms of
the regional security system.

A distinctive feature of China’s strategic be-
havior in Central Asia has been the creation of geo-
economic institutions and mechanisms that function
as security patterns. By 2017-2018, the Belt and
Road Initiative had generated new geo-economic
mechanisms. From the perspective of RSCT, the
implementation of CPEC is therefore expected to
further consolidate pro-Chinese geo-economic insti-
tutions. Consequently, the development and institu-
tionalisation of CPEC point to the emergence of an
Asia-centred model of security, one that prioritises
non-traditional dimensions of security.

The Potential of CPEC for Central Asia in the
Context of Institutionalisation

CPEC opens up new prospects and formats of
interaction with the states of Central Asia. Its clas-
sical function was primarily oriented towards safe-
guarding Chinese economic interests; however, fol-
lowing the Taliban’s return to power, the situation
has undergone a significant transformation.

From an analytical perspective, available evi-
dence remains contradictory, particularly with re-
gard to the Taliban’s willingness to participate in
regional projects. The core issue lies in the extent
to which Afghanistan is prepared to engage in re-
gional initiatives. Initially, conflicting narratives
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suggested that the “new Afghanistan” constituted a
comprehensive threat to its neighbours (Satpayev,
2021). For example, it was argued that the United
States had left behind substantial quantities of mili-
tary equipment in order to create security threats
along the southern periphery of Russian influence in
Central Asia, thereby allegedly opening opportuni-
ties for Russia to provide military assistance to Cen-
tral Asian states and strengthen its regional position.
These narratives, however, have largely become
outdated and no longer correspond to contemporary
strategic realities.

The Afghan government-more precisely, the
Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan-has declared that
it does not intend to export its ideology beyond
national borders (TASS, 2021). Subsequently,
Afghanistan has begun to engage more actively
in regional initiatives. The Taliban authorities are
interested in national reconstruction, and the prin-
cipal-albeit paradoxical-challenge they face con-
cerns the complex and problematic relations with
Pakistan and China. In the case of Pakistan, the is-
sue is closely linked to military and political ties
between the two sides, which became particularly
evident in 2024.

The nature of Pakistan-Taliban relations re-
mains ambiguous. Some sources continue to claim
that the Taliban regime is dependent on Pakistan-a
view that has been prevalent since the 1990s-while
others argue that relations between Pakistan and the
Taliban are, on the contrary, conflictual. The coali-
tion originated from the NATO’s legacy of twen-
ty-year presence in Afghanistan, which pushed the
cousins at war in shape of Pakistan-Taliban relations
in a highly complex and inconsistent state behavior.
However, the rise of Taliban divisions within the
Taliban movement more complicated this tie.

Similarly, the influence of China in Afghanistan
is also overpassed and contested. Although China
is the second-largest economy with significant eco-
nomic capacity underscore to exert influence in Af-
ghanistan. However, it is confidential that Beijing
embodied the geo-economic tools to undermine
its dealings with Afghanistan at both bilateral and
multilateral levels. For China, the main concerns
also exist in the northern border activities where
the presences of terrorist groups, particularly those
linked to the East Turkestan Islamic Movement
(ETIM) are question mark to resolve at this level. At
the same time, contradictory reports suggest that the
Taliban have severed ties with ETIM, partly due to
the prospect of Chinese investment in Afghanistan’s
economy.
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Another illustrative example of stereotypical
perceptions of the Taliban concerns Russia’s role.
In the aftermath of the Taliban’s return to power
in August 2021, Kazakh political analyst Dosym
Satpayev argued that this development provided
Russia with an opportunity to strengthen its influ-
ence in the region (Satpayev, 2021). This thesis,
however, does not fully correspond to the dynamic
expansion of transport and logistics infrastructure in
the region. Russia has become increasingly engaged
in developing bilateral relations with the Taliban au-
thorities (RBC, 2025), driven by both practical and
ideological considerations. Practically, this engage-
ment is linked to the development of transport and
logistics infrastructure in which Afghanistan plays
an active role. This process aligns with the logic of
the North—South Economic Corridor, a Russo—Ira-
nian initiative, parts of which traverse Iranian and
Afghan territory.

By the second half of the 2010s, Central Asia wit-
nessed a gradual shift in the Russia—China balance.
Through geo-economic instruments, China has in-
creasingly displaced Russian influence in the region.
Against this backdrop, the expansion of Russia’s stra-
tegic engagement with Afghanistan serves as a partial
counterbalance to China’s growing presence.

In accordance with Chinese perspective, two
dominant paras of interpretation highlighted to iden-
tify. The first line emphasizes the core extension of
geoeconomic import and export ties. The second
line focused on capitated discourses according to the
upgradation and modernization of the Qosh Tepa
Canal. However, the specific Central Asian sources
claimed that the canal’s modernization is applied
through USAID funds, forming it as an indirect US
endeavour to destabilize the Central Asian region.
In Contrast, other sources argue that Chinese invest-
ment aided to build the project, displaying the canal
as a tool of geo-economic influence. If implemented
successfully, the canal underscore harsh environ-
mental outcomes for Central Asian states, thereby
highlighting its geostrategic strength.

In this case, he ties between Central Asia and
China are no longer on the same which were con-
sidered back then in 90. Since 2013, China has
pursued an active strategy of institutionalising its
influence. The introduction of the “Xi’an Summit”
format represents one of the key processes under-
pinning contemporary geopolitical transformations
in the region. Although cooperation with the Euro-
pean Union remains limited within the framework
of China—Central Asia relations, there remains po-
tential for joint problem-solving. The implementa-

tion of CPEC thus represents one example of emerg-
ing geo-economic institutions. Nevertheless, CPEC
remains less economically competitive than the
North—South Economic Corridor, which constitutes
a Russo—Iranian project.

A major challenge for CPEC lies in geographi-
cal constraints. Its adaptation to Central Asia would
require modernisation efforts in south-eastern Af-
ghanistan, particularly in Paktia Province. The Hi-
malayan geography also presents structural limita-
tions. CPEC holds particular strategic interest for
Uzbekistan, which is seeking access to Pakistan’s
seaports (Expert interview, personal communica-
tion, 2024). However, it is likely that CPEC will re-
quire approximately a decade to mature into a fully
functional and effective trade regime.

Another significant factor is the gradual rap-
prochement between Russia and Pakistan since the
late 2010s. This development reflects broader shifts
in the global balance of power since 2018, par-
ticularly the institutionalisation of Sino-American
strategic rivalry during the Trump administration.
Whereas, the extra developments limited to be exag-
gerated merely through balance of power approach,
shifts in global order likewise Sino-Russian close-
ness and Indo-American relations rise have exclu-
sively reshaped the international arena. Nonetheless,
geoeconomic aspects ever more play a conclusive
role, portentous that modern transformations are not
completely determined by geopolitical rivalries.

Similarly, the closeness of Pakistan and Rus-
sia has developed inappropriate lessons for India.
During this tenure of Sharif family in Pakistan have
turned into new era where Russia and Pakistan have
acknowledged to recognize one another as major
actors, which certainly shifts the balance of power
in Central Asia specifically for India. An individual
geopolitical feature of bilateral ties between Islam-
abad and Moscow shows that both countries have
the power capacity to exert influence in this region.
Scholars mainly discusses separating great powers
Like Russia, China, and America, and secondary ac-
tors such as the European Union, India, Iran, Japan,
and North Korea. Pakistan was not traditionally in-
cluded among these actors; however, it now faces a
strategic window of opportunity through enhanced
cooperation with Russia and active participation in
China’s macro-regional initiatives. In this respect,
Pakistan’s position appears more advantageous than
that of India, which remains a largely extra-regional
actor.

Pakistan joined the Shanghai Cooperation Or-
ganisation (SCO) five years ago. SCO membership
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facilitates systematic multilateral engagement, in-
cluding participation in joint military exercises such
as the “Friendship” drills conducted since 2016
(TASS, 2024). The SCO has increasingly matured
into a macro-regional organisation, extending be-
yond Central Asia to encompass South Asia, where
the securitisation of Sino-Indian rivalry plays a cen-
tral role in shaping regional security dynamics. In
this context, the SCO provides an appropriate plat-
form for cooperation and potential conflict manage-
ment. Pakistan’s neutral stance on the Ukraine con-
flict further contributes to a favourable environment
for cooperation.

In September 2024, Russian Deputy Prime Min-
ister Alexei Overchuk met with senior Pakistani of-
ficials, including General Asim Munir and Deputy
Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar, to
discuss prospects for expanding bilateral economic
ties. Dar described Russia as an important actor in
Western, Southern, and Central Asia and empha-
sised Pakistan’s commitment to working with Mos-
cow to promote peace and stability in Afghanistan
(TASS, 2024).

The institutionalisation of Chinese influence in
Central Asia enables Pakistan to emerge as an active
regional actor not through balance-of-power mecha-
nisms, but through institutional cooperation. In this
context, the trend towards intensified Russia—Paki-
stan cooperation becomes particularly evident.

A parallel can thus be drawn between the insti-
tutionalisation of Chinese influence in South and
Central Asia. The Indian Ocean region holds stra-
tegic significance for China’s transport and logistics
strategy. The expansion of Chinese economic pres-
ence has strengthened political and economic ties,
with numerous Chinese projects contributing to the
transformation of the macro-regional order (Brews-
ter, 2019). From the perspective of Regional Secu-
rity Complex Theory (RSCT), this suggests growing
interconnectivity between South and Central Asia.

China has invested heavily in the modernisation
of the Maritime Silk Road since its announcement in
2013 (Huo, 2017). Together with the Eurasian Land
Bridge, it constitutes a core component of China’s
broader Eurasian strategy. Notably, Chinese invest-
ment levels in Russia and Kazakhstan-USD 2.174
trillion and USD 288.4 billion respectively-were
proportionally comparable, underscoring Beijing’s
prioritisation of the modernisation of the Eurasian
corridor (Miller, 2020).

Following the US withdrawal from Afghanistan
and the Taliban’s return to power, the institution-
alisation of Chinese influence has had a stabilising
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effect on Afghanistan’s adaptation to regional dy-
namics. Within the emerging continental economic
framework, Afghanistan’s role has grown signifi-
cantly (Umarova, 2025). Unlike Eurocentric pow-
ers such as the USSR and the United States, which
approached Afghanistan primarily through the lens
of classical geopolitics, China and subsequently
Russia-have increasingly framed Afghanistan’s role
in geo-economic terms. For China, economic corri-
dor development forms an integral part of advancing
the institutional foundations of its Eurasian strategy.

For Russia, the North—South Economic Corridor
offers opportunities to reorient trade flows from Eu-
rope towards Asia. As noted by Pakistan’s Foreign
Minister Ishaq Dar, trade between Russia and Paki-
stan reached USD 1 billion last year, with both sides
committed to addressing logistical challenges to fur-
ther expand trade (Russia’s Pivot to Asia, 2025).

In contrast, enhanced activity within extra-re-
gional organizations displays logical system of the
relations. However, the first SCO transport took
place on 01 November 2023 in Tashkent

On 1 November 2023, the first SCO Transport
Forum was held in Tashkent, where nine state mem-
bers joined, representing their services. It focused
the discussions on logistics development, trans-
port, digitalization and infrastructure development
projects. During this meeting, a memorandum was
signed to build a transport corridor connecting Be-
larus, Russia, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Afghanistan,
and Pakistan in shape of South and Central connec-
tivity. While Kazakhstan, Russia, Uzbekistan, and
Pakistan are core SCO members, but Afghanistan
and Belarus are observer state in the SCO accentu-
ate to play key roles in this scheme.

Given Pakistan’s influence in Afghanistan and
the nature of Sino—Pakistani relations, this configu-
ration may positively contribute to the implementa-
tion of the North—South geo-economic project. The
corridor could facilitate the development of new
geo-economic security mechanisms. As Pakistani
expert Faisal Javaid observes, earlier agreements be-
tween Pakistan and Central Asian states faced chal-
lenges due to instability in Afghanistan; however,
the inclusion of Russia and Belarus introduces new
opportunities, particularly in the context of Russia’s
search for alternative trade routes following the war
in Ukraine (Faisal, 2023).

In sum, the institutionalisation of Chinese in-
fluence in Eurasia-emerging alongside shifts in
the balance of power-suggests that the large-scale
implementation of the North—South project carries
significant geopolitical implications. India’s par-
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ticipation in the QUAD, an explicitly anti-China
framework within the Indo-Pacific strategy, further
reinforces this dynamic. Consequently, the realisa-
tion of the North—South geo-economic corridor is
likely to unfold amid open confrontation with India
on China’s part, and more covertly through China-
aligned states.

Further modernisation of CPEC also represents
an important technical instrument for Russia’s eco-
nomic transformation and access to South Asia. His-
torically, Russia was near to integrate with the EU in
terms of trade. In contrast, the polices after 2022 have
underscored Moscow to transmit its geoeconomic ori-
entation towards Asia which is currently influenced
as Asian century under China’s rise. In this case, the
corridor project emerged the defining trends of on-
going economic structural changes, infrastructure de-
velopment and a step towards DE-dollarization.

Additional distinguished consequence is the em-
powerment of Pakistan and Central Asia relations
after 2010s, in accordance with the extra extension
of Chinese influence in this Asian region. It has en-
hanced transport, logistics connectivity which has
been a key driver for these involved countries. Paki-
stan’s Ambassador to Kazakhstan, Nauman Bashir
Bhatti, highlighted the Karakoram Highway as the
shortest and most cost-effective route for freight
between Pakistan and Kazakhstan, emphasising its
role within the China—Pakistan Economic Corri-
dor (Kazinform, 2024). Pakistan has shown several
times to support Kazakhstan in gaining access to the
Arabian Sea through Indo-Ocean, potentially devel-
oping in depth geo-economic interdependence from
landlocked to the water access for the open markets
of South Asia.

Consequently, the advancement of logistics and
transport road networks contribute to the initiate of
an innovative cluster of regional security. Although,
South Asia was historically connected with Cen-
tral Asia through silk road routes, and imperialistic
divisions and the Cold War wanning ties. During
this time, the advanced development of infrastruc-
ture under the Belt and Road Initiative facilitate the
gradual restoration in the ties. Following this, CPEC
highlight the substantial geopolitical, geo-economic
gateway to underpin the emergence of a new secu-
rity complex.

The Impact of Regional Instability on CPEC

The disputed territory of Kashmir between
Pakistan and India created unforeseen circumstance
playing nasty role in reshaping the regional bal-
ance of power in South Asia. The conflict limited

to understand enough through the prism of Indo-
Pak traditional rivalry. The particular significant is
more deepen geostrategic relations between India-
US partnership, which has advance convoluted un-
der Prime Minister Narendra Modi. However, Modi
government has institutionalised its strategic part-
nership with the United States through the QUAD
linkages, alongside a broader sense of economic,
military and political, cooperation.

The second tenure of Donald Trump as Presi-
dent of the United States of America paves the
grounds for advancing Washington’s foreign policy
trajectory together with his consistently confronta-
tional aggressive steps towards China. Even though,
it is crucial to note that a Trump administration has
displayed an enthusiasm of decisive, aggressive and
harsh actions. This, in turn, suggests that the United
States may prioritise efforts aimed at undermining
the functionality of the Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI), including, in particular, the China—Pakistan
Economic Corridor (CPEC).

The Indo-Pakistani conflict is therefore embed-
ded within the broader logic of Sino-American stra-
tegic rivalry. Pakistan occupies a crucial strategic
position in the securitisation of China’s national
economic interests, which, as noted above, underpin
the formation of a pro-Chinese geo-economic order.

India’s opposition to CPEC is primarily linked
to the fact that parts of the corridor traverse territo-
ries claimed by India as falling under its sovereign-
ty. According to media reports, Pakistani officials
have stated that India is prepared to launch strikes
against Pakistan, citing intelligence assessments. In
this context, the attack in Pahalgam created a stra-
tegic window of opportunity for the Modi govern-
ment to target CPEC infrastructure. Tactically, such
a conflict would appear to be confined to India and
Pakistan; however, this represents an overly nar-
row interpretation. Theoretically, India could strike
CPEC facilities, but such actions would effectively
constitute an attack on China. The logic of complex
interdependence has strengthened geo-economic
mechanisms, and any strike against CPEC would
align with the dynamics of Sino-American strategic
competition. Nevertheless, such actions would en-
tail significant political and legal consequences. In
this sense, CPEC functions as a security pattern of
a fundamentally geo-economic nature. With regard
to the Indo-Pakistani crisis of 2025, three scenarios
can be envisaged.

First, the conflict may resemble the 2001-2002
military standoff, with both sides relying on nuclear
deterrence.
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Second, limited border clashes and aerial en-
gagements could occur as a form of tactical con-
frontation, fluctuating between latent escalation and
de-escalation depending on circumstances.

Third, India could strike strategic CPEC facili-
ties. In this scenario, the primary diplomatic signal
would be directed not at Pakistan, but at China. Such
a course of action would aim to undermine China’s
strategic potential and could align with US interests
under conditions of heightened global polarity. At-
tempts to disrupt CPEC would thus represent a di-
rect signal challenging China’s global institutional
construction.

At the same time, French analyst Frédéric Gra-
re notes that India adheres to a policy of strategic
ambiguity, enabling it to balance between compet-
ing actors (Grare, 2020). Even within the QUAD
framework, India has refrained from emphasising
militarisation, preferring to preserve a diplomatic
format. According to Grare’s logic, a strike against
CPEC would only intensify Sino-Indian rivalry-an
outcome New Delhi seeks to avoid.

Nonetheless, the geo-economic dimension of
CPEC warrants particular attention. While India pos-
sesses the military capability to strike targets within
Pakistan, the implementation of CPEC has played
a decisive role in transforming the regional balance
of power. For this reason, several analysts have de-
scribed CPEC as a “game changer” (Small, 2015),
given its substantial geo-economic potential. It is
therefore not coincidental that Modi openly opposed
CPEC in 2015. Notably, some CPEC facilities are lo-
cated in close proximity to Pakistani military installa-
tions, which indirectly enhances their security.

Another important strategic dimension is that a
short-term conflict between India and Pakistan has
revealed technical aspects of the broader US-China
military-strategic rivalry. As the United States and
China are not directly engaged in armed conflict,
Washington lacks opportunities to assess China’s
military capabilities firsthand. In this context, the
Kashmir conflict serves as a critical testing ground.
The Pakistani armed forces are partially equipped
with Chinese military technology. Analysts have
noted that the share prices of Dassault Aviation,
the supplier of India’s Rafale aircraft, declined by
9.48 per cent over five days, while shares of China’s
AVIC Chengdu Aircraft-producer of the J-10C and
JF-17 Thunder aircraft used by Pakistan-rose by
61.65 per cent over the same period (TRT World,
2025). For the United States, Kashmir thus func-
tions as an indirect arena for assessing relative mili-
tary performance.
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From a balance-of-power perspective, the situ-
ation is even more complex. The role of two extra-
regional actors has grown significantly: Tirkiye,
which adopts a pro-Pakistani stance, and Iran, which
tends to support India. For Tiirkiye, her existence
in the Middle East, Africa, and Central Asia epito-
mizes a central hub of expanding the geopolitical
emergence into South Asian region. The central tra-
jectory is reliable with its ambition to unite its posi-
tion for Ankara as a middle power. Besides, Tiirkiye
already possesses a geostrategic vicinity in Central
Asian region. It is also vital to underpin the advanc-
ing reconciliation between Tiirkiye and China in the
shape of the connectivity. This way, Tiirkiye posi-
tion a significant pillar along the Belt Road routes,
which fostered to bring closer with China.

Meanwhile, Pakistan plays pivot role in con-
necting Tiirkiye by the maritime routes and by road
through Iran which is known as westward ways. It
underscores the Sino-Turkish alignment in the joint
share with Pakistan. This trio-dynamic signify a
bridge to boost the institutionalisation of Chinese in-
fluence toward Eurasia, as the corridor highlight po-
litical strengthening. In this regard, Pakistan found
as a major linchpin between China and Tiirkiye.

Overall, the situation reflects the evolution of
balance-of-power mechanisms in South Asia, with
actors becoming directly or indirectly involved in
the process. For Tiirkiye, engagement through Pak-
istan strengthens its ties with China and serves as
a test of its middle-power ambitions. For Iran, its
positioning reflects classic balance-of-power logic,
whereby actors seek to hedge against excessive Chi-
nese influence.

From a military-strategic standpoint, the likeli-
hood of a large-scale war has significantly dimin-
ished. Conflict increasingly functions as a diplo-
matic instrument rather than a means of outright
confrontation. The presence of CPEC has exerted
a stabilising influence. Although China conducted
military exercises along its border with India (large-
ly symbolic in nature) the geo-economic dimension
embodied by CPEC has played a restraining role in
preventing escalation into a full-scale conflict.

CPEC maintains good potential for the devel-
opment of Pakistan and Central Asian economic
relations and broadly may lead to the development
between Central and South Asia connectivity. But
the major issue, that CPEC is still in the process of
development. Russia, China and the West, with the
US and the EU, can be seen as the major geopolitical
participants, meanwhile Iran, Tiirkiye, South Korea,
Japan and India as a less influential but still impor-
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tant participant, especially taking into the view pre-
vious South Korean and Japanese initiatives for the
region's programs of the development. In this sense,
Pakistan becomes one of the leading regional actors.
Probably, it will take few decades in order to build
and launch the CPEC as a complete and well-func-
tioning institutional entity within the region.

Conclusion

CPEC as Chinese institutional building instru-
ment provides Pakistan with a strategic opportunity
to expand its influence in the region. It establishes a
new format of geo-economic interaction, signaling
an evolution in the security architecture of Central
Asia.

The implementation of the Belt and Road Initia-
tive, together with the institutionalisation of Chinese
influence, has led to a transformation of prevailing
security patterns.

From the 2010s onwards, however, Chinese in-
stitutional construction in Central Asia intensified
markedly, most notably through the advancement of
the Belt and Road Initiative as a core geo-economic
mechanism. By the late 2010s, the BRI had become
a defining element of China’s institutional presence
in the region. In the post-pandemic period, a new
geo-economic foundation has begun to take shape,

centered on transport and logistics connectivity,
most prominently the North-South Economic Cor-
ridor and its competitor, CPEC.

CPEC has a vast potential for the provision and
the development of the South and Central Asia con-
nectivity. Afghanistan’s geographic position poses
new economic and political perspectives in terms
of the geoeconomic and new geopolitical trends.
In this sense presents a new institutional character,
which is also can be viewed as a Chinese institution-
al building. But the growing and Trump's broader
policy on countering China and the chains of insta-
bility arising locally and strategically, poses chal-
lenges for the CPEC potential.

Strategically, CPEC has a vast potential for the
South and Central Asia connectivity development,
but the geopolitical conditions around it, put strong
political and bureaucratic pressure on its ability and
potential of functioning. The relevance of Regional
Security Complex Theory in the context of CPEC
lies in its capacity to explain how Chinese institu-
tional construction facilitates deeper integration
and strategic interaction between South and Central
Asia. This process is likely to result in an expan-
sion of strategic contacts and sustained interaction
between the two macro-regions. So CPEC functions
as a new geo-economic platform that contributes to
the transformation of the regional security system.
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THE CONCEPT OF POLITICAL IDEOLOGY AND
ITS INTERPRETATION IN THE TEACHINGS OF EASTERN
AND WESTERN THINKERS

The essence of the concept of political ideology, its role in the development of society, and the
interpretation of ideology in the teachings of Eastern and Western thinkers are studied. A comparative
analysis of the political doctrines of Eastern thinkers such as Abu Nasr Farabi, Amir Timur, Western
scholars Destut de Tracy, Mannheim, Gramshi, Gouldner, Voloshinov on political ideology is carried
out. In the course of the research, the role of ideology in the management of society, ensuring social
stability, and the formation of state and civil relations is analyzed. The main goal of the research is to
illuminate the theoretical foundations of the concept of political ideology, to reveal how the issue of ide-
ology was interpreted in the views of Eastern and Western thinkers, and to analyze the influence of these
views on modern political processes. The methodological basis of the research is historical-comparative
analysis, a systematic approach, the logical-analytical method — a comparative study of the views of
Eastern and Western thinkers, an analysis of the role of ideology in the political system as a whole, a
logical interpretation of the concept of political ideology and its elements. The research results will serve
as additional educational material for students studying political science, philosophy, history, and social
sciences. Ideological aspects of the teachings of Eastern thinkers — although there are commonalities
between Eastern and Western political thought, their ideological foundations differ significantly. In the
East, politics is harmonized with spiritual and moral values, while in the West, emphasis is placed on the
political system, law, and civil rights. At the same time, the common goal of both schools is the forma-
tion of a just society and ensuring the stability of society. Thus, by identifying the commonalities and
differences in the views of Eastern and Western thinkers, it is possible to determine which ideas are of
priority importance in modern political processes. It will also be possible to determine the influence of
various political ideologies on public consciousness, their role in the formation of management systems,
and their contribution to the development of political culture.

Introduction

Ideology is one of the concepts that is described
and interpreted differently among all social scienc-
es. The first problem we face when discussing the
essence of ideology is the lack of a mutually agreed
definition among scholars. According to the English
scholar Andrew Haywood, one of the reasons for
this is: “Firstly, since all concepts of ideology accept
the existence of a connection between theory and
practice, this term creates a rather tense relationship
between, on the one hand, the role of ideas in politics
and the relationship between faith and theories, and
on the other hand, between material life and political
relations. Secondly, the concept of ideology could
not remain outside the ongoing struggle between
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political ideologies. In most of his historical adven-
tures, the concept of ideology was used as a weapon
or tool to attack rival ideas or belief systems. Until
the second half of the 20th century, the concept of
an objective and clearly expressed ideology was not
widely used” ( Xe#iByn, 3. 2005 : 544).

In the study of the formation and development of
political ideology, the teachings of our great ances-
tor, statesman and political figure Abu Nasr Farabi,
known in the West as the “Aristotle of the East” and
in the East as the “Second Teacher,” also played an
invaluable role. “Among the scientists of Uzbekistan,
Academician M. Khairullaev was one of the first to
achieve good results in analyzing the issue of the
methodological influence of the Eastern Renaissance
on the formation of political ideology in the West and

was able to give a complete and theoretically substan-
tiated answer to many ambiguities of Western scien-
tists”. ( Xaiipymnaes M.M,1971:10-48).

Most Western research on the term “ideology”
emphasizes that this word, in its modern sense, was
introduced to science by a group of thinkers dur-
ing the French Revolution. “Antoine Louis Claude
Destutt de Tracy first mentioned this term at the In-
stitut de France in Paris between 1796 and 1798 in
an article entitled “Memories of Pencey”. Later, a
group of people who called themselves ideologues,
including Cabanis, Condorcet, Constant, Daunou,
Tsai, Madame de Sta¢l, and others, acted as thinking
representatives of the French Revolution. Their goal
was the practical realization of freedom of speech
and thought in society. The term “ideology” is a
combination of the Greek words eidos — idea and lo-
gos — doctrine, and it can be considered the science
ofideas. This word was included in the dictionary of
the French Academy of Sciences in 1835”( Diction-
naire de I'’Académie frangaise: 1932-1935).

In our opinion, the first use of the concept of ide-
ology dates back to the French Revolution. Destut de
Tracy used this phrase in its first use in 1797 in the
sense of “the science of ideas that must be applied to
enable everyone to think correctly”. Enlightenment
philosophers believed that ideology “contributes to
the bright light of reason”. In their opinion, ideol-
ogy performs a positive function “against passions,
prejudices, and dirty interests that block conscious-
ness”.

Therefore, a detailed study of the concept of ide-
ology helps to better understand it and determine its
impact on people. Scientists studied the connection
of ideology with science, philosophy, and religion,
and it turned out that it differs from all three. It was
understood that ideology presents itself as absolute
truth in the face of the falsification of science, and
unlike the method of philosophy based on question,
ideology does not tolerate criticism. Ideology is the
closest concept to religion.

Considering that ideology also has the power to
shape false consciousness, it is important to remem-
ber that a person’s relationship with ideology is of
great importance. The approach of modernity and
rationality, based on absolute ownership of human
consciousness, laid the foundation for the emer-
gence of great ideologies built on reason. In our
opinion, postmodern criticism of the human mind
may have the opportunity to protect people from
the destructive influence of ideologies in the com-
ing centuries. The study of ideology also presents
many difficulties. Firstly, as mentioned above, there

is no agreed general definition of the ideological
concept. The second difficulty is that the concept
was developed not only on the basis of scientific,
but also on the basis of political approaches. The au-
thor of the first negative views and attitudes towards
the concept of ideology is Napoleon. Initially giv-
ing ideologues the opportunity to spread their ideas
and supporting them, Napoleon later changed this
attitude. When he was criticized by ideologues for
lifting the ban on education by religious institutions,
he accused them of “metaphysizing”. Many scholars
call ideology “the most difficult concept in all so-
cial sciences” (Mc Lellan D., 1986). We choose the
simple, general, and not controversial definition of
political ideology proposed by Erikson and Tedin,
that is, “a set of beliefs about the correct order of
society and how it can be achieved” (Erikson R.S.,
Tedin K.L., 2003).

Literature review

Philosophers and social scientists have long
debated whether to adopt a critical or alternative
neutral position with more value in describing and
analyzing ideologies. Denzau and Norz, who previ-
ously viewed ideology in the critical tradition as a
potentially dangerous form of fantasy and mystifi-
cation, which usually serves to conceal and main-
tain social relations, also propose a similar quality,
only emphasizing the role of social groups or com-
munities in this process: “Ideologies are groups of
individuals, common mental models that provide an
interpretation of the environment and an understand-
ing of how this environment should be structured”.
( Denzau AD, North DC. 2020:23-46) “If someone
accepts that ideology is universal, that it helps to in-
terpret the social world, and that it normally defines
(or requires) good and correct ways to solve life’s
problems, then it is easy to understand how ideology
reflects and amplifies things as attitudes, epistemic
and existential needs, or motives that psychologists
can refer to”. ( Jost JT, Ledgerwood.A, Hardin CD,
2018, 23:77-83.). “Some ideologies crystallize and
embody the widespread beliefs, views, and values
of a defined group, class, constituency, or society”
(KnightK, 2006.100: 619-26.)

“Ideologies also strive to describe or interpret
the world as it is and to imagine the world as it
should be, by making claims or assumptions about
human nature, historical events, current realities, and
future possibilities, determining acceptable ways to
achieve social, economic goals, and political ideals.
Since different ideologies express socially com-
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mon but competitive philosophies of life and how to
live, they should generate and express strong social
ideologies based on the motivational styles or ten-
dencies of their supporters”. (John T Jost , Sander
van der Linden, 2018, 23:77-83.) Another scholar,
Mannheim, described certain ideologies as “a form
of more or less conscious concealment of the true
essence of the situation”. (Mannheim K, 1936:55).
Habermas also viewed ideology “as a systematically
distorted form of communication, and this descrip-
tion is widespread in certain circles of social theo-
rists”. (Nabermas J,1989. ).

However, according to many empirical stud-
ies in sociology, psychology, and political science,
ideology belongs to any belief system, that is, “any
configuration of ideas and relations in which there
are elements connected to each other by some limi-
tation or functional interdependence”. From this
point of view, ideology is considered as a relatively
good organizational tool, and its cognitive function
of forming political knowledge and experience is
emphasized. “Researchers conclude that members
of society are ideological only if they have stable,
logical, consistent, and relatively broad thinking
or knowledge-based relationships”. (Converse PE,
2000: 331-53.) Consequently, opinions derived
from critical and neutral surveys were often placed
side by side and presumed to be incompatible with
each other, and scholars belonging to the two tra-
ditions appeared to have communicated with each
other in rare cases (if any). However, we suggest
that these two approaches are not mutually exclu-
sive, since the same belief systems can perform sev-
eral functions simultaneously. That is, we suggest
that a particular ideology may reflect real attempts
to understand, interpret, and regulate information
about the political world, as well as conscious or un-
conscious tendencies to rationalize the existence of
things.

“While introducing the concepts of utopia and
ideology into science, Mannheim characterized ide-
ology as a set of outdated beliefs, outdated myths,
norms, and ideals detached from reality. He called
Utopia a concept that is confirmed as meaning, al-
though it is considered unreal because it appeared be-
fore its time”. (Manxeiim Kapm.,2010:744). In Amir
Timur’s “Temur’s Code”, it is written: “I conquered
and ruled countries with people of twelve classes
and categories. Strengthening the pillars of the state
and kingdom with them, I adorned my assemblies
with them”( A.Corynuii Ba X.Kapomaros,1991:53),
he emphasized the successful formation of political
ideology in the country.
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Methodology

The methodological basis of this research con-
sists of modern and classical approaches to political
science, philosophy, history, and pedagogy. The fol-
lowing scientific methods are used in the work: The
method of historical-comparative analysis compares
the political views of Eastern and Western thinkers,
identifying commonalities and differences in their
views on ideology. Through this method, the teach-
ings of Abu Nasr Farabi, Amir Timur, and West-
ern scholars Destut de Tracy, Mannheim, Gramsci,
Gouldner, and Voloshinov are comparatively stud-
ied. The method of textology (textual analysis)
analyzes how political ideas are illuminated in the
works of Eastern and Western thinkers based on
their texts. The systematic approach considers ideol-
ogy as a part of the political system, and its interrela-
tionship with the state, society, political institutions,
ideological bodies, and civil society is analyzed as
a system.

Debate

Gramshie introduced the concept of hegemony
to science and used this concept in his analysis. Con-
trary to his view that the ruling bourgeois state in the
West oppressed the workers, he highlighted the dif-
ferences in ideology by combining the concepts of
power and consent. According to him, along with the
oppressive aspect of the bourgeois state, ensured by
force, there is also a convincing aspect. According
to Gramsci, the state can use two tools to keep soci-
ety under control: coercion and consent. (AHTOHHO
I'pamim, 1991:127). The means of obtaining the ac-
ceptance and consent of the ruling class by society
without the use of force and open pressure is the
ideology, which the scholar called hegemony. The
concept of hegemony between the state and society
encompasses all intermediary institutions, such as
schools, the army, the press, the family, and reli-
gious institutions.

Althusser introduced to science the concept of
“the ideological apparatus of the state”. In his opin-
ion, there is no contradiction in the formation of the
social formation in the economic, political, and ide-
ological spheres. Through schools, mass media, and
other ideological means, the state reproduces social
relations and strengthens its dominance”. ( Atkin-
son, D,1984: T.1. 13, No 2. — S.1-19.) Althusser
put forward a strong ideological thesis, that is, it is
possible to clearly distinguish between science and
ideology. Accordingly, “unlike the open and revolu-
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tionary nature of science, ideology is closed, cycli-
cal, and self-affirmative”. According to Althusser,
“Ideology is neither scientific, nor rational, nor un-
conscious relations. It reminds us of pre-planned
methods of connecting with social reality”.

Another thinker who advocated for the unifica-
tion of ideology by force is Habermas. According
to the scientist, “ideology, which is a form of com-
munication systematically disrupted by the authori-
ties, becomes a tool of dominance and serves to le-
gitimize power relations. Another important finding
of Habermas is that he pays special attention to the
communicative structure of language. The scholar
emphasized the need to pay more attention to the
speech aspect of ideology. (Xabepmac FO 1997: Ne2,
3,4)

According to Gouldner, ideology “requires sep-
aration from religious beliefs or mythological con-
cepts. According to this, ideology is connected not
with the metaphysical field, but with the physical
sphere. Unlike Hegel’s rationalism, Schopenhauer,
with his view that there is no place for reason in re-
ality, that being conscious means being deceived,
elevates ideology to the level of false conscious-
ness or a false idea. (Terry Eagleton ,1991:131) Ni-
etzsche gives ideology two meanings: “First; This
is the view that ideas are merely the imaginary ra-
tionalization of passions and interests. The second,
on the other hand, corresponds to a stationary field
of abstracted metaphysical values from history. One
of the latest and most important innovations in the
concept of ideology is the disclosure of its connec-
tion with signs in language and speech. Voloshinov
emphasizes the material notation of speech, stating
that “the main element of language articulation is a
sign, and signs are material notations of meaning”.
The scientist stated that there would be no ideolo-
gies without writing, that signs and the sphere of
influence of ideology occupy the same place and
time, and came to the conclusion that speech is the
same as ideology. According to Voloshinov, signs
are not the reflection of reality, but an integral part
of it. (loynmuep A. 2003:578). Thus, the semiotic
definition of ideology takes its place as “the struggle
of opposing social interests”.

Results and analysis

Based on the foregoing, it can be said that ideol-
ogy is an example of symbolically loaded belief and
expression that presents, interprets, and evaluates
the world in a certain way. Ideologies are designed
to shape certain directions of action and refute oth-

ers. In our view, ideologies can be divided into four
main types: conservative, reformist (liberal), revo-
lutionary, and opposition. Conservative ideologies
are generally believed to protect the existing order.
Since, according to the definition, the issue of “pre-
serving existing rules and procedures” is a priority
for conservatives, this argument is not so incorrect.
However, conservatism here is important insofar as
it aims to protect the system of religion, culture, and
morality, or the current political system that domi-
nates the state. On the other hand, reformist ideolo-
gies aim to renew the existing system in new condi-
tions. They are not against the order, but advocate
for improving the existing order and implementing
the necessary reforms. And revolutionary ideologies
are based on a radical change in the existing system
of values. They aimed to abolish the old system and
replace it with a new one, which they themselves
defended. As the final category, opposing ideologies
strive to support and justify attitudes and actions
that contradict the established system of values. Ac-
cording to another classification, ideologies can be
considered modern and traditional. In the modern
sense, ideology claims to encompass time and space
through general and systematic thinking methods.
Modern ideologies such as nationalism, fascism,
Nazism, liberalism, and Marxism can be considered
to have emerged with the French Revolution. Tradi-
tional ideologies are ideologies that emerged before
the modern era. Ideologies in traditional societies
are ideologies consisting of a limited and vague set
of ideas that are widespread among the governed
and have certain directions. If we characterize the
functions of ideology, then ideologies are used as
a tool serving various purposes. An ideologically
thinking person, that is, one who bases their think-
ing on ideology, at first glance seems to have ad-
opted ideology as their ultimate goal. On the other
hand, ideology is seen as a “means of achieving oth-
er goals”. Reflecting on ideology, Freud emphasizes
that the main goal is “not to interpret the world, but
to change it”. Like Gramsci and Althusser, Sorel ar-
gues that ideology is not a matter of judging whether
it is right or wrong. According to him, we can use
the concept of truth for ideologies: “As living, or-
ganizing principles, they reveal noble and deeply
rooted feelings in the working class, prompting
them to revolutionary action”. Here, it is understood
that there is an approach where ideology is accepted
as correct only if it serves the socialist government,
which is defined as the “dictatorship of the working
class”. We believe that this view has nothing to do
with scientific truth.
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Sorel’s such inner vision of ideology is exces-
sively wrong even for Eagleton, who thinks like
himself: he describes Sorel’s statement that “no ra-
tional induction destroys the cloud of mystery sur-
rounding socialism” as typical foolish behavior.
(Eagleton.T,1996:261-262). “How does an ideol-
ogy, the essence of which is the pursuit of a goal,
mobilize people for this? To act, one must believe
that he is right. Ideology provides the consciousness
necessary for action by pushing facts into the sub-
conscious or supernatural consciousness, the recog-
nition of which is not expedient” (Lapierre.J., 1981,

p. 18).
Conclusion

In conclusion, the ideological aspects of po-
litical ideology in the teachings of Eastern thinkers
are closely connected with the ideas of spirituality,
morality, justice, and honesty. He emphasized the
importance of building a just society, the wisdom
of a leader, and the priority of the people’s inter-
ests. In Eastern political thought, state governance is
strengthened not only by political mechanisms, but
also by the moral purity and spiritual maturity of the
leader. Thus, the ideological aspects of the teachings
of Eastern thinkers consist of ideas aimed at justice,
spirituality, patriotism, and the internal harmony of
society.

Western thinkers, however, interpreted political
ideology more in connection with the state structure,
the rule of law, and individual freedom. He paid
great attention to explaining the nature of power,
the role of individual rights, freedoms, and politi-

cal institutions. The ideological aspects of Western
doctrines are based on the rule of law, freedom,
democratic principles, civil rights, and the effective
functioning of political mechanisms.

Although there are commonalities between
Eastern and Western political thought, their ideo-
logical foundations differ significantly. In the East,
politics is harmonized with spiritual and moral val-
ues, while in the West, emphasis is placed on the
political system, law, and civil rights. At the same
time, the common goal of both schools is the for-
mation of a just society and ensuring the stability
of society.

The research results will serve as additional edu-
cational material for students studying political sci-
ence, philosophy, history, and social sciences. It also
has practical significance in understanding political
processes, ensuring ideological stability, and form-
ing political culture in the minds of young people.
In addition, research can be used to analyze various
ideological currents, to explain the role of political
ideas in the construction of a national state.
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Kazakhstan’s Energy Diplomacy from
Hydrocarbon Power to Decarbonization

In the context of transforming global energy markets, accelerating decarbonization, and the digita-
lization of energy systems, energy diplomacy is acquiring new forms that go beyond the classical geo-
politics of hydrocarbons. Kazakhstan-one of Eurasia’s major exporters of oil and gas-occupies a unique
position at the intersection of a resource-based development model, great-power competition, and the
imperatives of the energy transition. This article examines how changes in global energy markets and the
diffusion of digital technologies are reshaping Kazakhstan’s energy diplomacy amid geoeconomic rivalry
between the United States, China, and Russia.

The study draws on concepts from geoeconomics, energy security, and the international political
economy of the energy transition, extending them through the incorporation of digitalization and climate
governance. Methodologically, the paper employs a three-case analytical design comprising the Trans-
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Caspian transport corridor as an infrastructure-geopolitical case, Kazakhstan’s Emissions Trading System
(KAZ ETS) as an institutional-climate case, and the digitalization of the electricity grid led by KEGOC as
a technological-governance case.

The findings demonstrate that Kazakhstan’s energy diplomacy is evolving into a hybrid form in
which hydrocarbon power, transit infrastructure, and digital-climate instruments function as mutually re-
inforcing sources of geoeconomic influence. Diversification through the Trans-Caspian corridor reduces
transit dependence on Russia, KAZ ETS enhances institutional compatibility with European climate re-
gimes, and energy digitalization improves sectoral governance and investment attractiveness. Together,
these dynamics expand Kazakhstan’s foreign-policy autonomy and access to markets and green finance.

More broadly, the article shows that in the era of energy transition, power in energy is increasingly
shaped not only by control over resources but also by control over infrastructure, data, and regulatory
standards. Kazakhstan’s experience illustrates how middle powers can leverage the energy and digital
transition to strengthen their geoeconomic position in a multipolar system.

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RUSSIA AND THE ARAB WORLD AMID
THE TRANSFORMATION OF THE INTERNATIONAL ORDER:
A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF RUSSIA’S RELATIONS WITH EGYPT,
SYRIA AND YEMEN

This article analyzes Russia’s engagement with the Arab world in the context of the ongoing trans-
formation of the international order, characterized by the erosion of Western dominance, the rise of
multipolarity, and intensified competition among major powers. Against this backdrop, the Russian Fed-
eration has sought to expand and diversify its presence in the Middle East and North Africa, positioning
itself as a flexible strategic partner for Arab states pursuing greater autonomy in foreign and economic
policy.

This study examines Russia’s bilateral relations with three Arab countries — Egypt, Syria, and Ye-
men — in order to explore how different patterns of engagement take shape across the region. These
cases were selected intentionally, as they represent distinct forms of interaction, ranging from relatively
stable strategic cooperation to more conflict-driven and diplomatically cautious approaches.

The analysis relies on a comparative framework structured around four key dimensions: political and
diplomatic interaction, economic and trade cooperation, security and military relations, and cultural and
humanitarian ties. Both qualitative observations and selected quantitative indicators are used to assess
the depth and character of Russia’s involvement in each case, although the availability and reliability of
data differ across countries.

The findings indicate that Russia does not follow a single, uniform policy model in the Middle
East. Instead, its policies are adjusted to local political conditions and the stability of partner regimes.
In Egypt, relations are shaped primarily by economic projects and sustained political dialogue, which
together form a relatively stable basis for cooperation. Syria presents a more complex trajectory: Russia’s
role, initially defined by direct military support, has gradually evolved — particularly after the political
changes of late 2024 — toward a more negotiated and conditional presence. In Yemen, by contrast, Rus-
sia has maintained a relatively low-profile approach, focusing on diplomatic engagement and humanitar-
ian issues rather than direct involvement in the conflict.

Overall, Russia’s position in the Arab world cannot be described as uniform or dominant. It is better
understood as context-dependent and shaped not only by broader transformations in the international
system but also by the strategies of regional actors themselves. This suggests that Moscow is attempting
to operate within an increasingly multipolar environment while avoiding overextension and preserving
strategic flexibility.

Introduction

The early twenty first century has brought a re-
distribution of power across the international sys-
tem, with regional actors and non-Western coali-
tions shaping outcomes once dominated by a single
pole (Lo, 2015; Moeini et al. 2022). In this context,
Russia has re-engaged the Arab world through prag-
matic diplomacy, selective hard power, and eco-
nomic outreach reflecting lessons from the post-So-
viet period and recent regional upheavals. The Arab
uprisings and proxy conflicts created new openings
and constraints for external powers. Russia’s choic-
es have sought to balance risk and opportunity while
positioning Moscow as a reliable interlocutor for
governments prioritizing regime stability, security
cooperation, and insulated economic projects.

This article uses three cases to capture variation
in Russia’s approach. Egypt represents a large state
with diversified economic potential and complex
security needs. Syria illustrates a wartime alliance
that elevated Moscow’s role in conflict management
and post conflict bargaining. Yemen offers a plat-
form where Russia has maintained diplomatic pres-
ence and humanitarian engagement while avoiding
deep military entanglement. Comparing these cases
across common dimensions allows us to move be-
yond single country narratives and identify how
Moscow calibrates policy instruments to different
partner profiles.

Several claims structure the inquiry. First, Rus-
sia’s engagement is path dependent but not confined
to Cold War alignments. Second, policy choices re-
flect assessments of regime durability, geographic
access, and third-party competition. Third, instru-
ments of influence are modular and recombinable,
explaining variation in depth and tempo across the
three relationships. Finally, outcomes are shaped
not only by Moscow’s preferences but also by the
room for maneuver available to Arab governments
seeking external backing without surrendering au-
tonomy.

Literature review

Scholarship on Russia’s engagement with Arab
states has evolved from post-Cold War retrenchment
narratives toward analyses of renewed regional ac-
tivism combining diplomacy, security instruments,
and economic outreach. A major strand focuses on
Syria (Ahmed, & Nair, 2025; Hamilton, Wilde, &
Wimberly, 2021; Ma’oz, 2023; Mikail, 2021) as the
pivotal case that reshaped perceptions of Moscow’s
reliability as a partner and crisis manager and on
Egypt (Al-Hamati, 2022; Ofek, 2017; Springborg,
& Williams, 2021; Taha, 2024), with which Rus-
sia has historically developed pragmatic relations.
Yemen has attracted far less attention in Russia-
focused scholarship, yet regional studies show how
Moscow maintains a low-intensity diplomatic pro-
file through humanitarian narratives and multilateral
engagement, preserving options for future political
and economic involvement (Issaev, & Korotayev,
2020; Ktyszcz, 2025).

Building on this, studies of regional order mak-
ing depict Syria as a testing ground for selective
risk taking and coalition building with local regimes
seeking external support without surrendering au-
tonomy.

Researchers also emphasize Russia’s promotion
of a multipolar world order aimed at revising ele-
ments of Western dominance and asserting itself as
a peer among major powers. This vision resonates
in parts of the Global South, including Arab states
that often view Western leadership as selective or
inequitable (Dalay, 2022; Trenin, 2018).

Across these literatures, a common theme links
Russia’s Middle East policy to status seeking, stra-
tegic autonomy, and the management of asymme-
tries with Western coalitions. While these works
note the modular and adaptive character of Russian
influence, they rarely apply a unified comparative
framework across political-diplomatic, economic,
security, and cultural-humanitarian dimensions.
This study addresses that gap by employing a struc-
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tured four-lens comparison of Egypt, Syria, and Ye-
men.

Materials and methods

This study analyzes Russia’s relations with
Egypt, Syria, and Yemen. Each case reflects a dis-
tinct engagement profile, with Egypt a strategic
partner, Syria a former military ally, and Yemen a
diplomatic mediator.

Each case is assessed along four dimensions:

- political-diplomatic engagement

- economic-trade ties,

- security-military cooperation, and

- cultural-humanitarian links.

Evidence draws on primary sources (official
documents, trade and defense data, UN records,
government statements) and secondary sources (ac-
ademic studies, policy reports, and media analyses,
2020-2025). To translate qualitative evidence into
comparable results, the study applies a simple scor-
ing scheme: for each dimension, measurable indica-
tors (high-level visits, trade volumes, arms transfers,
cultural exchanges) are compiled and compared
across cases; performances are then classified as
Low (1), Medium (2), or High (3) based on relative
intensity, recent trends, and corroborated qualitative
judgments.

Russia and Egypt

Russia’s political relationship with Egypt has
deepened significantly over the past decade (Al-
Anani, 2021), reaching an institutionalized peak
with the signing of a Comprehensive Partnership and

Strategic Cooperation Agreement in 2018, which
came into force in 2021 (Presidential Library). This
agreement elevated bilateral ties to a strategic level
and established a framework for regular high-level
consultations across political, security, and econom-
ic spheres.

Economic cooperation forms another corner-
stone of the Russia—Egypt partnership, driven by
large-scale projects and expanding trade volumes.
A prominent example is the construction of Egypt’s
first nuclear power plant at El Dabaa by Russia’s
state corporation Rosatom, a $26 billion project
scheduled for completion by 2028, symbolizing
Moscow’s long-term role in Egypt’s energy infra-
structure. Bilateral trade surpassed $5 billion in
2023, underscoring Egypt’s position as a leading
economic partner. The trade balance reflects com-
plementarity: Egypt exports agricultural and man-
ufactured goods, while Russia supplies key com-
modities, including wheat, which plays a vital role
in Egypt’s food security.

Security and military cooperation between Mos-
cow and Cairo have a long historical lineage rooted in
the Soviet-Egyptian alliance of the 1950s to 1970s,
with ties reviving strongly since 2013. Seeking to
diversify its arms suppliers, Egypt has become one
of Russia’s major defense clients, acquiring MiG-
29M and Su-35 fighter jets, helicopters, air defense
systems, and coastal missile platforms. Despite U.S.
pressure, Cairo has pursued these deals, underscor-
ing its strategic autonomy in defense procurement.
Annual meetings of the Joint Military Cooperation
Committee and the “Defenders of Friendship” air-
borne exercises since 2016 have reinforced military
interoperability.

Cultural and humanitarian relations form the so-
cial foundation of the bilateral partnership, building
on decades of goodwill from Soviet assistance dur-
ing Egypt’s postcolonial development. Both gov-
ernments have worked to deepen cultural and educa-
tional exchange, with 2020 designated as the “Year
of Human and Cultural Interaction,” promoting ex-
hibitions and academic partnerships, though some
initiatives were postponed due to the pandemic.
Educational collaboration is significant, with around
16000 Egyptian students enrolled in Russian univer-
sities in 2023 (HED magazine, 2023), alongside the
establishment of new branches of Russian technical
institutions in Egypt. Russian language programs
are also expanding in Egyptian universities.

Russia and Syria

Russia and Syria formed an alliance during the
civil war, with Russia backing the Syrian govern-
ment politically since 2011 and intervening militar-
ily in 2015. Moscow’s support for President Bashar
al-Assad included vetoing unfavorable UN Secu-
rity Council resolutions and reflects both historical
ties from the Cold War period and Russia’s con-

temporary strategic calculus of preventing regime
change by Western or Islamist forces. Diplomati-
cally, Russia has shielded Syria on the world stage
by repeatedly using its UN veto power, emphasiz-
ing principles of sovereignty and non-intervention
(Hinnebusch, & Saouli, 2019). In 2023, when Syria
was readmitted to the Arab League after years of
regional isolation, Moscow publicly welcomed the
decision as a validation of engagement with Damas-
cus. Overall, the political bond is one of patron and
client, with Russia’s diplomatic and political capital
heavily invested in Syria and the government’s in-
ternational legitimacy and reconstruction prospects
closely linked to Russian advocacy.

The economic dimension of Russia—Syria rela-
tions, while secondary to the military aspect, has
grown in importance as attention shifts toward re-
construction and long-term influence. Syria’s econ-
omy has been severely damaged by more than a de-
cade of war, losing an estimated hundreds of billions
of dollars in GDP.

Table 2 summarizes the main indicators. These
include bilateral trade, major export categories, re-
construction activity, cultural outreach, and humani-
tarian aid.

The security relationship between Russia and
Syria has been the linchpin of their ties. In late 2015,
at Syria’s request, Russia launched a military inter-
vention that significantly altered the course of the
civil war. Russian Aerospace Forces operate from

Hmeimim Air Base in Latakia, while the Russian
Navy uses the Tartus naval facility. Russia’s military
involvement in Syria went beyond symbolic support
and developed into a relatively comprehensive form
of cooperation with government forces. It included
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the use of air power, intelligence sharing, advisory
roles, and logistical coordination. Over time, this
interaction became increasingly structured, at times
resembling an integrated command arrangement
with the Syrian Arab Army. Alongside this, Russia
deployed more advanced military capabilities, such
as Su-34 strike aircraft and S-400 air defense sys-
tems, which significantly expanded its operational
reach. By around 2018, these efforts had contrib-
uted to the Syrian government regaining control
over most major population centers. In this context,
the long-term basing agreements at Hmeimim and
Tartus can be seen not only as military assets but
also as part of a broader strategic foothold, marking
Russia’s return to sustained power projection in the
region after the Soviet period.

At the same time, it became increasingly clear
that military instruments alone would not be suf-
ficient to secure lasting influence. Russia therefore
began to place greater emphasis on softer forms of
engagement. Following the 2015 intervention, the
Russian language was introduced in Syrian schools
as a second foreign language, and educational ex-
changes expanded. By the early 2020s, tens of thou-
sands of Syrian students were studying Russian,
while several thousand enrolled annually in Rus-
sian universities. These initiatives were supported
through scholarships, teaching staff, and education-
al materials, contributing to a growing cultural and
institutional presence.

The political changes of December 2024 marked
a significant shift in this trajectory. The collapse of
Bashar al-Assad’s government forced Moscow to
reconsider the foundations of its engagement in Syr-
ia. Rather than relying on a single partner, Russia
found itself navigating a more fragmented political
environment. In practical terms, this led to a gradual
transition from a model based on direct military pa-
tronage toward a more negotiated and conditional
presence. While securing access to key facilities
such as Hmeimim and Tartus remained a priority,
Russia also entered into discussions with emerging
actors regarding security arrangements, future co-
operation, and economic involvement. As a result,
its position in Syria has become less straightforward
and increasingly dependent on ongoing bargaining,
rather than on alignment with a single centralized
authority.
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Russia and Yemen

Russia’s engagement with Yemen differs mark-
edly from its roles in Egypt and Syria, both in scope
and in the instruments it employs. Since the escala-
tion of the Yemeni civil war in 2014, Moscow has
largely avoided direct involvement, instead focusing
on maintaining diplomatic flexibility. Its approach
has been aimed at preserving communication chan-
nels with a wide range of actors rather than aligning
itself firmly with any single side.

Formally, Russia continues to recognize Ye-
men’s internationally acknowledged government,
currently represented by the Presidential Lead-
ership Council. At the same time, it has main-
tained contacts with other key players, including
the Houthi movement in Sana’a and the Southern
Transitional Council in Aden. This pattern of en-
gagement reflects a deliberate effort to balance
competing relationships while limiting exposure to
the risks associated with deeper political or mili-
tary involvement. In this sense, Russia’s role can
be described less as that of a decisive external actor
and more as that of a cautious intermediary seeking
to retain relevance in a highly fragmented conflict
environment.

This balancing approach is also reflected in Rus-
sia’s behavior at the international level and in the
evolution of its diplomatic representation. Over the
past decade, Moscow has adjusted its position in re-
sponse to developments both within Yemen and in
the broader regional context.

In table 3 Key Security Council actions and rep-
resentation changes that anchor Moscow’s balanc-
ing diplomacy.

Before the war, Yemen was already one of the
poorest Arab countries, and the conflict has only
worsened its economic indicators. Consequently,
Russia—Yemen trade and investment are mini-
mal relative to the other case studies. As of the
mid-2020s, annual bilateral trade is estimated at
only around $400 million (Russia’s Pivot to Asia,
2025).

Table 4 gives a short view of key economic
and cooperation trends in Russia Yemen relations
from 2020 to 2025. The values show stable growth
in trade, steady project work, and rising educational
links.

During the Cold War, the Soviet Union main-
tained a substantial economic presence in South
Yemen through infrastructure, industrial, and port
projects. Although many of these initiatives have
since deteriorated, elements of historical goodwill
remain. In the post-Soviet period, large-scale Rus-
sian investment has been constrained by Yemen’s
instability, despite earlier interest in oil, gas, and
liquefied natural gas projects in the 2000s that were
later suspended as conflict intensified.

Russia’s direct military and security engage-
ment in Yemen is minimal, reflecting a deliberate
strategy of avoiding entanglement in a fragmented
war. Unlike in Syria or Egypt, Moscow maintains
no troops, bases, or significant arms cooperation,
relying instead on diplomatic and multilateral chan-
nels. Its main security role has focused on promot-

ing ceasefires, negotiated settlements, and counter-
terrorism in international forums.

Cultural and humanitarian ties also remain lim-
ited, yet Soviet-era connections continue to shape
perceptions among older South Yemeni elites who
studied in the USSR and retain familiarity with Rus-
sian language and culture, sustaining a residual level
of goodwill despite the absence of large-scale con-
temporary exchanges.

Comparative analysis

Table 5 summarizes Russia’s engagement across
Egypt, Syria, and Yemen in four key dimensions. It
highlights how Moscow’s approach varies — from
strategic partnership in Egypt and military alliance
in Syria to diplomatic neutrality in Yemen.

This comparison shows that among the three
cases, Russia’s partnership with Syria is the most
intensive and multidimensional, that dominates in
both political and security spheres. Egypt demon-
strates a strong and diversified relationship, particu-
larly visible in economic cooperation and sustained
diplomatic dialogue, yet it remains more balanced
and pragmatic. Yemen stands apart as a case of cau-
tious engagement, where Russia’s role is largely
diplomatic and humanitarian, with only limited eco-
nomic and military involvement.

The collapse of Assad’s government compels
a reassessment of the Russian—Syria relationship.
Russia no longer supports a single centralized lead-
ership. Instead, it must adapt to a transitional power
structure that includes Islamist groups, former oppo-
sition factions, and a provisional government. This
change reduces Moscow’s capacity for unilateral
control but offers new opportunities for brokering
reconstruction deals, securing bases, and re-estab-
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lishing economic influence through negotiated co-
operation rather than military dominance.

The analysis of Russia’s engagement with
Egypt, Syria, and Yemen suggests that Moscow’s
approach to the Middle East cannot be reduced to
a single coherent strategy. Rather, it appears to be
shaped by a combination of situational pragmatism
and longer-term geopolitical considerations. In this
sense, Russia’s regional behavior reflects not so
much a predefined model as a set of adaptive prac-
tices that respond to different political and security
environments.

From the perspective of Russian policymak-
ers, the key issue is how to sustain influence under
increasingly diverse and, at times, unstable condi-
tions. The Syrian case is particularly illustrative.
While Russia’s military intervention in 2015 played
a decisive role in stabilizing the Assad government,
the current phase seems to require a different toolkit.
It is becoming increasingly evident that long-term
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influence depends not only on military presence but
also on the ability to engage in political processes
and, where possible, contribute to reconstruction ef-
forts. At the same time, the limits of such involve-
ment — including financial constraints and interna-
tional sanctions — cannot be ignored.

In Egypt, the situation looks markedly different.
Here, cooperation has developed in a more struc-
tured and institutionalized manner, especially in ar-
eas such as energy and defense. However, it would
be an oversimplification to interpret this partnership
as a sign of exclusive alignment. Egypt continues to
pursue a multi-vector foreign policy, balancing its
relations with multiple global actors. This, in turn,

places implicit limits on the depth of Russian influ-
ence and requires a more nuanced and cautious ap-
proach from Moscow.

Yemen represents yet another configuration,
where Russia’s role remains comparatively re-
strained. Unlike in Syria, Moscow has avoided di-
rect military involvement, opting instead for diplo-
matic engagement and participation in international
humanitarian efforts. This strategy may appear lim-
ited in terms of immediate impact, but it arguably
allows Russia to maintain a degree of political flex-
ibility and avoid entanglement in a highly fragment-
ed conflict. Whether this approach can translate into
long-term influence remains an open question.

For regional actors themselves, engagement
with Russia is best understood as part of a broader
effort to diversify external partnerships. In an in-
creasingly multipolar environment, reliance on a
single external power is often seen as a strategic
vulnerability. Egypt’s cooperation with Russia, for
example, can be interpreted in this light — not as a
shift away from other partners, but as an attempt to
expand its room for maneuver. In Syria, external
involvement, including that of Russia, continues to
shape the prospects for reconstruction and political
normalization, although the outcomes remain un-
certain. In Yemen, Russia’s diplomatic presence
adds another layer to an already complex network
of external actors, offering additional, albeit limited,
channels for dialogue.

From a Western perspective, Russia’s role in
the Middle East has, over time, become a relatively
stable feature of the regional landscape. This raises
an important question: to what extent should this
presence be contested or accommodated? Efforts
to fully exclude Russia from regional processes are
unlikely to be effective and may even contribute to
greater fragmentation. A more pragmatic approach
could involve selective engagement in areas where
interests overlap. These may include humanitarian
assistance, counterterrorism, and certain aspects of
post-conflict recovery.

That said, such coordination should not be
viewed as a straightforward solution. It is likely to
remain partial, situational, and shaped by broader
geopolitical tensions. Nevertheless, even limited
forms of interaction within multilateral frameworks
could help reduce the risks associated with unman-
aged competition. Ultimately, the effectiveness of
these mechanisms will depend not only on institu-
tional design but also on the willingness of key ac-
tors to engage in sustained and, at times, difficult
dialogue.

Conclusion

Russia’s relations with Egypt, Syria, and Ye-
men provide a useful lens through which to exam-
ine how Moscow has re-established its presence
in the Middle East. Rather than following a single
strategic blueprint, Russia appears to rely on a set
of context-dependent approaches. In Syria, espe-
cially by the mid-2020s, its role has been gradually
evolving: what initially took the form of a close
military alliance is increasingly complemented by
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efforts to position itself as a political intermediary
and stakeholder in reconstruction processes. This
involves navigating between security commit-
ments, economic interests, and engagement with
emerging political actors. At the same time, Rus-
sia’s partnership with Egypt has developed along
more stable and institutionalized lines, while its in-
volvement in Yemen remains cautious and largely
diplomatic in nature.

If one looks more closely, several observations
can be made. To begin with, the intensity and for-
mat of Russia’s bilateral relations vary depending
on how Moscow defines its interests in each specific
case. Syria stands out as the most resource-intensive
direction, combining military, political, and sym-
bolic investments. Egypt, by contrast, represents a
model of influence built through economic coopera-
tion, arms deals, and sustained diplomatic contacts,
without pushing the relationship toward exclusivity.
Yemen occupies a different place altogether: here,
Russia has preferred to avoid deep involvement,
limiting itself to mediation efforts and humanitarian
engagement. Such variation suggests that flexibility,
rather than consistency, is a defining feature of Rus-
sia’s regional behavior.

At the same time, Russia’s policy in the Middle
East unfolds within a broader international context
that both creates opportunities and imposes con-
straints. On the one hand, rising global tensions
might have been expected to reduce Moscow’s
room for maneuver. On the other hand, many states
in the region have avoided openly isolating Russia.
This can be seen in continued economic interaction,
relatively neutral diplomatic positioning, and voting
patterns in international organizations that do not
always align with Western expectations. Taken to-
gether, these trends point to a certain resilience of
Russia’s regional ties and reflect a wider shift to-
ward a more fragmented, and arguably more multi-
polar, international order.

Looking ahead, Russia’s ability to maintain and
expand its role in the Middle East will likely depend
on how it balances assertiveness with cooperation.
Full integration into multilateral initiatives related
to peacebuilding, reconstruction, and security could
strengthen its position and make its involvement
more sustainable. Conversely, if interaction with
other external actors becomes increasingly con-
frontational, this may limit Russia’s options and
contribute to further fragmentation in the region. In
that scenario, regional states themselves could face
renewed pressure as great-power competition inten-
sifies.

Introduction

The dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991
marked the beginning of profound political, eco-
nomic, and socio-cultural transformations across the
five newly independent states of Central Asia — Ka-
zakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Turkmenistan. Among the most consequential, yet
for a long time underestimated, dimensions of this
transition were religious revival, which reshaped not
only domestic social dynamics but also the character
of the region’s foreign-policy interactions.

During the Soviet period, religion was mar-
ginalized, subjected to systematic repression, and
largely confined to the private sphere under the con-
straints of state atheism (Abashin, 2014). The col-
lapse of communist ideology, however, produced
an ideological and spiritual vacuum that religion
to a significant extent came to fill, re-entering the

public domain as a legitimate component of social
life. This return was not a simple restoration of pre-
Soviet traditions. Rather, it unfolded through inten-
sive engagement with global religious movements,
competition among divergent interpretations of re-
ligious identity, and the emergence of new configu-
rations of state-religion relations. These processes
were shaped by distinct national trajectories while
unfolding within broader patterns of post-Soviet
globalization (Peyrouse, 2007).

Alongside these domestic shifts, religion gradu-
ally acquired greater salience within the foreign-
policy strategies of Central Asian states. The attacks
of 11 September 2001 and the subsequent «war on
terror» fundamentally transformed international dis-
course on religion — especially the securitization of
Islam in security-oriented narratives.

The study of religion in Central Asia’s interna-
tional relations is of substantial scholarly and practi-
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cal relevance for several reasons. First, the region
constitutes a distinctive geopolitical «laboratory» in
which the interests of major powers intersect, and
where religious narratives and networks may be mo-
bilized as instruments of influence. Understanding
the mechanisms of religious influence is critically
important for analyzing regional power dynamics.

Secondly, the increasing role of transnational
religious networks — including mainstream religious
institutions and non-violent faith-based movements,
as well as marginal radical groups operating under
religious slogans- creates new challenges for region-
al security. Events in Afghanistan, including the re-
turn of the Taliban to power in 2021, have increased
concerns about the possible spread of extremism in
Central Asia.

Thirdly, differences in national approaches to
religion and its role in foreign policy create both the
potential for conflict and opportunities for coopera-
tion. Comparative analysis allows us to identify the
best practices and potential risks of various models.

Fourth, the growing importance of «soft power»
in international relations makes religious diplomacy
an important tool for foreign policy influence.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the
mechanisms by which Central Asian states instru-
mentalize religion in the domain of international
relations — specifically in external diplomacy, mul-
tilateral institutions, and cross-border religious net-
works — as distinct from the internal dimensions of
religious ideology and domestic governance. The
scope of the analysis is thus delimited: it encom-
passes foreign-policy initiatives conducted on a
religious platform, institutional mechanisms of re-
ligious diplomacy, the use of religious heritage in
cultural diplomacy and public diplomacy, normative
regulation insofar as it shapes external positioning,
threat-securitization discourses directed at inter-
national audiences, and channels of engagement
with foreign religious structures. Questions pertain-
ing exclusively to domestic religious regulation or
intra-state ideological management fall outside the
primary focus of the article, though they are ad-
dressed where they bear directly on foreign-policy
orientations.

Research objectives and operationalization:

- To analyze theoretical approaches to religion
in international relations — specifically the concepts
of religious diplomacy, soft power, and securitiza-
tion — and to operationalize them for comparative
application to the post-Soviet Central Asian context.
«Instrumentalization of religion» is understood here
as the deliberate deployment of religious symbols,
discourses, institutions, and heritage by state actors
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in pursuit of foreign-policy objectives, international
recognition, or geopolitical positioning. Operation-
alization is carried out through the following indi-
cators: (a) diplomatic initiatives conducted on a
religious platform (summits, conferences, bilateral
agreements with a religious dimension); (b) insti-
tutional mechanisms for religious diplomacy (state
agencies, state-sanctioned religious bodies with in-
ternational mandates); (c) use of religious heritage
in cultural diplomacy and religious tourism promo-
tion; (d) normative frameworks regulating external
religious ties; (e) threat-securitization discourses
directed at international partners; (f) channels of en-
gagement with foreign religious structures and dias-
pora communities.

- To conduct a comparative analysis of national
models of religious instrumentalization in the inter-
national relations of the five Central Asian states,
distinguishing the external (foreign-policy) dimen-
sion from the internal (ideological and governance)
dimension where relevant to cross-border dynamics.

- To examine the role of transnational religious
networks in shaping the external religious engage-
ments of Central Asian states, and the degree to
which states manage, restrict, or co-opt such net-
works as instruments of or constraints upon foreign
policy.

- To identify the specific mechanisms through
which religion is deployed as soft power in Cen-
tral Asian foreign-policy strategies, with reference
to concrete diplomatic initiatives, institutional ar-
rangements, and image-building episodes for each
country under review.

This article does not treat Islam as a threat per
se; it examines how state actors and international
security agendas frame religious issues through
securitization and how this shapes governance and
foreign policy.

Materials and methods

The methodological framework of this study is
grounded in an interdisciplinary approach that inte-
grates analytical tools from international relations
theory, political sociology, religious studies, and
comparative politics. Such a synthesis is required
due to the complex nature of religion as a political
factor, which cannot be adequately captured within
any single disciplinary tradition.

The core research strategy is comparative anal-
ysis, used to systematically examine and contrast
models of religious instrumentalization in foreign
policy across the five Central Asian states. The tem-
poral scope of the study covers the period from 1991
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to 2024, encompassing the full arc of post-Soviet
transformation. This comparative design is comple-
mented by several methods.

Document analysis involves the systematic re-
view of constitutions, laws on religion and freedom
of conscience, national security strategies, foreign-
policy concepts, ministerial decrees and official
statements of foreign ministries, and international
agreements with a religious or cultural dimension
across the five countries. The corpus encompasses
primary legal and policy documents issued between
1991 and 2024. The purpose of this review is to iden-
tify the formal institutional and legal frameworks
governing state-religion relations in their external
dimension, as well as official positions on religion-
related issues in international affairs. Selection cri-
teria prioritize official primary sources — constitu-
tional provisions, statutory acts, and governmental
strategic documents — over secondary or journalistic
sources; where internet resources are cited, they are
used solely to access official primary documents
(e.g., legislation, census data, official statistics).

Content analysis combines qualitative and quan-
titative techniques to examine the public discourse
of political leaders, state-affiliated media, and gov-
ernment publications. This approach is aligned with
studies that treat religion—politics dynamics as an in-
teractive field shaped by both state strategies and so-
cietal responses (Khamidov, 2022). The corpus for
content analysis comprises official speeches, presi-
dential addresses, foreign ministry communications,
and state media materials pertaining to religion
and international affairs, selected from each coun-
try over the 1991-2024 period. The unit of analysis
is the occurrence and framing of religious themes
(identity, security, diplomacy, heritage) in officially
sanctioned public discourse. This method is used to
identify how religious identity is articulated, how
religious policy is legitimized, and how religion is
positioned within narratives of national security,
sovereignty, and international engagement.

Historical analysis traces the evolution of state—
religion relations over time — from the Soviet pe-
riod through post-Soviet transformation to the pres-
ent — paying particular attention to critical junctures
that reconfigured institutional arrangements, policy
priorities, and dominant ideological narratives.

Literature review
Scholarship on the role of religion in interna-

tional relations and foreign policy has undergone
substantial evolution over recent decades. During

the period when the realist paradigm dominated
after World War 11, religion was largely treated as
a marginal — or even obsolete — variable. Since the
late twentieth century, however, a «religious turn»
in international relations theory has increasingly
recognized the significance of religious identities,
institutions, and actors in global politics.

In his foundational work An Introduction to Re-
ligion and Politics: Theory and Practice (2018), Jon-
athan Fox distinguishes several theoretical perspec-
tives on religion in politics: a primordialist approach
(treating religion as a fundamental and relatively
stable form of identity), an instrumentalist approach
(analyzing the ways political elites employ religion
to acquire or consolidate power), and a constructiv-
ist approach (examining the social construction of
religious identities in specific political contexts). In
the case of Central Asia, the most analytically pro-
ductive position appears to be an integrative frame-
work that acknowledges both the substantive social
salience of religious identity for the region’s popu-
lations and the strategic instrumentalization of reli-
gion by state actors.

Jeffrey Haynes (2020), in Religion and Inter-
national Relations: Themes and Theories, system-
atizes the key trajectories in the study of religion in
international relations and highlights three principal
dimensions: religion as a source of conflict, religion
as a resource for peacebuilding, and religious diplo-
macy as an instrument of foreign policy. All three
dimensions are relevant to Central Asia: the region
faces security challenges associated with religious
extremism, while simultaneously developing insti-
tutions of interreligious dialogue and deploying reli-
gious diplomacy as part of international positioning.

In the article «Religion in the Public Sphere»
Jirgen Habermas (2006), advances the concept of a
«post-secular society», in which religion returns to
the public domain after a period of secularization,
yet on new grounds that require religious claims to
be translated into a language accessible within a plu-
ralist society. This conceptual lens is highly relevant
for understanding post-Soviet Central Asia, where
the collapse of atheist ideology precipitated reli-
gious revival under conditions of formally secular
statehood and ethno-religious pluralism.

Joseph Nye’s Soft Power: The Means to Success
in World Politics introduces the notion of «soft pow-
er» as a state’s ability to influence others through
the attractiveness of its culture, political values, and
foreign policy rather than through coercion or ma-
terial inducements. Although Nye (2004) did not
foreground religion as a component of soft power,
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subsequent scholarship has demonstrated the im-
portance of religious diplomacy as one of its mean-
ingful dimensions. In Central Asia, Kazakhstan’s
experience is particularly illustrative: interreligious
dialogue — most notably the Congress of Leaders of
World and Traditional Religions — has been used as
a mechanism for enhancing international credibility
and accumulating symbolic capital.

In Securitization of Religion in Central Asia, Ma-
rina Omelicheva (2021) applies Copenhagen School
securitization theory to the analysis of Central Asian
religious policy. She shows how, in the aftermath
of 11 September 2001, religion was increasingly
framed through a security lens; within this framing,
particular Islamic movements and practices were
constructed as potential threats, thereby legitimiz-
ing extraordinary measures of state control, includ-
ing restrictions on freedom of conscience, bans on
religious organizations, and the prosecution of in-
dependent religious figures. This work is crucial for
understanding a core paradox of post-Soviet Central
Asia: simultaneous religious revival and the tighten-
ing of state regulation over religion.

Marlene Laruelle, in Islam and Power in Cen-
tral Asia (2022), offers a comprehensive analysis of
Islam’s role in the region’s political dynamics, ex-
amining interactions among state institutions, «offi-
cial» Islam, vernacular and customary practices, and
transnational Islamic movements. Laruelle demon-
strates that Islam in Central Asia is not a monolithic
phenomenon but rather a complex arena of contes-
tation among multiple interpretations and practices,
ranging from Hanafi Sunni traditions to Salafism
and Sufism.

Recent scholarship also emphasizes the interac-
tion between state strategies of managing Islam and
societal responses across Central Asia, highlighting
variation across national cases and policy cycles
(Khamidov, 2022).

Vitaly Naumkin’s study Islamic Radicalism in
Central Asia analyzes the dynamics of radicaliza-
tion in the region and identifies socio-economic, po-
litical, and ideological factors that facilitate the dif-
fusion of extremist ideas. Naumkin (2020) cautions
against reductive interpretations of Islamic radical-
ism as a purely imported phenomenon, emphasizing
the importance of internal drivers, including author-
itarian governance, corruption, social inequality,
and the marginalization of youth.

In Kazakhstan: Consolidating the Presidential
Regime (Dave, 2019), Bhavna Dave examines Ka-
zakhstan’s political transformation, including the
religious dimension of nation-building. Dave shows
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how Kazakhstan’s leadership strategically mobi-
lizes religious pluralism and interfaith dialogue to
legitimize an authoritarian political order and to
cultivate an international image of a «tolerant» and
«multiculturaly state.

Galina Yemelianova’s (2018) Islam, Nationalism
and State in the Muslim Caucasus explores the rela-
tionship between Islam, nationalism, and the state in
Muslim regions of the post-Soviet space. Although
the empirical focus is on the North Caucasus, several
conclusions are applicable to Central Asia — particu-
larly regarding the role of Islam in constructing na-
tional identity and legitimizing state authority.

Results and discussion

Ideology and politics in Central Asia’s reli-
gious sphere

Relations among religion, ideology, and politics
in Central Asia constitute a complex and dynamic
system of interactions shaped by both historical leg-
acies and contemporary challenges. After the col-
lapse of the Soviet Union, the five newly indepen-
dent states faced the dual task of constructing new
political orders and formulating ideological founda-
tions of legitimacy — within which religion assumed
a growing role.

The breakdown of communist ideology gener-
ated an acute demand for new sources of collective
identity and political legitimacy. As Irving Goff-
man’s theory of impression management suggests
(Goffman, 1963), political actors require symbolic
resources to cultivate a favorable public image and
to legitimize authority. In the post-Soviet context,
religion became one of the most consequential re-
sources, offering a ready repertoire of symbols,
narratives, and institutions through which the ideo-
logical vacuum could be filled. Importantly, these
resources were embedded in social environments re-
shaped by Soviet modernization — processes that re-
configured local authority and everyday norms and
thus provide a critical backdrop for understanding
post-Soviet instrumentalization (Abashin, 2014).

Yet the elevation of religion as a potential ideo-
logical foundation produced a fundamental tension:
all five states constitutionally affirmed secular-
ism — partly inheriting the Soviet model of separat-
ing religion from the state — while simultaneously
recognizing religion as a salient element of national
identity and cultural heritage. This tension is negoti-
ated differently across national contexts, producing
distinct models of interaction between religion, ide-
ology, and politics.
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In Kazakhstan, official ideology has been artic-
ulated around the notion of a «Kazakhstani pathy,
combining economic pragmatism, political stability,
and cultural diversity. Religious pluralism is framed
as an asset, signaling the country’s capacity to in-
tegrate multiple confessional communities within a
shared civic project. The First President, Nursultan
Nazarbayev, actively mobilized religious rhetoric to
bolster political legitimacy, portraying himself as
a guarantor of interfaith harmony and the nation’s
spiritual renewal. The initiative to convene the Con-
gress of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions
from 2003 onward (Pervyi Syezd liderov mirovykh
i traditsionnykh religii, 2003) became a central ele-
ment of Kazakhstan’s soft-power strategy, position-
ing the country as a global mediator and a «bridge»
between civilizations.

Uzbekistan, under President Islam Karimov
(1991-2016), promoted an ideology of an «Uzbek
model» grounded in gradual reform, a strong state,
and national distinctiveness. Within this framework,
Islam was acknowledged as a key component of
national heritage, yet it remained subject to strict
state supervision. Karimov repeatedly invoked the
threat of religious extremism (including Islamist
extremism) to legitimize authoritarian governance
and suppress opposition. Following Shavkat Mirzi-
yoyev’s rise to power in 2016, a degree of ideologi-
cal liberalization emerged, including in the religious
sphere. The revised ideological narrative increas-
ingly emphasizes Uzbekistan’s rich Islamic legacy
and presents the country as a regional center of
«enlightened Islamy, reflecting an effort to deploy
religion for international prestige and economic de-
velopment — particularly through religious tourism
(Laruelle, 2022).

Kyrgyzstan exhibits the most fragmented ideo-
logical landscape, mirroring the country’s chronic
political instability (including three revolutions
within two decades). The absence of a dominant
state ideology has created space for competition
among divergent projects, including secular nation-
alism, Islamism, and liberal democracy. Religion
is instrumentalized by different political forces:
secular elites draw on it as a component of nation-
al identity; Islamist actors frame it as the basis for
an alternative political project; and external stake-
holders (including Turkey, Saudi Arabia, and Iran)
use religious engagement as a channel of influence
(Naumkin, 2020).

Tajikistan has developed the most stringent
ideological framework of state control over reli-
gion. The traumatic experience of the 1992-1997

civil war — in which the Islamic Renaissance Party
of Tajikistan played a significant role — generated
a durable perception of unsanctioned (unregulated)
religious activity as a threat to national security and
territorial integrity. President Emomali Rahmon’s
ideology is rooted in secular nationalism that fore-
grounds pre-Islamic Persian heritage (including the
promotion of Nowruz and the symbolic elevation
of ancient rulers) while marginalizing Arab-Islamic
influences. This ideological orientation legitimizes
comprehensive state regulation of religion, includ-
ing controls over dress, restrictions on religious edu-
cation for minors, and the suppression of indepen-
dent religious organizations (Omelicheva, 2021).

Turkmenistan represents a distinctive case of
personalized ideology, in which religion is fully sub-
ordinated to the leader-centered political order. Un-
der President Saparmurat Niyazov (1991-2006), a
syncretic doctrine centered on the Ruhnama («Book
of the Soul») was institutionalized (Niyazov, 2002),
combining elements of Islam, Turkmen tradition,
and the president’s personal philosophical claims.
This framework elevated the leader above religious
authorities, producing what amounted to a quasi-
religious cult of personality. Niyazov’s successor,
Gurbanguly Berdimuhamedow, moderated some
of the most conspicuous excesses of the personality
cult, yet retained a model of rigid state oversight of
religion within an isolationist «Turkmen model» of
governance.

Across the region, political regimes employ re-
ligion as a multifunctional instrument for a range of
political objectives. Political leaders strategically
mobilize religious symbols and rhetoric to strength-
en legitimacy. This pragmatic use of religion as a
legitimizing instrument is a recurrent feature of
post-Soviet political practice (Malashenko, 2016).
Participation in religious holidays, the construction
of mosques and churches, and patronage of religious
institutions function as elements of performative
politics, signaling the alignment of state authority
with the population’s moral and spiritual values. As
Edward Schatz notes in his work on political eth-
nography (Schatz, 2017), rituals and symbolic prac-
tices play a central role in constructing and sustain-
ing power relations in Central Asia.

All five states have established mechanisms to
regulate religious organizations, oversee the ap-
pointment of religious leaders, and control religious
education. This reflects the broader inclination of
authoritarian regimes to monopolize the public
sphere and to prevent the emergence of indepen-
dent sites of social mobilization. This interaction
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between state strategies of governing religion and
societal responses (ranging from accommodation to
contestation) has been emphasized in recent schol-
arship on Central Asia (Khamidov, 2022). The ten-
dency is particularly pronounced in Tajikistan and
Turkmenistan, where state control over religion is
most extensive.

In ethnically and culturally heterogeneous post-
Soviet societies, religion also serves as a resource
for constructing national identity. This process,
however, is marked by internal contradictions. Ef-
forts to elevate Islam as a marker of national identity
in multi-confessional Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan
can produce alienation among Christian minorities,
while excessive secularization risks distancing reli-
giously oriented constituencies.

The events of 11 September 2001 and the en-
suing «war on terror» created a favorable interna-
tional environment for tightening state control over
religion under the banner of countering extremism.
As Omelicheva (2021) demonstrates, Central Asian
regimes actively participated in the securitization
of religion, using the discourse of religious extrem-
ism to legitimize repressive measures and, in some
cases, to secure external support.

Finally, religion is used as an instrument of soft
power and diplomatic influence. Kazakhstan, through
the Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Re-
ligions, projects itself as a global actor and mediator
in intercivilizational dialogue. Uzbekistan leverages
its Islamic heritage to strengthen cultural ties with
Muslim-majority countries and to attract religious
tourism. Even isolationist Turkmenistan deploys
carefully managed religious symbolism to cultivate
an image of a «stable» and «spiritual» state.

Overall, the interplay of ideology, politics, and
religion in Central Asia is best understood as a dy-
namic and internally contradictory system in which
states seek to mobilize religion as a resource of le-
gitimacy and control, while also confronting con-
straints and unintended consequences generated by
such instrumentalization. The effectiveness of dif-
ferent national models remains contested, and the
marked variation across cases underscores the ab-
sence of a single, uniform «Central Asian» approach
to religion in politics.

Comparative analysis of national models

Kazakhstan displays the most ambitious ap-
proach to employing the religious factor in foreign
policy among the Central Asian states. The 1995
Constitution affirms the secular character of the
state while guaranteeing freedom of religion.
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A defining feature of Kazakhstan’s approach
is the active use of religious diplomacy as an in-
strument of soft power and international position-
ing. Since 2003, Kazakhstan has hosted the regular
Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Reli-
gions, bringing together representatives of multiple
faith traditions from dozens of countries. Three con-
crete episodes illustrate this mechanism. First, the
VII Congress held in Nur-Sultan in September 2022
brought together delegations from 50 countries and
adopted the Declaration of the VII Congress, calling
for dialogue and the non-instrumentalization of reli-
gion for political violence — a document that carried
particular significance against the backdrop of the
war in Ukraine. Second, in 2016, Kazakhstan ini-
tiated the establishment of the International Centre
for the Culture of Peace under the auspices of the
Congress, providing an institutional mechanism for
ongoing interreligious engagement between forum
sessions. Third, Kazakhstan’s Ministry of Foreign
Affairs systematically incorporates the Congress
into bilateral diplomatic interactions: during the
2019 session, specific protocols on interreligious
cooperation were signed with representatives of the
Holy See and Al-Azhar, demonstrating the conver-
sion of symbolic religious diplomacy into concrete
bilateral agreements.

This initiative frames Kazakhstan as a platform
for intercivilizational and interreligious dialogue;
a mediator between East and West; an example of
harmonious interfaith coexistence; and a global ac-
tor in the field of spiritual diplomacy.

According to the 2021 census, 69.3% of the pop-
ulation identify as Muslim and 17.2% as Christian
(predominantly Orthodox), providing an objective
social basis for interfaith dialogue (Bureau of Na-
tional Statistics, 2023). As of 2024, Kazakhstan had
3,980 registered religious associations representing
18 confessions (KAZISLAM.KZ, 2024).

Uzbekistan demonstrates the most dramatic evo-
lution in approaches to religion across the region.
Under President Islam Karimov (1991-2016), reli-
gious policy was characterized by strict state con-
trol and repression of independent religious figures
(Naumkin, 2020). Following Shavkat Mirziyoyev’s
rise to power in 2016, however, the country initiated
a liberalization of religious policy as part of broader
reforms.

In the post-liberalization period, Uzbekistan has
actively leveraged its rich Islamic heritage for inter-
national positioning (Laruelle, 2022). Official nar-
ratives emphasize the contribution of Central Asian
scholars to Islamic civilization, including Imam al-
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Bukhari, al-Tirmidhi, al-Khwarizmi, al-Farabi, Ibn
Sina (Avicenna), and al-Biruni.

Since 2017, Uzbekistan has hosted internation-
al conferences on diverse aspects of Islam — Islam-
ic education, women’s roles in Islam, Islam and
science, and countering extremism. Tashkent has
sought to present itself as a regional hub of «en-
lightened Islam». Three episodes illustrate this
trajectory with clarity. First, the international con-
ference «Islamic Civilization in Central Asia» held
in Samarkand in 2017 gathered scholars from 40
countries and resulted in the Samarkand Declara-
tion, positioning Uzbekistan as a custodian of his-
torical Islamic scholarship and moderate Islamic
tradition. Second, in 2018 the Centre of Islamic
Civilization was established in Tashkent — a state
institution responsible for coordinating internation-
al scholarly exchanges and promoting Uzbekistan’s
Islamic heritage internationally. Third, the launch
of the «Pilgrimage Route of the Great Scholars»
tourism program in 2019, linking the mausoleums
of Imam al-Bukhari, Bahauddin Nagshband, and
other historical figures, represents the conversion
of religious heritage into an instrument of eco-
nomic diplomacy and cultural soft power. Uzbeki-
stan also possesses a substantial Islamic historical
heritage (Bukhara, Samarkand, Khiva), which is
increasingly used in cultural diplomacy and the de-
velopment of religious tourism.

Kyrgyzstan is traditionally viewed as the most
democratic and liberal state in Central Asia, a profile
that is also reflected in the religious sphere. The Law
«On Freedom of Religion and Religious Organiza-
tions» (O svobode veroispovedaniia i religioznykh
ob”edineniiakh, 2025) provides a comparatively lib-
eral regulatory regime.

Kyrgyzstan exhibits the highest degree of con-
fessional diversity in the region in terms of the prac-
tical presence and activity of religious groups. Its
relatively permissive legal environment enables the
active engagement of international religious orga-
nizations, including Turkish religious institutions,
Saudi charitable foundations, Iranian cultural cen-
ters, American evangelical groups, and South Kore-
an Presbyterian communities. Three episodes are in-
structive. First, the Diyanet (Turkish Directorate of
Religious Affairs) established and operates the larg-
est mosque complex in Bishkek — the Imam Sara-
khsi Mosque, opened in 2018 — reflecting Turkey’s
use of mosque-building as an instrument of religious
soft power in Kyrgyzstan. Second, the adoption of
the Law on Freedom of Religion and Religious Or-
ganizations in January 2025 represents a significant

institutional episode: compared to previous legisla-
tion, the new law tightened re-registration require-
ments for foreign religious organizations while
maintaining a broadly liberal regulatory framework,
reflecting the ongoing tension between openness and
sovereignty in Kyrgyz religious policy. Third, the
activities of Saudi-funded charitable foundations,
including the distribution of Quran translations and
the financing of mosque construction across rural
areas throughout the 2010s, constitute a well-docu-
mented channel of external religious influence that
Kyrgyz state authorities have periodically sought to
regulate. At the same time, this openness generates
concerns regarding external influence and potential
radicalization. Kyrgyzstan thus continues to search
for a workable balance between maintaining a lib-
eral model and addressing the imperatives of coun-
tering extremism.

Tajikistan represents the most restrictive model
of state control over religion in Central Asia, shaped
by the traumatic legacy of the 1992-1997 civil war,
in which religion played a significant role (Omeli-
cheva, 2021).

The legal framework establishes comprehensive
state oversight of the religious sphere, including
mandatory registration of all religious organiza-
tions, restrictions on religious activities for persons
under 18, control over sermon content, licensing re-
quirements for religious personnel, and restrictions
on wearing the hijab in state institutions.

Unlike other Central Asian states, Tajikistan
minimizes international religious cooperation, treat-
ing external religious influence as a threat to stabil-
ity. Three episodes illustrate this model concretely.
First, the formal banning of the Islamic Renaissance
Party of Tajikistan in August 2015, followed by the
prosecution of its leadership on terrorism charg-
es, eliminated the country’s only legal opposition
party and constituted the most consequential insti-
tutional act of religiously framed securitization in
the region’s post-Soviet history. Second, the 2015
amendments to the Law on Freedom of Conscience
and Religious Organizations introduced manda-
tory state examination of all religious literature and
prohibited the wearing of religiously motivated
clothing in public institutions, measures that were
subsequently cited by Tajikistan’s diplomatic mis-
sions as evidence of the country’s commitment to
countering radicalization in its communications
with international partners, including the SCO and
CSTO. Third, Tajikistan’s promotion of Nowruz
as an internationally recognized cultural holiday
(UNESCO intangible heritage status was secured in
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2016) serves as a diplomatic resource, positioning
the pre-Islamic Persian heritage of the country as its
primary contribution to world culture and thereby
marginalizing Islamic frameworks in external com-
munication. However, intensive regulation also pro-
duces tensions by pushing religiosity into informal
spaces and potentially contributing to the appeal of
radical ideas among segments of the youth.

Turkmenistan constitutes a distinctive case in
the region, combining rigid authoritarianism, isola-
tionism, and a personalized leadership cult with the
instrumentalization of religion.

Only two confessions are officially registered:
Sunni Islam and the Russian Orthodox Church. Oth-
er religious groups either operate informally or are
not permitted. Turkmenistan maintains extremely
limited religious ties with the outside world, and the
presence of foreign religious organizations is virtu-
ally absent. Three institutional episodes illuminate
this model. First, the institutionalization of the Ruh-
nama (2001-2006) as a quasi-sacred text required
in state examinations, school curricula, and court
proceedings constituted the most explicit case of
personalized religious syncretism in the post-Soviet
space: the Ruhnama was officially placed alongside
the Quran in mosques, making state ideology in-
separable from Islamic practice. Second, President
Niyazov’s renaming of months and days of the week
after himself and family members (2002) displaced
Islamic temporal frameworks with a personalized
cosmology, reflecting the subordination of religion
to the cult of personality. Third, under President
Berdimuhamedow, the consolidation of the Turk-
men horse (ahalteke) and national nature imagery
as quasi-sacred national symbols — formalized in
the 2016 Law on the Protection of the Ahalteke
Horse — extended the logic of personalized ideologi-
cal instrumentalization, though with less direct reli-
gious’ content. This isolationist posture constrains
both constructive forms of international religious
exchange and the diffusion of radical transnational
currents.

Conclusion

The findings of this study allow for several theo-
retical and practical conclusions regarding the role
of religion in shaping foreign-policy strategies and
patterns of international cooperation in post-Soviet
Central Asia.

Religion has evolved from a marginalized ele-
ment of the Soviet period into a significant compo-
nent of foreign-policy identity and a tool of interna-
tional positioning among Central Asian states. This
shift reflects broader global dynamics associated
with the «return of religion» to the public sphere
and international politics, as discussed in the work
of Habermas, Haynes, and other theorists of post-
secularity.

Despite shared post-Soviet conditions condu-
cive to religious revival, as well as similar external
pressures (globalization, transnational religious net-
works, and the threat of extremism), each of the five
Central Asian countries has developed a distinctive
model for incorporating religion into domestic gov-
ernance and foreign policy.

All five states confront a fundamental tension
between constitutional secularism and the practical
instrumentalization of religion. Efforts to simulta-
neously regulate religion, mobilize it for legitimacy
and international image-building, and preserve the
formal secular character of the state generate struc-
tural strains and unintended consequences. Particu-
larly difficult is the balance between security and
freedom of conscience: extensive state control may
push religious life into informal or underground are-
nas and, in some cases, inadvertently contribute to
radicalization.

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Climate Security in Central Asia: Analysis
of Kazakhstani Publications

The article provides a comprehensive assessment of Kazakhstani scholarly publications on climate
change, water security, and sustainable development, viewed through the lens of climate security in
Central Asia. The study covers roughly three decades, from the mid-1990s to 2024, and examines 200
articles published in nine peer-reviewed Kazakhstani journals representing both natural sciences and
social sciences. Its main objective is to trace the dynamics of publication activity, identify dominant
thematic clusters and research methods, and reveal gaps related to the societal implications of climate
change. Methodologically, the research relies on bibliographic and content analysis, classification of
articles into thematic categories (water resources, climate change, energy and “green” economy, en-
vironmental policy and international cooperation, climate security, and social dimensions), and an ex-
amination of keywords and references to major international initiatives. The findings indicate a marked
increase in publication output after 2015, which correlates with the Paris Agreement, the expansion of
programs by international organizations, and the strengthening of Kazakhstan’s environmental policy
framework. The results show that most publications are descriptive or empirical, focusing on legal, en-
vironmental, and economic aspects, while genuinely interdisciplinary, predictive, and socially oriented
studies remain underrepresented. In particular, there is a lack of research on climate-induced migration,
public risk perception, vulnerability of specific social groups, and local adaptation practices.

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ARAL SEA GOVERNANCE IN CENTRAL ASIA:
PROBLEMS AND DIRECTIONS

The Aral Sea crisis remains a defining transboundary environmental challenge in Central Asia, with
persistent implications for environmental security, regional stability, and sustainable development. This
study synthesizes the literature on Aral Sea governance to consolidate the main constraints identified by
scholars and to distill actionable directions for improving regional coordination and policy implementa-
tion. Drawing on a multilingual publication dataset published between 1991 and 2024, we first conduct
a CiteSpace-based bibliometric analysis of the English-language subset to map the international research
landscape, and then apply boundary analysis to the full multilingual dataset to identify and categorize
the key governance problems discussed for the Aral Sea basin.

Across the reviewed literature, 27 governance problems are identified. Based on mention frequency,
regional-level barriers account for the largest share (65%), followed by national (24%), individual (8%),
and international-system factors (3%). Governance responses discussed in the literature largely fall under
mitigation and adaptation, yet implementation is repeatedly constrained by weak institutional coordina-
tion, limited governance capacity, and related constraints. By showing how these barriers are distrib-
uted across governance levels, the study offers practical directions for regional cooperation and future
research on Aral Sea governance.

Introduction

The Aral Sea, located between Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan in the interior of the Eurasian continent,
is characterized by extremely low annual precipi-
tation (100-130 mm) and high evaporation rates
(1250-1450 mm), resulting in a structurally fragile
hydrological system (Central Asia Climate Portal,
2024). The basin’s surface water resources (approx-
imately 116 km? per year) are primarily supplied by
the Amu Darya and Syr Darya rivers, while ground-
water reserves provide only limited additional sup-
port (Table 1). This natural imbalance, compounded
by large-scale Soviet irrigation policies, initiated the
severe shrinkage of the Aral Sea beginning in the
1960s (Figures 1 and 2). By the early 2000s, the lake
had lost nearly 80% of its volume, salinity had in-
creased by 6—12 times, and extensive coastal retreat
and desertification had occurred (Wu, 2010: 200).
Hydrological modeling further confirms that 86%
of the shrinkage is attributable to unsustainable an-
thropogenic water use, rather than climate variation
alone (Der Beek, 2011: 684).

The scale of ecological degradation — exem-
plified by the emergence of the Aralkum Desert,

a major source of toxic dust storms — underscores
the urgent need for effective governance solutions.
Although regional cooperation was institutional-
ized after independence through the establishment
of the Interstate Commission for Water Coordina-
tion (ICWC) in 1992 and the International Fund for
Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS) in 1993, the literature
continues to document fragmented institutional
mandates, limited coordination capacity, divergent
national priorities, and uneven implementation.
Meanwhile, growing involvement from external
partners has made it more urgent to reassess gover-
nance approaches.

Although the hydrological decline of the Aral
Sea and its socio-ecological impacts have been
widely studied, we still lack a systematic, multi-
level assessment of the governance constraints and
the policy pathways discussed in the literature. This
study therefore focuses on the Aral Sea governance
system, examining the structural problems identi-
fied by scholars and the directions they propose for
future action. Our aim is to synthesize this body of
research to clarify the main barriers to effective gov-
ernance and to highlight priority areas for strength-
ening regional cooperation.

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To meet these objectives, the study pursues three
tasks: (1) mapping the field’s knowledge structure
and thematic evolution through bibliometric visual-
ization; (2) identifying governance obstacles across
national, regional, and international levels using
boundary and hierarchical analysis; and (3) syn-
thesizing the governance strategies proposed in the
literature and assessing their implications for future
policy design.

Methodology

Using a multilingual set of publications from
1991 to 2024, this study first maps the research land-
scape of Aral Sea governance through CiteSpace-
based bibliometric visualization and then identifies
and structures governance problems using boundary
analysis.

Data collection

We compiled a multilingual publication dataset
on the Aral Sea crisis and its governance through
systematic searches across multiple databases. All
records were screened at the full-text level, and ir-
relevant items were excluded. The final dataset con-
sists of 407 publications: 63 in Chinese, 247 in Eng-
lish, 88 in Russian, and 9 in Kazakh and Uzbek.

Chinese-language retrieval (CNKI; CQVIP).
The search strategy targeted Chinese-language
equivalents of “Aral Sea crisis” OR “Aral Sea gov-
ernance”, within the time window 1991-12-26 to
2024-12-31. Document types were limited to jour-

nal articles, theses/dissertations, and conference pa-
pers. After screening, 63 records were retained.

English-language retrieval (Web of Science;
PQDT; JSTOR; EBSCO). The search query was:
Topic/All fields = (“The Aral Sea Crisis” OR “Man-
agement of the Aral Sea” OR “Governance of the
Aral Sea”) AND Time = (1991-2024), with docu-
ment types restricted to Article, Review Article, and
Proceeding Paper. After screening, 247 records were
retained. Because CiteSpace uses a Web of Science—
compatible input standard and only the Web of Sci-
ence Core Collection supports exporting full records
in plain-text format, the Core Collection served as the
primary source for bibliometric mapping. Records
retrieved from PQDT, JSTOR, and EBSCO were
treated as supplementary materials and manually im-
ported into the CiteSpace input directory. After pro-
cessing, CiteSpace successfully parsed 240 English-
language records for visualization.

Russian-language retrieval (Google Scholar).
The search query was: Content = (“ApajibCkuii
KPHU3UC WM yIIpaBjieHue ApaibsckuMm Mmopem”) AND
Time = (1991-2024). After screening, 88 records
were retained.

Kazakh- and Uzbek-language retrieval (Google
Scholar). Searches were conducted sequentially in
Kazakh and Uzbek using the terms for “Aral Sea
crisis” and “Aral Sea governance” (Kazakh: “Apan
TEHI31 Jarmapeichl”, “Apan TeHi3iH Oackapy”;
Uzbek: “Orol dengizi inqirozi”, “Orol dengizini
boshqarish™). After screening, 9 records were re-
tained.
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Bibliometric mapping (English-language sub-
set)

Bibliometric visualization was conducted on the
English-language subset (see Appendix A) using
CiteSpace 6.3.R1. Parameter settings were: Time
Slicing = 1991-2024, Years Per Slice = 1, g-index
(k = 25), Top N = 50, with network pruning via
Pathfinder and Pruning sliced networks. Visual out-
puts were generated for institutions, countries, and
keywords, producing an institutional collaboration
network, a keyword co-occurrence map, and a burst-
term table (burst detection parameter y = 0.6). To
improve readability, single-occurrence nodes (fre-
quency = 1) were suppressed in the institutional and
keyword maps.

Problem synthesis

To synthesize governance constraints systemati-
cally, all 407 publications were reviewed individu-
ally. Governance-related issues were extracted and
consolidated into 27 distinct problems. A problem
saturation curve was then constructed by relating
the cumulative number of problems identified to the
number of studies reviewed. The 27 problems were
subsequently coded and grouped hierarchically into

individual, national, regional, and international-
system levels. Finally, we calculated and ranked
how often each problem was mentioned across the
dataset, showing where constraints concentrate and
how these concentrations contribute to governance
fragmentation.

Visual Analysis of Research Status

The visual analysis based on CiteSpace illus-
trates the structural characteristics of global scholar-
ship on Aral Sea governance and highlights evolv-
ing research patterns across institutions, countries,
and thematic domains.

As shown in Figure 3, three major collabora-
tion clusters can be observed: one anchored by the
University of the Chinese Academy of Sciences
and the Xinjiang Institute of Ecology and Geog-
raphy; a second cluster linking the University of
Bonn, CGIAR, and the International Water Man-
agement Institute; and a third cluster connecting
the Helmholtz Association with Uzbek scientific
institutions, pointing to sustained European en-
gagement in Central Asian ecological and water-
related research.

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As shown in Figure 4, China, Uzbekistan, Ger-
many, the United States, and Kazakhstan stand out
as the principal hubs in the English-language lit-
erature on the Aral Sea. Uzbekistan, Germany, the
United States, and China exhibit relatively high cen-
trality and are linked to partners in Kazakhstan, Rus-
sia, the United Kingdom, India, Japan, etc., pointing
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to a broadly cross-border pattern of collaboration.
By comparison, China—Russia co-authorship ties
appear thinner, which may reflect both database
language coverage and differing research traditions,
with Russian scholarship more strongly oriented to-
ward multidisciplinary hydrological and ecological
monitoring.

As shown in Figure 5, international keyword
clustering suggests that climate change and eco-
logical management serve as prominent organizing
themes. Within this thematic structure, the literature
pays close attention to the combined impacts of cli-

mate change and human activities on the Aral Sea,
hydrological dynamics and evaluations of water-use
efficiency, water-management approaches across
the five Central Asian states, and ecological restora-
tion strategies.

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As shown in Table 2, burst-term analysis captures
shifts in scholarly attention over time. Newly emerg-
ing terms (including “dynamics,” “precipitation,” and
“impacts”) are consistent with growing interest in in-
tegrated climate—hydrology assessments and a stron-

ger tendency to discuss the broader security impli-
cations of water scarcity. Meanwhile, longer-lasting
bursts (e.g., “cotton” and “water management”) in-
dicate sustained attention to the irrigation legacy and
the governance challenges associated with it.

The visualizations indicate that research on Aral
Sea governance has broadened institutionally and
become more internationally networked. They also
show a growing tendency to treat the crisis through
an integrated lens that connects ecological degrada-
tion, climatic stressors, and fragmented governance.
While these patterns do not in themselves prescribe
solutions, they delineate the field’s contours and
provide a clearer starting point for identifying where
structural constraints cluster and how regional coop-
eration might be assessed and strengthened.

Problems in Aral Sea Governance Under
Boundary Analysis

Through reviewing 407 pieces of literature indi-
vidually, this study compiled 27 specific problems.
Based on the number of problems discovered and
the literature reviewed, we drew a problem satura-
tion curve for the problems existing in the process of
Central Asian countries’ governance of the Aral Sea
crisis (Figure 6). Based on this, these specific prob-
lems were further classified hierarchically (Figure

104

7), and the frequency of problems mentioned in the
literature was ranked (Table A.1). The results show
that approximately 65% belong to regional-level
problems, 24% to national-level problems, 8% to
individual-level problems, and 3% to international
system-level problems.

Regional-Level Problems

In Aral Sea governance, regional-level problems
are recognized as the central bottleneck, which can
be divided into four dimensions: First, water rights
problems are often identified as a foundational con-
straint on governance, severely affecting the rational
allocation and utilization of water resources; Sec-
ond, current cooperation mechanisms have obvious
deficiencies or operate inefficiently, making it diffi-
cult to meet actual governance needs; Third, signifi-
cant differences and contradictions exist among the
five countries, increasing coordination difficulties;
Fourth, most agreements and laws have failed to be
effectively implemented, making it difficult for gov-
ernance to achieve practical results.

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Uneven Water Allocation and Unsettled Water
Rights

A persistent distributional imbalance across
the basin sits at the center of the Aral Sea crisis
(Turner, 2003: 55). In the Soviet era, seasonal wa-
ter releases were effectively coordinated through a
centrally managed water-energy bargain between
upstream and downstream republics. After the So-
viet Union dissolved, the basin-wide coordination
embedded in the water—energy exchange largely un-
raveled. Although the 1992 Almaty Agreement for-
mally preserved Soviet-era water allocation quotas
(often described as a continuation of the principle

that water-rich upstream states used proportionally
less water) these arrangements failed to establish
clearly defined and mutually accepted water rights
(Min, 2022: 64). As a result, regional actors en-
tered a condition of nominal consensus combined
with persistent practical confrontation (Guo et al.,
2022: 18). At the same time, national economic pri-
orities diverged: downstream countries continued to
prioritize irrigation-based agricultural production,
while upstream countries increasingly sought to uti-
lize water resources for hydropower development.
The breakdown of the former energy compensation
mechanism intensified water—energy imbalances,
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bringing supply—demand contradictions to the fore-
front and triggering recurrent disputes across the
basin.

Mismatch Between Governance Needs and Re-
gional Cooperation Mechanisms

A substantial gap exists between the complex-
ity of Aral Sea governance challenges and the in-
stitutional capacity of existing regional cooperation
mechanisms. First, many agreements concluded
among Central Asian states rely heavily on broad
and principle-oriented provisions regarding coop-
eration obligations and implementation pathways,
limiting their operational effectiveness (Wang et al.,
2022: 70). As a result, these agreements often lack
problem orientation and fail to generate substantive
governance outcomes.

Second, basin-wide management institutions re-
main weak, with unclear functional mandates and
fragmented divisions of responsibility, leading to
low operational efficiency. In particular, the Interna-
tional Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS) has been
widely criticized for its largely formal authority and
insufficient institutional reform (Janusz-Pawletta,
2015: 895). Third, key supporting mechanisms are
underdeveloped, including transparent information-
sharing systems (Li et al., 2018: 99), effective moni-
toring and sanction mechanisms (Weinthal, 2000:
295-311), incentive structures to promote compli-
ance, credible dispute resolution procedures (Vino-
gradov et al.,2001: 353), and sustained coordination
platforms (Severskiy, 2004: 353). Finally, key legal
areas — most notably groundwater governance, rules
for transboundary allocation, and agreed limits on
water use — remain underdeveloped, leaving the ba-
sin without a coherent legal architecture for collec-
tive action on the Aral Sea crisis (Rakhmatullaev et
al., 2012: 67-80).

Divergent Interests and Uneven Governance
Capacity

Cross-state differences among the five Central
Asian countries add another layer of difficulty to
regional governance. First, low levels of political
trust and enduring suspicions make it hard to sus-
tain stable coalitions for cooperation (Kamalov,
2009: 367-369). Second, priorities around water
use, energy security, and development diverge
sharply, so states often pursue different policy ob-
jectives rather than a shared basin-wide agenda
(Yu et al., 2019: 10). Third, willingness to partici-
pate and administrative capacity vary substantial-
ly across countries, which translates into uneven
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implementation and inconsistent outcomes on the
ground (Hao, 2021: 65).

Within the existing literature, Kazakhstan is fre-
quently identified as the most proactive actor in Aral
Sea governance. Due to its geographical position in
the northern Aral Sea and its relatively stronger fis-
cal capacity, Kazakhstan faces more immediate eco-
logical impacts and possesses greater resources to
support governance initiatives. Consequently, it has
emerged as a central participant and an important
driver of water resource management reforms in the
basin. In contrast, other Central Asian states have
undertaken more limited actions and contributed
comparatively fewer resources to addressing the cri-
sis (Yang et al., 2024: 181-184).

Weak Implementation of Agreements and Inter-
national Water Law

The limited effectiveness of regional gover-
nance is further reflected in the persistent gap be-
tween treaty commitments and practical implemen-
tation. Many agreements signed since independence
lack enforceability and binding force, resulting in
weak compliance and continued disputes over wa-
ter allocation (Isaynov et al., 2013: 95). Moreover,
international water law has not been uniformly ad-
opted or effectively applied across the region.

Although Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, and Turk-
menistan have acceded to the Convention on the
Protection and Use of Transboundary Watercourses
and International Lakes, and Kazakhstan and Uz-
bekistan have joined the Convention on the Law of
the Non-Navigational Uses of International Water-
courses, other Central Asian states remain outside
these frameworks. Divergent interpretations of in-
ternational water law and differing national posi-
tions have prevented the establishment of a shared
normative foundation for transboundary river gov-
ernance. As a result, the region continues to lack
universally recognized guiding principles capable
of structuring stable, predictable, and effective co-
operation.

National-Level Problems

At the national level, governance constraints
primarily stem from political-institutional struc-
tures and socio-economic limitations within Cen-
tral Asian states. In terms of state governance, most
Central Asian countries exhibit highly centralized
and authoritarian political systems. The excessive
concentration of political power increases the risk
of unequal resource allocation and rent-seeking be-
havior, which undermines effective environmental

governance (Borishpolets, 2010: 32). In the con-
text of Aral Sea governance, public funds and re-
sources intended for ecological restoration are of-
ten diverted to satisfy specific interest groups rather
than addressing the core environmental challenges.
Empirical studies indicate that corruption and mis-
appropriation of project funds (such as the redirec-
tion of resources to non-affected regions or affiliated
enterprises through fictitious contracts) have sig-
nificantly reduced the effectiveness of governance
initiatives (Glanz et al., 2014: 153). In addition, the
economic structures of Central Asian countries have
remained heavily dependent on cotton cultivation
and other irrigation-intensive agricultural activi-
ties since the dissolution of the Soviet Union. This
path-dependent development model has weakened
economic resilience and constrained fiscal capacity.
Even Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, which possess
relatively stronger economic foundations among
the five states, face substantial financial limitations
that restrict their ability to implement large-scale
and sustained interventions to mitigate the ongoing
shrinkage of the Aral Sea (Ablekim et al., 2019: 16).

From the perspective of domestic society, public
engagement in Aral Sea governance remains limit-
ed. Existing research suggests a general lack of sus-
tained attention and participation by local communi-
ties and social organizations (Hirsch et al., 2010).
While public awareness of the severity of the Aral
Sea crisis has increased at a superficial level, this
awareness has not translated into active participation
or collective action. This disjunction between cogni-
tion and practice reflects a broader pattern of partici-
pation inertia, in which individuals fail to perceive
their own responsibilities and agency in addressing
environmental problems. As a result, the Aral Sea
crisis has struggled to evolve into a socially mobi-
lizing public issue. Furthermore, the widespread de-
terioration and aging of hydrological infrastructure
significantly constrain governance capacity (Mi-
granyan, 2024: 104-124). Inadequate monitoring
facilities and outdated technical equipment impede
accurate assessment of ecological conditions and
delay policy adjustments. Shortages of professional
expertise, insufficient technical training, and weak
administrative execution capabilities further exacer-
bate national-level governance challenges.

Individual-Level Problems

At the individual level, governance outcomes
are strongly shaped by how political leaders set pri-
orities and weigh competing goals. Since indepen-
dence, most Central Asian states have consolidated

presidential systems in which agenda-setting and
key policy powers are concentrated in the execu-
tive. Where checks on executive authority are weak,
policy practice tends to reflect leaders’ preferences
rather than stable, rule-based constraints — so insti-
tutions are more often molded by power than used to
constrain it (Liang, 2022: 36).

This governance structure has two recurring
consequences. First, nationalist narratives among
political elites can harden bargaining positions (Shi,
2009: 29), pushing decision-makers to prioritize
narrowly defined national or ethnic interests over
basin-wide ecological needs and the legitimate
claims of neighboring states. Second, short-term
economic considerations can displace long-horizon
ecological strategies that require sustained commit-
ment and yield benefits only gradually, encouraging
a reactive approach to the Aral Sea crisis. Some of-
ficials have even questioned whether preserving the
Sea is worthwhile, arguing that allocating water to
irrigated agriculture delivers quicker economic re-
turns (Glanz et al., 2014: 153).

International System-Level Problems

At the international system level, governance of
the Aral Sea is shaped and often constrained by Cen-
tral Asia’s broader geopolitical and security environ-
ment. Since the dissolution f the Soviet Union, major
powers, including the United States and Russia, have
sought to expand their regional influence through
diplomatic engagement, economic and technical as-
sistance, and strategic communication. Such compet-
itive dynamics have contributed to the securitization
of transboundary water issues, recasting water alloca-
tion and basin management as questions of national
and regional security rather than shared environmen-
tal governance. As a result, basin-wide integration
and multi-level cooperation have been weakened (Li
etal., 2018: 103). In addition, a volatile regional secu-
rity context can further crowd out sustained attention
and resources for long-term environmental coopera-
tion, increasing uncertainty and transaction costs for
coordinated action on the Aral Sea crisis.

Constraints and Pathways

Aral Sea governance faces a set of persistent
constraints as well as a growing, but still contested,
range of governance pathways.

Problem Synthesis

Aral Sea governance is not something any single
state can address on its own. As a transboundary en-
vironmental challenge, it is hindered by persistent
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coordination gaps and uneven cooperation among
the five Central Asian countries.

First, effective governance requires a shared
diagnosis of regional environmental risks and sus-
tained political commitment to cooperation. En-
hancing mutual understanding and political trust is
a prerequisite for building collective action capac-
ity. Second, countries need to articulate common
governance objectives and establish coherent policy
pathways, supported by adequate resource inputs
(including finance, technology, expertise, and in-
frastructure) and functional cooperation mecha-
nisms such as information-sharing, coordination,
incentives, and compliance frameworks. Third, ef-
fective implementation depends on an integrated
governance structure combining top-down state
coordination with bottom-up participation by local

communities, enterprises, civil society, and interna-
tional organizations. Governance outcomes should,
in turn, feed back into policy learning and strategic
adjustment. Throughout this process, external actors
continue to exert significant influence on regional
governance dynamics (Figure 8).

In sum, weak regional cooperation remains the
primary constraint on effective Aral Sea gover-
nance. Existing work attributes governance short-
falls to four interrelated factors: limited political
commitment and cohesion; fragmented planning
and competing objectives; gaps in institutional ar-
rangements and resource support; and weak imple-
mentation and enforcement of existing agreements.
Taken together, these dynamics generate a vicious
circle that continues to constrain governance effec-
tiveness.

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Current governance strategies generally follow
two complementary pathways: mitigation and adap-
tation.

Mitigation

Mitigation strategies primarily emphasize eco-
logical restoration and the deceleration of the Aral
Sea’s shrinkage. The literature identifies two mutu-
ally reinforcing approaches: top-down coordinated
governance and bottom-up polycentric collabora-
tion.

From a top-down perspective, differences in re-
source endowments and vulnerability levels neces-
sitate differentiated responsibilities. Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan, given their relatively stronger capacities
and higher exposure, are expected to assume greater
responsibility for supplying regional environmental
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coordinated support. Priority actions include basin-
wide assessments of existing policies and ecological
risks (particularly climate change) to identify gover-
nance gaps and coordination bottlenecks (Prniyazo-
va et al., 2024: 44). On this basis, comprehensive
and context-specific restoration programs should be
developed, guided by principles of ecological suit-
ability, water balance, and integrated land—water
management (He et al., 2021: 136). Strengthening
institutional capacity is essential, including enhanc-
ing the authority and effectiveness of ICWC and
IFAS, clarifying institutional mandates through
supplementary legal instruments, and deploying
modern hydrological monitoring and data systems
in key river basins.

Complementing this approach, bottom-up and
outside-in polycentric governance seeks to address

the fundamentally human-induced nature of the Aral
Sea crisis. This requires activating local ecological
awareness and participation through environmental
education and community engagement (Berdimu-
ratova, 1999: 128-139), while decentralizing gov-
ernance authority to empower local governments.
Local actors are better positioned to design and
implement context-sensitive measures aligned with
on-the-ground realities. At the same time, interna-
tional organizations and external partners should be
encouraged to participate through embedded and
equal cooperation, rather than hierarchical interven-
tion, thereby enhancing resource mobilization and
policy innovation.

Adaptation

Adaptation strategies focus on mitigating the
socio-economic, political, and human security im-
pacts of the Aral Sea crisis. Politically, ecological
degradation has intensified tensions over trans-
boundary water allocation and increased the risk of
regional instability. Economically, declining water
availability undermines agriculture, fisheries, and
livelihoods, exacerbating poverty and inequality.
Socially, environmental degradation has generated
population displacement and health risks, giving
rise to new challenges associated with environmen-
tal migration.

In response, two priority adaptation pathways
have emerged. The first centers on resolving focal
water-related conflicts, particularly disputes over
water allocation, energy compensation, and hydro-
power development. Effective resolution requires
shared recognition of the public-good nature of
transboundary water resources and basin ecosys-
tems, alongside the dual attributes of water as both
a livelihood necessity and an economic commod-
ity. Establishing unified regional water governance
frameworks that integrate scientifically grounded
allocation rules with market-based water-energy ex-
change mechanisms can help mitigate persistent co-
ordination dilemmas. These arrangements should be
accompanied by broader institutional reforms and
supported by international organizations and exter-
nal partners capable of providing financial, techni-
cal, and policy assistance.

The second pathway prioritizes safeguarding
livelihoods and promoting sustainable develop-
ment. Immediate efforts should focus on improv-
ing public health systems, livelihood protection,
and disaster preparedness in affected areas (Wu
et al., 2023: 925), with particular attention to vul-
nerable groups such as women and children. In

the longer term, adaptation requires transform-
ing regional development models by improving
water-use efficiency, modernizing irrigation in-
frastructure, promoting crop diversification, and
fostering emerging industries. Reducing exces-
sive dependence on irrigation-intensive agricul-
ture and resource-based sectors is essential for
enhancing economic resilience and long-term
adaptive capacity.

Results and discussion

This section situates the study’s main findings
within broader debates on environmental gover-
nance and clarifies their implications for future re-
search and policy.

Based on a systematic review and bibliomet-
ric analysis, this study finds that existing scholar-
ship has developed a solid understanding of Aral
Sea governance at the national and regional levels,
with particular attention to governance motivations,
institutional arrangements, policy instruments, and
implementation constraints across the five Central
Asian states. However, the dominance of national
and regional lenses also means that the field remains
largely state-centric and regionally bounded, which
limits its ability to capture the crisis’s multi-layered
governance complexity. Consequently, the absence
of an integrated multi-level analytical framework
has constrained more systematic accounts of how
global norms, international actors, and transbound-
ary environmental regimes interact with regional in-
stitutions and domestic policies.

At the same time, the frequent conflation of Aral
Sea governance with broader Central Asian water
management highlights the need for more problem-
specific analysis. Regional water governance is an
essential backdrop, but overly general framings can
blur what is distinctive about the Aral Sea case — its
acute ecological sensitivity, the legacy of Soviet-era
irrigation, and the particular configuration of cross-
border governance constraints. Relatedly, the crisis
is not well captured by political or institutional ac-
counts alone. It is produced through the interaction
of ecological change, climatic variability, socio-
economic restructuring, and historical path depen-
dence, which points to the value of more systematic
interdisciplinary integration.

Debates over future governance pathways place
institutional design and political feasibility at the
center of the discussion. Calls for supranational ar-
rangements reflect awareness of deep-seated con-
straints — unequal allocation patterns, contested
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rights and responsibilities, and weak coordination,
but their prospects are often limited by sovereignty
sensitivities and domestic incentive structures. In
this regard, more flexible arrangements (such as re-
gional water-energy alliances) may offer a pragmat-
ic alternative, balancing coordination needs with po-
litical realities. Overall, advancing research on Aral
Sea governance requires a shift toward multi-level,

interdisciplinary, and problem-specific approaches,
alongside renewed attention to institutional inno-
vation, to enhance both analytical rigor and policy
relevance.

OTS: From Declarative Integration to an Economic Belt

This article examines the conditions under which the Organization of Turkic States (OTS) can tran-
sition from symbolic-ideological coordination to sustainable economic integration. Its central focus is
the structural «rhetoric—outcome» gap that emerges when political consolidation outpaces institutional
implementability and material effects. The theoretical framework integrates regionalism, neofunction-
alism, intergovernmental analysis, and geoeconomics. Empirically, the study follows an explanatory
mixed-methods design combining comparative institutional analysis, process tracing, and a descrip-
tive assessment of dynamics in trade, transit, investment, and regulatory compatibility. The findings
show that pan-ideational solidarity is an important source of legitimacy and mobilization, but cannot
ensure long-term sustainability unless converted into enforceable institutions. The resilience of the OTS
depends on the quality of implementation mechanisms, the density of economic-policy coordination,
and a balanced distribution of gains among participants. The Middle Corridor case highlights the dual
nature of current trends: despite growing geoeconomic relevance, persistent infrastructural, regulatory,
and governance constraints continue to limit reproducible integration effects. Scenario analysis identifies
three trajectories of OTS evolution-inertial, limited-pragmatic, and transformational and demonstrates
that only the transition to an «economic belt» model creates the preconditions for long-term organiza-
tional viability. The key policy implication is the need to move from declarative integration to managed
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economic cooperation based on enforceable commitments, project financing, measurable KPIs, and
institutionalized performance monitoring.

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INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION AND SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP:
THE ROLE OF THE INSAN-LEILEK FOUNDATION
IN SUPPORTING MIGRANTS FROM KYRGYZSTAN

The article analyzes the social challenges faced by labor migrants from Kyrgyzstan working in Rus-
sia, as well as by their families both in the country of origin and in the host society. It is noted that
approximately one million Kyrgyz citizens are employed in Russia, highlighting the significant socio-
economic importance of labor migration. Particular attention is given to the activities of the Insan-Leilek
Foundation, which studies and addresses the consequences of labor migration.

The paper examines how the organization employs social entrepreneurship mechanisms to address
social issues, combining human rights advocacy, educational initiatives, and social support with the
implementation of sustainable projects. In particular, it explores the establishment of kindergartens as
social enterprises, the provision of legal assistance to migrants’ families, educational support for children
in southern Kyrgyzstan, and assistance to women migrants through a crisis center in Moscow.

The study applies a qualitative methodology based on the analysis of open sources and semi-struc-
tured interviews with the foundation’s staff. The findings demonstrate that the integration of social en-
trepreneurship into the activities of non-profit organizations can strengthen the sustainability of social
initiatives and expand support mechanisms for migrant communities. The case of the Insan-Leilek Foun-
dation illustrates how income-generating social projects can be reinvested to finance humanitarian pro-
grams and protect vulnerable groups.

The central research question of the article is how social entrepreneurship addresses the social
problems faced by labor migrants and their families in Kyrgyzstan and Russia. The theoretical framework
draws on approaches from international migration studies and social entrepreneurship. The empirical
basis of the study consists primarily of semi-structured interviews with the foundation’s staff and open-
source data.

Introduction

International labour migration is an essential
part of global socioeconomic processes. Accord-
ing to the International Organization for Migration
(IOM), in 2020, there were more than 281 million
international migrants worldwide, more than half of
whom were labour migrants (IOM, 2022). In 2024,
the number of international migrants was 304 mil-
lion, of whom 48% were women (Migration Data
Portal, 2025). Amid growing economic inequality,
limited labour market opportunities, and political
and climate crises, moving abroad in search of work
is a survival strategy for millions of people (IOM,
2022).

Labour migration makes a significant contribu-
tion to the economies of destination countries by
filling labour shortages, simultaneously support-
ing migrants’ families in their countries of origin
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through remittances. According to the World Bank,
such remittances to low- and middle-income coun-
tries amounted to US$626 billion in 2022 (World
Bank, 2022) and US$ 857 billion in 2023 (Migra-
tion Data Portal, 2025). The labour migrants in
many countries face limited access to legal, social,
and health protections (IOM, 2017), as well as hu-
man trafficking victims, around 223,000 people in
2022-2023, among whom 71% were women, 73,000
were missing, and 44 million were asylum seekers
(Migration Data Portal, 2025). Moreover, the chal-
lenges associated with labour migration affect not
only the migrants themselves but also their family
members, especially children, for whom separation
from their parents has a negative psychological im-
pact. The prolonged parental absence disrupts emo-
tional bonds within the family and can contribute to
psychological difficulties in children, especially if
other social problems coexist within the household
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(Zhao et al., 2018). All these factors directly impact
the well-being of both migrants and their families.

Labour migration has remained a key socioeco-
nomic trend in Kyrgyzstan. According to an IOM
report based on data from the National Statistical
Committee of Kyrgyzstan, 876,883 people were
abroad in 2022, primarily for employment. The mi-
gration problem is particularly acute in the southern
regions, Batken, Jalal-Abad, and Osh, where up to
40% of the working-age population is temporarily
absent due to internal or external migration. 79% of
Kyrgyz migrants were in the Russian Federation.
Residents cite low wages, job shortages, financial
difficulties, debt, and a general lack of economic
prospects as the main reasons for leaving the coun-
try (IOM, 2023). One of the primary reasons for
Kyrgyzstan’s accession to the Eurasian Economic
Union was to support migrants working in EAEU
member states. The first years of Kyrgyzstan’s par-
ticipation in the EAEU yielded mixed results: on the
one hand, it improved conditions for migrants, which
led to growth in remittances and FDI; on the other
hand, it reduced trade with EAEU countries (Nich-
arapova, 2021). From 2015 to 2022, the number of
Kyrgyz migrant workers in Russia increased from
400,000 to over 1 million, and in 2023, remittances
from Russia to Kyrgyzstan reached USD 2.7 billion,
accounting for 26.5% of Kyrgyzstan’s annual GDP.
Kyrgyzstan is heavily reliant on remittances from
migrant workers (Nicharapova, 2024). In 2024, total
remittance to Kyrgyzstan was US$2.99 billion, a 10
per cent increase from 2023 (I0OM, 2025).

In our article, we discuss the Insan-Leilek Pub-
lic Foundation, which was founded in August 2000
in the Batken Region to address the challenges faced
by Kyrgyz labour migrants working in Russia. This
Foundation arose in response to increasing labor
migration from Kyrgyzstan’s southern regions and
the associated need for social and legal support and
was founded by a group of activists seeking to build
a sustainable mechanism to assist labor migrants
facing various difficulties abroad. Today, the foun-
dation’s activities extend to the entire country and
Russia. The organization has a central office in the
Batken Region and a branch in Bishkek, allowing it
to coordinate its work at the national level and main-
tain constant communication with migrant commu-
nities across the region (Interview with the Insan-
Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).

According to the Insan-Leilek team (2025), the
organization focuses on ensuring access to legal sup-
port, legal information, and protection mechanisms
for people facing social vulnerability during migra-
tion. The foundation’s work is based on the princi-

ples of human rights, respect for human dignity, and
the promotion of fair working and living conditions
for all categories of migrants. The foundation’s ac-
tivities encompass both direct support for migrants
and educational, research, and partnership work
(Interview with the Insan-Leilek Foundation Team,
2025). We aim to analyze the role of social enter-
prises in addressing social issues in Kyrgyzstan, us-
ing the Insan-Leilek Foundation as a case study. Our
main research question is: How does social entre-
preneurship assist address the social issues faced by
labor migrants and their families in Kyrgyzstan and
Russia? Our methodology is qualitative, based on an
analysis of open sources and semi-structured inter-
views with the Insan-Leilek Foundation team. Most
of our article is based on interviews conducted with
the Leilek-Insan Team within the /mpactSE project
funded by the US Embassy in Bishkek.

Findings/Discussion

Activities of the Insan-Leilek Foundation for
supporting migrants

Insan-Leilek has several activities that support
migrants. One of the foundation’s tools for rapid le-
gal support is a hotline for migrants that operates
in both Kyrgyzstan and the Russian Federation.
Through it, the foundation’s lawyers provide free
consultations on migration law, document process-
ing, registration in the registry of controlled persons,
and pre-departure preparation. Consultations are
conducted remotely, which is especially important
for those without access to in-person legal assistance.
In addition to one-time requests, the hotline regu-
larly receives inquiries from citizens whose rights
have been violated, and lawyers assist and provide
support during administrative or judicial proceed-
ings. Thus, the hotline serves not only as a com-
munication channel but also as a tool for promptly
responding to specific violations (Interview with the
Insan-Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).

In July 2023, with the support of the Insan-Leilek
Public Foundation and in partnership with the Em-
bassy of the Kyrgyz Republic in the Russian Federa-
tion, the first crisis centre for female migrants from
Kyrgyzstan was launched. The centre, located at the
diplomatic mission in Moscow, is designed to assist
women in difficult situations abroad, including vic-
tims of domestic violence, psychological pressure,
human trafficking, and other forms of vulnerability.
The initiative is the result of a Memorandum of Un-
derstanding signed between the foundation and the
Kyrgyzdipservice State Enterprise under the Office
of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic. The centre
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can simultaneously provide temporary shelter for up
to nine women, who receive legal and psychologi-
cal assistance during their stay. Assistance in return-
ing home is provided through diplomatic channels
(Interview with the Insan-Leilek Foundation Team,
2025).

Men Kochmon hubs operate in several towns in
the Batken region and serve as a space where poten-
tial migrants and their family members can obtain
up-to-date information on labor migration, including
legal issues, working conditions, safety concerns,
and life in destination countries. The hubs focus on
women migrants and provide training in digital and
professional skills, raising awareness and prepar-
ing them for employment abroad. Thanks to their
geographical accessibility, the hubs become points
of initial information and preventative support for
those considering migration as a life strategy. The
implementation of this initiative was made possible
by funding from the European Union’s BOMCA 10
grant programmes, which aim to strengthen cross-
border cooperation, and is carried out in partnership
with the International Centre for Migration Policy
Development (Interview with the Insan-Leilek
Foundation Team, 2025).

The Insan-Leilek Foundation conducts research
into current developments in migration. From March
to August 2024, this Foundation conducted research,
“Europe — A New Destination for Kyrgyz Migrants
in Russia,” jointly with the Friedrich-Ebert-Stiftung,
to analyze the possibilities of European countries as
destinations for Kyrgyz citizens (Interview with the
Insan-Leilek Foundation Team, 2025). In addition
to other activities, educational activities are con-
sidered a vital component of support for migrants.
Through educational events, training sessions, and
information modules, the foundation strives to in-
crease legal literacy among both citizens planning
to leave for work and professionals working with
migrant communities. These efforts aim to set ex-
pectations about labour migration, reduce the risk of
exploitation, and disseminate verified information
about migrants’ rights and opportunities. Further-
more, the foundation participates in training public
service employees. In collaboration with the Minis-
try of Digital Development, a seminar was held for
mobile groups of public service centers to identify
and counsel potential labour migrants and victims
of forced labour. One of the foundation’s education-
al activities is supporting female deputies of local
councils: raising their awareness and strengthening
their role in decision-making and local commu-
nity development (Interview with the Insan-Leilek
Foundation Team, 2025).
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In addition to offline events, the foundation
maintains an active presence on social media plat-
forms, YouTube, Instagram, and Facebook. These
channels have an educational function; they regular-
ly publish videos, texts, and training videos in Rus-
sian and Kyrgyz. These topics cover a wide range
of issues related to labour migration, labour rights,
social protection, and risk prevention.

Insan-Leilek as Social Enterprise

The Insan-Leylek Foundation’s activities are
primarily supported by a network of partnerships,
including both international organizations and na-
tional structures. The main donors of the Founda-
tion are Friedrich Ebert Foundation, UNDP, the
Solidarity Center, the European Union, the Inter-
national Center for Migration Policy Development
(ICMPD), Hungarian Interchurch Aid (HIA), the
Soros Foundation-Kyrgyzstan, and the UN World
Food Programme (WFP).

Since 2018, the Foundation has begun develop-
ing an initiative that not only addresses social issues
but also partially covers operating expenses. This
approach helps strengthen financial sustainability
and reduce dependence on external funding. An ex-
ample of an internal sustainability strategy is the
creation of two preschools working as social enter-
prises. These pre-schools aim to expand access to
high-quality preschool education for migrant work-
er families, partially covering operating costs, such
as the cost of maintaining a crisis center in Moscow.

According to theoretical approaches, social en-
trepreneurship is the process of recognising a social
problem and “using entrepreneurial skills to orga-
nise, create, and manage a venture to bring about
social change” (Nteere, 2012). Social entrepreneurs
focus on “developing social impact, social change,
and social transformation” and focus on attaining a
social mission (Raghda, 2013). In order not to de-
pend on external donors and make their activities
sustainable, social enterprises make strategic moves
to sponsor their activities by developing profitable
actions in their non-profit activities (Nicholls, 2006;
Dees, 1998), or by for-profit projects (Cleveland and
Anderson, 2001), or through cross-partnerhips with
commercial companies (Nicholls, 2006). In the case
of Foundation, they developed for-profit activities
and projects to remain sustainable. Below, we dis-
cuss some of them.

The first children’s center founded by the /nsan-
Leilek Foundation opened in 2018 in Razzakov, Bat-
ken region. The kindergarten, called “Myrzaim,” was
created through the foundation team’s participation in
the “Change the World Around You” social entrepre-
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neurship competition, organized by the University of
Central Asia with the support of the Coca-Cola Foun-
dation. Winning the competition provided the seed
funding necessary to launch the facility. The project
was conceived as a social enterprise, combining an
educational mission with financial sustainability, and
aimed at addressing limited access to preschool edu-
cation for children from migrant worker families and
other socially vulnerable groups. Currently, 40% of
children attend kindergarten on a socially subsidized
basis: for these families, the monthly fee is 2,000
soms, while the full cost of a commercial place is
5,000 soms. This model simultaneously provides ac-
cess to education for vulnerable groups and maintains
the institution’s partial financial autonomy. “It gener-
ates income, which allows us to maintain a shelter for
migrant women in Moscow... It’s a fantastic system
of sustainability. But we knew it wasn’t enough, be-
cause our organization, like all other NGOs in Kyr-
gyzstan, faces periods between projects when we
lack funding. So, we decided to launch a new kinder-
garten” (Interview with the Insan-Leilek Foundation
Team, 2025).

In January 2024, the Foundation opened its sec-
ond preschool, the Aidanek Kindergarten and Edu-
cational Center, located in the center of Razzakov
town. With a capacity of up to 80 children aged 1
to 7, it offers a nine-hour day-care program. The
core educational program is implemented in accor-
dance with the Nariste' national preschool education
standard. It includes a wide range of developmental
activities as well as meals and classes in English,
music, art, and sports. This is an inclusive space,
open to children with special educational needs. In
addition to the core program, short-term services are
offered for a fee: speech therapist assessments and
support, individual lessons, and sensory rooms. Its
opening was made possible by the support of the
Nama Foundation and was held on land owned by
the Insan-Leylek Foundation. Currently, over 200
children are enrolled in the foundation’s two pre-
schools. The migration of parents abroad leaves
children in the care of their mothers or other relatives
and often results in a lack of attention, structured
learning, and a stable developmental environment.
Both institutions complement each other, creating a
sustainable model for early childhood support in a

! The Nariste program (480 hours) is the official preschool
program for children in Kyrgyzstan, which focuses on develop-
ing social skills and cognitive processes.

region vulnerable to migration. Their activities not
only expand educational coverage but also reduce
social inequality, strengthen family stability, and
create a favourable environment for the develop-
ment of the most vulnerable children (Interview
with the Insan-Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).

Both preschools operate on the principles of
social entrepreneurship, combining an educational
mission with partial self-financing. Myrzaim uses a
cross-subsidization model: parents who pay the com-
mercial fee effectively subsidize children’s education
for vulnerable migrant families. This system not only
expands coverage but also reduces dependence on ex-
ternal funding. The Aydanek Center strengthens the
foundation’s sustainability plan by commencing new
educational and inclusive practices.

The funds from the preschools are used to fi-
nance the foundation’s women’s crisis center in
Moscow, covering the salaries of a lawyer and a
social worker, food, and utilities. The foundation’s
kindergarten projects serve as a financial support for
other programs. This clearly demonstrates how in-
come generated within a social structure can be re-
invested in supporting vulnerable groups, creating a
holistic model in which economic activity becomes
a tool for social impact. Building on partnerships,
human rights-based approaches, and a deep under-
standing of community needs, the foundation has
gradually integrated social entrepreneurship into its
strategy, expanding both its impact modalities and
funding sources.

Challenges and Opportunities

One of the key challenges the Insan-Leilek
Foundation faces in developing its social enterpris-
es is limited internal expertise in entrepreneurship.
The organization was initially formed as a human
rights and humanitarian organization focused on
providing legal and social support to migrant work-
ers. Accordingly, the team’s professional compe-
tencies have traditionally focused on human rights
advocacy, case support, and educational and out-
reach initiatives. However, launching and sustain-
ably developing social enterprises, especially in a
competitive marketplace, requires a different set of
competencies, from strategic management and fi-
nancial modelling to marketing, customer service,
and operations management. A lack of these com-
petencies hinders growth, reduces the effectiveness
of management decisions, and complicates position-
ing in the educational services market. “We still lack
knowledge in the areas of enterprise, business, sales,
marketing, and so on” (Interview with the Insan-
Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).
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Furthermore, the foundation’s representatives
emphasize that a lack of entreprenecurial expertise
directly limits their participation in investment ini-
tiatives. As a result, the organization is forced to
forego a significant portion of potential opportuni-
ties that could contribute to the development and
scaling of existing initiatives. “Unfortunately, be-
cause we are a non-profit organization, we lack the
human resources to develop investment projects;
that is, we lack expertise” (Interview with the Insan-
Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).

The foundation’s team is facing increasing com-
petition from home-based kindergartens, legalized
as part of government policy to expand access to pre-
school education. Simplified licensing and oversight
requirements have contributed to the rapid growth
of kindergartens and reshaped the local education-
al services market. On the one hand, it stimulates
women’s employment, increases system flexibility,
and improves families’ economic situation. On the
other hand, the emergence of many new players cre-
ates direct competition with more structured institu-
tions, such as the foundation’s kindergartens. As a
result, the organization needs to revise its competi-
tive strategies to not only maintain its social mission
but also strengthen the economic sustainability of its
social enterprises. “The government is currently do-
ing a lot to address the issue of access to preschool
education. Many home-based kindergartens have
appeared. On the one hand, this is great. But on the
other hand, this has created more competition for us,
and this has certainly impacted our attendance and
occupancy rates” (Interview with the Insan-Leilek
Foundation Team, 2025).

Another significant challenge is the shortage
of qualified teaching staff, particularly acute at the
Aydanek Inclusive Center, which, in addition to
implementing a basic educational program, incor-
porates elements of the Montessori method and
provides specialized services for children with spe-
cial educational needs. As noted in the interview
(2025), access to relevant specialists in Razzakov
town is minimal, making recruitment a complex
and resource-intensive task. The organization as-
sumes responsibility for training and professional
development for new employees, which increases
the team’s workload and slows growth. The qual-
ity of teaching is a key factor in gaining parental
trust; staff instability poses a risk to both education-
al effectiveness and financial sustainability. “There
is a real shortage of experts. We wanted to open a
kindergarten that could also accommodate children
with special needs. We couldn’t find specialists.
We hire staff and train them ourselves”. Another
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significant challenge is the underdeveloped digital
infrastructure and the lack of automated processes
in managing preschool institutions. During the first
years of operation, payment collection and account-
ing were handled manually. The lack of automated
tools, such as CRM systems and electronic payment
platforms, made payment and document manage-
ment vulnerable and ineffective, especially as the
number of customers grew (Interview with Insan-
Leylek Foundation Team, 2025).

Finally, the limited number of acceleration and
investment initiatives aimed at supporting social en-
trepreneurship in Kyrgyzstan remains a significant
constraint. For projects like the Insan-Leilek Foun-
dation’s preschool centres, this means limited op-
portunities to scale, innovate, and expand beyond
the local context. As the Foundation’s experience
shows, a lack of competencies in business planning,
marketing, or operational management significantly
limits their potential for growth and sustainability.
In this regard, developing targeted ecosystem solu-
tions, such as acceleration platforms, social impact
funds, and public-private partnership instruments,
is crucial. They can provide organizations not only
with initial support but also with guidance through-
out the growth stages, providing access to educa-
tional programs, institutional expertise, and invest-
ment resources with a social mandate. Creating such
conditions would be an essential step toward trans-
forming initiatives that have proven effective into
sustainable, scalable social enterprises (Interview
with Insan-Leilek Foundation team, 2025).

Despite the identified challenges, the Insan-
Leilek Foundation’s social entrepreneurship has re-
vealed several opportunities. One key opportunity to
contribute to the Foundation’s financial sustainabil-
ity in social entrepreneurship is the tax exemption
under Kyrgyz law. In accordance with Article 239
of the Tax Code, “preschool educational organiza-
tions established based on private ownership” are
exempt from income tax (Ministry of Justice of the
Kyrgyz Republic, 2022). This provision directly ap-
plies to the Foundation’s kindergartens registered as
private institutions. This tax exemption significantly
reduces the financial burden, allowing more resourc-
es to be directed toward infrastructure development,
subsidizing preferential places, and covering operat-
ing expenses. This assistance plays a critical role in
guaranteeing the project’s sustainability (Interview
with Insan-Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).

In addition to external support measures, the
foundation’s internal resources, developed through
its human rights activities, are essential to sustain-
ing and developing its social entrepreneurship. Kin-
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dergartens operating as social enterprises receive
organizational and legal support from the founda-
tion’s main structure, enabling them to leverage its
existing infrastructure. One such resource is legal
assistance: in-house lawyers who handle migrants’
requests also provide advice on the business and
legal activities of preschool institutions. This helps
reduce administrative costs, simplify the paperwork
process, and ensure the legal integrity of social en-
terprises’ operations. “We currently have no legal
difficulties. We have a lawyer at the foundation who
helps us resolve legal issues, find legal gaps, and en-
sure everything is properly formalized” (Interview
with the Insan-Leylek Foundation Team, 2025).

Another essential organizational resource for the
foundation is its dedicated Fundraising department,
which systematically seeks donor and partner sup-
port, including opportunities aligned with social ini-
tiatives. It facilitates the foundation’s participation
in competitions, negotiates with international or-
ganizations, and formulates cooperation proposals,
thereby creating a strategic foundation for both hu-
manitarian and entrepreneurial projects (Interview
with the Insan-Leylek Foundation Team). Thus, the
social enterprises created by the foundation are not
independent and isolated entities, but rather part of
a broader institutional ecosystem. Their integration
into the foundation’s overall organizational archi-
tecture provides administrative, legal, and strategic
support, enhancing their resilience and reducing
their vulnerability to both internal and external risks.

Participation in local professional networking
is becoming an additional resource for the sustain-
ability initiatives. Although the Insan-Leylek Foun-
dation is not yet part of national or international
social entrepreneurship networks. Such networking
connections, even if local, create space for profes-
sional dialogue, coordination, and the development
of standard guidelines, for example, on service qual-
ity, communication with parents, or administration.
Meetings within this network allow for discussing
pressing issues, seeking joint solutions, and imple-
menting elements of standardization that might
otherwise be unavailable (Interview with the Insan-
Leilek Foundation Team, 2025).

In addition to localized collaboration mecha-
nisms, access to educational and mentoring programs
that strengthen managerial and entrepreneurial com-
petencies remains essential for the development
and sustainability of social entrepreneurship within
organizations such as the Insan-Leilek Foundation.
The interview (2025) emphasizes that participation
in initiatives that combine financial and technical
support helps partially compensate for this gap.

Such programs provide not only grant funding but
also valuable support, consultations, training ses-
sions, and joint development of marketing solutions.

Conclusion

The story of the Insan-Leilek Foundation dem-
onstrates how a human rights organization, formed
in response to the social challenges of labour mi-
gration, can seamlessly integrate a social entrepre-
neurship model into its work. Without abandoning
its humanitarian mission, the foundation expanded
its toolkit by opening kindergartens as social enter-
prises. These institutions instantaneously address
pressing issues of access to preschool education in
a migration-vulnerable region and help ensure the
organization’s partial financial sustainability. This
integration of social and entrepreneurial logic has
enabled the foundation not only to maintain stability
amid fluctuating external funding but also to create
mechanisms for internal resource reinvestment to
support a women’s crisis center in Moscow.

Furthermore, the foundation’s social entrepre-
neurship model is built on a well-designed cross-
subsidization system that balances the social mis-
sion with the target audience’s financial capacity.
It demonstrates that sustainable forms of social as-
sistance are possible even with limited resources,
with a strategic approach, local rootedness, and in-
stitutional readiness for development. Importantly,
while providing accessible services to vulnerable
groups, the foundation is developing new approach-
es to preschool education, expanding both the scope
and content of its programs. This demonstrates the
model’s flexibility and its potential to innovate and
adapt to meet the community’s diverse needs. Also,
this experience can serve as a benchmark for other
nonprofits seeking to integrate elements of entre-
preneurship into their activities without losing their
social focus.

At the same time, the foundation’s experience
highlights that the sustainability of such initiatives
remains vulnerable without systematic external
support. Key constraints include a lack of entrepre-
neurial skills within the team, personnel challenges,
weak digital infrastructure, increasing competition
from home-based childcare centers, and limited ac-
cess to acceleration and investment mechanisms in
the country. Opportunities, however, include tax in-
centives, participation in educational and grant pro-
grams, internal resources such as legal support and
fundraising, and engagement in local professional
networks. All these elements form the foundation
for sustainable growth, which requires a compre-

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LEGAL BASIS AND PROSPECTS OF INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION BETWEEN KAZAKHSTAN AND CHINA
IN THE FIELD OF PROTECTION THE RIGHTS OF TOURISTS

The purpose of the study was to analyse the legal and regulatory framework and assess the possi-
bilities for developing international cooperation between Kazakhstan and China to protect the rights of
tourists. The study used a comparative analysis of legal acts, an analysis of intergovernmental agreements
regulating the tourism sector, as well as a content analysis of reports of government agencies and indus-
try associations. The paper examines the main mechanisms of legal regulation of tourist rights protec-
tion in Kazakhstan and China. The study analysed the effectiveness of existing institutional mechanisms
of cooperation, in particular the functioning of the Kazakhstan-China Tourism Forum and joint border
coordination groups operating under bilateral agreements. The study identified key problems, including
insufficient coordination between national consumer protection authorities, the lack of a unified sys-
tem for administrative review of tourist complaints, and difficulties with judicial settlement of disputes,
which causes significant financial and time costs for tourists. It was found that a significant number of
conflict situations are resolved through the mechanisms of self-regulation of the tourism business and
out-of-court dispute resolution, in particular with the participation of industry associations and insur-
ance companies. Prospects for cooperation were analysed, including the possibility of creating a single
electronic database of tourist complaints between Kazakhstan and China, harmonizing travel insurance
standards, and expanding alternative dispute resolution mechanisms, including international arbitration.
Effective legal regulation of tourism activities is an important factor in the development of cross-border
tourism and ensuring its sustainability, and the introduction of coordinated mechanisms for protecting
the rights of tourists will help increase confidence in the tourism market and strengthen bilateral relations
between Kazakhstan and China.

Introduction

The topic of the legal framework and prospects
for international cooperation between Kazakhstan
and China is particularly relevant in the context of
growing tourist flows and the globalisation of the
tourism market. The intensification of tourism ex-
changes between the two countries necessitates the
development of effective legal mechanisms that en-
sure both the safety of travellers and the protection
of their rights and freedoms. This issue reflects a
broader trend of increasing interdependence in in-
ternational tourism and highlights the need for co-
ordinated legal solutions to cross-border challenges.

However, the current cooperation between Kazakh-
stan and China in the tourism sector still faces sev-
eral problems, including insufficient harmonisation
of legal standards, bureaucratic difficulties in visa
processes, and a lack of clearly defined procedures
for protecting tourists’ rights in the event of viola-
tions. This study aims to examine the existing le-
gal framework of bilateral cooperation, identify key
challenges, and outline potential avenues for im-
proving the mechanisms that govern the protection
of travellers’ rights.

In the study by A. Mussabayeva et al. (2024)
and Q. Shi ef al. (2024) examines the issue of har-
monization of legal norms in the field of tourism
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between countries with different legal traditions.
The authors note that Kazakhstan and China use dif-
ferent approaches to regulating tourism activities:
Kazakhstan is guided by international standards and
the European model of tourism law, while China
uses a more centralized approach with strict state
regulations. This makes it difficult to develop uni-
fied mechanisms for protecting the rights of tourists
within the framework of bilateral cooperation.

According to a study by Z. Chen (2020), one
of the main challenges in the field of international
tourism law is to ensure effective protection of tour-
ists’ rights in the event of breach of contract or force
majeure. The author emphasizes that it is necessary
to improve the mechanisms of judicial and pre-trial
settlement of tourism disputes, in particular by es-
tablishing a joint arbitration centre or a specialized
mediation service.

G. Makenova et al. (2020) emphasize that an
important challenge is the issue of the responsibility
of tour operators for the quality of services provided.
In many countries, including China and Kazakhstan,
there are no clear legal mechanisms regulating the
liability of tour operators in the event of poor qual-
ity services or changes in the terms of the tourism
product. This creates situations where tourists face
violations of their rights, but do not have effective
legal tools to protect their interests.

As noted by A. Kalkabayev (2024) notes that
digitalization and the use of artificial intelligence
technologies to monitor the observance of tour-
ist rights play a significant role in the protection of
tourist rights. The introduction of digital complaint
registration mechanisms and online compensation
systems helps to increase the effectiveness of human
rights mechanisms. Similarly, B. Shilibekova et al.
(2024) emphasize that digitalization is transforming
tourism by reshaping its organization and techno-
logical infrastructure.

Research by Y. Chen et al. (2022) indicates that
interstate cooperation in the field of tourism largely
depends on political factors. The authors emphasize
that Kazakhstan and China have different models
of state regulation of tourism, which can create dif-
ficulties in developing common approaches to pro-
tecting the rights of tourists. At the same time, the
political will of both countries to strengthen tourism
ties opens up opportunities for adapting their legal
systems to international standards.

Based on a study by A. Sultanova & G. llyas-
sova (2022), an important aspect of international
tourism law is to ensure effective protection of tour-
ists’ rights in the event of breach of contractual ob-
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ligations or force majeure. The authors emphasize
the need to create transparent legal mechanisms that
allow tourists to seek compensation or damages
without complicated legal procedures. In particular,
it is important to develop standards for establishing
liability for violations of tourists’ rights by both tour
operators and public authorities.

The problem of the analysed studies is that, de-
spite the comprehensive coverage of certain aspects
of legal regulation of international tourism coopera-
tion between Kazakhstan and China, most scientific
works focus on general issues of harmonization of
legislation, liability of tour operators and digitaliza-
tion of tourism, without paying sufficient attention
to a number of critical topics. In particular, the legal
features of the implementation of mechanisms for
cross-border protection of tourists’ rights in case of
violation of their rights in the territory of another
state, the role of consular offices in resolving con-
flict situations, and the lack of analysis of judicial
and administrative practice in tourism disputes be-
tween citizens of Kazakhstan and China remain out-
side the field of research. In addition, certain aspects
of the political and legal interaction between the par-
ties in the field of tourism security have not received
adequate coverage, in particular in the context of
interaction between border and migration services.
The study partially fills these gaps by focusing on a
comprehensive analysis of the legal framework for
bilateral cooperation, mechanisms for protecting the
rights of tourists in the border, visa and post-conflict
contexts, as well as on assessing the institutional po-
tential for further deepening the legal dialogue be-
tween Kazakhstan and China in the field of tourism.

The purpose of this paper was to analyse the le-
gal framework for Kazakhstan—China cooperation
in protecting tourist rights and to identify key chal-
lenges and development prospects. To achieve this
goal, the author will study the legislative framework
of the two countries, assess the effectiveness of in-
ternational agreements in the field of tourism, anal-
yse the key issues arising in the field of protection
of tourist rights, and propose possible ways to im-
prove the legal mechanism of cooperation between
Kazakhstan and China.

Materials and methods

This paper employs two research methods: lit-
erature analysis and empirical analysis.

Literature analysis method — This article,
through a review of relevant legal documents and
secondary research materials, points out the defi-
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ciencies in the current laws in protecting the rights
of cross-border tourists and suggests corresponding
ways to improve them.

Empirical Analysis — This paper statistically an-
alyzes tourist data between Kazakhstan and China
and explores the relationship between tourist vol-
ume and legal integrity.

Literature review

This study applies a comprehensive approach
to analysing the legal framework and prospects
for international cooperation between Kazakhstan
and China in the field of tourist protection. At the
first stage, a comparative legal analysis was ap-
plied to collect and systematize data on existing
bilateral agreements, memoranda, and regulations
governing the protection of tourist rights between
Kazakhstan and China. Particular attention was
paid to the legal mechanisms laid down in such
agreement the Agreement on Simplified Border
Crossing (Agreement on China-Kazakhstan bor-
der ports and their management system, 2023) and
analysis of the communiqué of agreements as the
Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation
in the Field of Tourism (The State Council of the
People’s Republic of China, 2019). In addition, the
study analyses the participation of Kazakhstan and
China in international organizations such as the
United Nations World Tourism Organization (UN-
WTO) and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization
(SCO), which provide a common legal framework
for tourism regulation (Adopted at the 2nd session
of the standing committee of the 12th National
People’s Congress Tourism Law of the People’s
Republic of China, 2017).

In the second stage, an institutional analysis was
conducted to assess the differences in the approaches
of Kazakhstan and China to the protection of tourist
rights within their different legal systems. This anal-
ysis focuses on jurisdictional issues and problems of
harmonization of legal standards. The role of state
authorities in law enforcement and dispute resolu-
tion mechanisms was analysed. The effectiveness
of out-of-court mechanisms, including arbitration
and consumer protection institutions. The report by
the Astana International Financial Centre (AIFC,
2024) provided insights into the functioning of in-
ternational arbitration in Kazakhstan, with emphasis
on accessibility for foreign and domestic parties in
tourism-related disputes. The annual report of the
Beijing Arbitration Commission (2025) highlighted
procedural innovations in resolving transnational

consumer conflicts, particularly in the tourism and
hospitality sectors. Legislative materials compiled
by the Institute of Legislation and Legal Information
of Kazakhstan (2024) were instrumental in mapping
the national legal framework for out-of-court dis-
pute resolution, while the strategic program of the
Ministry of Tourism and Sports of the Republic of
Kazakhstan (2024) identified institutional priorities
and ongoing reforms in consumer rights protection
within the tourism industry.

The third step used political and economic
analysis to examine how factors such as geopoliti-
cal tensions and trade relations affect the develop-
ment of legal frameworks for tourism cooperation.
A comparative institutional analysis was conducted
to assess government initiatives, joint commissions,
and private sector participation, including the role
of travel agencies, insurance companies, and indus-
try associations in protecting the rights of tourists.
The study also examined promising legal strategies,
such as the introduction of a single electronic data-
base for tourist complaints (China Justice Observer,
(2023); The Ministry of Tourism and Sports of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, (2024)).

In Kazakhstan, the main legal document is the
Law “On Tourism Activities in the Republic of
Kazakhstan” (Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan
dated June 13, 2001 No. 211-II ..., 2025), which es-
tablishes the rights and obligations of suppliers and
consumers of tourism services, and also outlines the
mechanisms of state regulation. In China, tourism is
regulated by the “Tourism Law of the People’s Re-
public of China” (Adopted at the 2nd session of the
standing committee of the 12th National People’s
Congress Tourism Law of the People’s Republic of
China, 2017), which also ensures the rights of tour-
ists, defines clear terms of contracts, and regulates
the behavior of travel agencies. In addition, both
countries have separate legal acts regulating the sta-
tus of foreigners: the Law of Kazakhstan “On the
Legal Status of Foreigners” (Law of the Republic
of Kazakhstan of June 19, 1995 No. 2337..., 2024)
defines the legal framework for the stay, rights
and obligations of foreign citizens, including tour-
ists, while the Exit and Entry Administration Law
of the People’s Republic of China (Exit and Entry
Administration Law of the People’s Republic of
China, 2019) regulates the visa regime, administra-
tive procedures and conditions of stay of foreigners.
By integrating these methodological approaches, the
study provides an in-depth understanding of the le-
gal mechanisms governing tourism cooperation be-
tween Kazakhstan and China, and offers recommen-
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dations for improving international legal standards
in the field of tourist protection.

Discussion

Kazakhstan and China have developed a com-
prehensive contractual and legal framework govern-
ing bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism. Over
the past ten years (2015-2025), several key docu-
ments have been signed aimed at expanding tourist
flows, eliminating administrative barriers, and creat-
ing mechanisms for the legal protection of tourists.
Among them: the Agreement on Mutual Abolition
of Visa Requirements (The Agreement between
the Government..., 2023), which simplified cross-
border mobility for citizens of both countries, the
Joint Declaration on a New Stage of Comprehensive
Strategic Partnership of 2015 (Joint Declaration on
a New Stage of Comprehensive ..., 2015), which
emphasizes the importance of people-to-people ex-
changes and the development of tourism, Memoran-
dum of Understanding on Deepening Cooperation
on the China-EU Trans-Caspian Transport Lines
(Memorandum of Understanding on Deepening...,
2023)

The long-term strategic partnership between
Kazakhstan and China, enshrined in the Joint Dec-
laration on New Stage of Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership in 2015 (Joint Declaration on New Stage
of Comprehensive Strategic Partnership Between
the People’s Republic of China and the Republic
of Kazakhstan, 2015), created the preconditions for
deepening cooperation in the tourism sector. The
document contains general provisions on economic
integration, including the development of tourism
infrastructure, stimulating investment in the hotel
business, expanding transport accessibility, and sim-
plifying border crossing procedures. Further consol-
idation of the strategic partnership in the context of
tourism took place in 2019, when the presidents of
Kazakhstan and China reached an agreement to ex-
pand tourism cooperation within the framework of
a long-term strategic partnership at the Second Fo-
rum for International Cooperation “One Belt, One
Road” (The State Council of the People’s Republic
of China, 2019). Within the framework of this meet-
ing, the parties confirmed their intention to increase
the number of tourist exchanges, develop infrastruc-
ture for joint tourism projects, and simplify border
crossing conditions. As part of the implementation
of the agreements, the “Year of Tourism of Kazakh-
stan in China” was officially opened in Beijing the
same year, which included a number of joint events,
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including tourism exhibitions, cultural festivals, and
business meetings between representatives of the
tourism business of the two countries. In addition,
an intergovernmental agreement was signed to har-
monize policies in the tourism sector, in particular,
in the areas of simplifying the issuance of group
tourist visas and establishing direct flights between
the main tourist centres of Kazakhstan and China.

The intergovernmental agreement on the mu-
tual abolition of visa requirements signed in 2023
provides for the right of citizens of both countries
to make short-term trips without the need to obtain
a visa (The State Council of the People’s Republic
of China, 2023). It entered into force on November
10, 2023 and allows Kazakh and Chinese citizens
to stay in the territory of another state for up to 30
days without additional permits. This document is
key in reducing bureaucratic restrictions for tourists
and helps to increase the number of mutual visits.
Its implementation has led to a significant increase
in tourist flows between the two countries. Accord-
ing to the Border Guard Service of Kazakhstan and
Kazinform, the number of Chinese tourists who vis-
ited Kazakhstan increased from 18,000 in 2022 to
367,000 in 2023, a 20-fold increase. In 2024, this
upward trend continued, with the number of Chi-
nese tourists visiting Kazakhstan increasing by an-
other 50% (Kazinform, 2024). Data from the Min-
istry of Sports and Tourism of Kazakhstan show
that between January and June 2024, 69,918 Chi-
nese tourists visited Kazakhstan, making them the
second-largest group of foreign visitors during this
period (The Ministry of Tourism and Sports of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, 2024) (Tab. 1). Converse-
ly, the number of Kazakhstani tourists travelling to
China has also increased significantly. From 2023
to 2024, the number of trips by Kazakh citizens to
China increased to 217,000, reflecting the mutual
benefits of the visa-free agreement (The State Coun-
cil of the People’s Republic of China, 2024). This
statistic emphasizes the significant impact of the vi-
sa-free agreement on enhancing tourism exchanges
between China and Kazakhstan.

However, the agreement does not contain any
mechanisms for resolving disputes over violations
of tourists’ rights, which remains a problematic
aspect in the event of consumer conflicts. The ab-
sence of provisions on the procedure for filing and
reviewing complaints, determining the responsible
authority, and compensation procedures creates
legal uncertainty for citizens of both countries. In
case of violation of tourists’ rights, such as refus-
al to provide paid services, inadequate quality of
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tourist services or fraud, the lack of direct dispute
resolution mechanisms under the agreement forces
victims to turn to national legal systems, which is

In 2024, Kazakhstan declared the Year of Tour-
ism in China, which was an important milestone in
strengthening tourism ties between the two coun-
tries. The official opening took place on March 28-
29 in Beijing with the participation of high-ranking
officials and representatives of the tourism industry
of both countries (Kazakhstan Republics Tourism
and Sports Ministry, 2024). Over the course of the
year, more than 30 joint projects were implemented,
including cultural events, tourism forums, and exhi-
bitions aimed at popularizing Kazakhstan’s tourism
potential among Chinese citizens. The successful
celebration of the Year of Tourism laid a solid foun-
dation for the further development of cooperation in
the tourism sector between China and Kazakhstan.

Tourism cooperation between Kazakhstan and
China is a component of broader economic coop-
eration within the framework of the One Belt, One
Road initiative (Council on Foreign Relations,
2023). Considerable attention is paid to simplifying
legal procedures for tourists, which contributes to an
increase in tourist flows. In 2023, an agreement (The
Agreement between the Government..., 2023) was
signed to simplify the visa regime between the two
countries, which contributed to an 11-fold increase
in the flow of tourists (Global Times, 2024). In ad-
dition, both countries are working to harmonize the
regulatory framework in the tourism sector, includ-
ing ensuring the rights of tourists and harmonizing
service quality standards.

Kazakhstan and China actively cooperate in
the field of tourism within the framework of inter-
national organizations such as the World Tourism
Organization (UNWTO) and the Shanghai Coopera-
tion Organization (SCO). As members of the World
Tourism Organization (UNWTO), they actively
cooperate in the field of tourism, adhering to inter-
national standards and principles of sustainable de-

velopment. The UNWTO, as a specialized agency
of the United Nations, is responsible for promot-
ing responsible, sustainable and inclusive tourism.
Both countries participate in UNWTO activities and
initiatives aimed at improving the quality of tour-
ism services, protecting the rights of tourists and
developing sustainable tourism. They are obliged
to comply with the Global Code of Ethics for Tour-
ism (Resolution adopted by the General Assem-
bly 56/212..., 2002), which establishes principles
of ethical behaviour for all participants in tourism
activities. Kazakhstan and China’s participation in
the UNWTO promotes the exchange of experience
and best practices in the field of tourism, as well as
strengthening bilateral relations between the coun-
tries. Working together within the organization al-
lows them to coordinate efforts to ensure the safety
of tourists, improve the quality of services and pro-
mote cultural exchange.

Cooperation between Kazakhstan and China
within the framework of the Shanghai Coopera-
tion Organization covers a wide range of areas. The
countries regularly participate in the SCO summits
at the highest level. In July 2024, the presidents of
both countries met in Astana during the 24th SCO
summit to discuss regional security and cooperation
(Shanghai Cooperation Organization Secretariat,
2024).

Kazakhstan and China are actively developing
cultural exchange by organizing joint events, fes-
tivals, and educational programs, which promotes
mutual understanding between the peoples and
strengthens friendly relations. Cooperation within
the SCO is multifaceted and contributes to strength-
ening stability, economic development and cultural
exchange in the region. In 2023, the SCO member
states, including Kazakhstan and China, signed the
SCO Tourism Cooperation Program for 2024-2025
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(Shanghai Cooperation Organization Secretariat,
2024b), which provided for joint measures to devel-
op tourism and protect the rights of tourists.

The legislative approaches of Kazakhstan and
China to protecting the rights of tourists demon-
strate significant differences, rooted in their distinct
legal systems and national priorities. Kazakhstan, as
a country adhering to the continental (civil law) sys-
tem, bases its legal regulation of tourism on codified
acts, in particular the Law of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan “On Tourism Activities” No. 211-II dated
13 June 2001 (3akon Pecry6mmku Kazaxcran ot 13
ntoHs 2001 roma Ne 211-11..., 2025). This law clearly
defines the rights and obligations of tourism actors
and includes, for example, Article 17, which out-
lines the duties of tourism operators, and Article 20,
which defines the procedure for resolving disputes
with tourists, including the application of adminis-
trative penalties for breaches of contract.

In contrast, China follows a mixed legal sys-
tem with strong administrative-legal characteris-
tics, where the main regulatory emphasis is placed
on subordinate normative acts, regulations, and ad-
ministrative instructions issued by the State Council
and relevant ministries. One of the core documents
is the Tourism Law of the People’s Republic of
China (Adopted at the 2nd session of the standing
committee of the 12th National People’s Congress
Tourism Law of the People’s Republic of China,
2017), where Article 69 stipulates the procedure for
handling complaints by tourists, and Article 77 de-
fines the supervisory powers of tourism authorities.
However, unlike Kazakhstan’s law, China’s law
does not define tourism entrepreneurship in a uni-
fied framework, and key terminology such as “tour-
ism product,” “tourism operator,” or “tourist service
contract” may differ in scope and legal weight.

These discrepancies result in non-harmonized
legal interpretations of core concepts. For example,
while Kazakhstan’s law requires licensing for tour
operators under Article 10 (3akon PecmyOmuku
Kazaxcran ot 13 wmronst 2001 roma Ne 211-II ...,
2025), China allows operation upon registration,
without a licensing procedure of the same legal ef-
fect. This difference may create legal uncertainty for
joint Kazakh-Chinese tourism enterprises or cause
complications when tourists seek legal protection
across borders.

Kazakhstan’s Law “On Tourism Activities”
(Art. 24) (3akon PecryOnmkm Kazaxcran ot 13
ntons 2001 roma Ne 211-IT ..., 2025) provides a
clear mechanism for compensating tourist losses in
case of service failure, while the Chinese Tourism
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Law (Art. 80) (Adopted at the 2nd session of the
standing committee of the 12th National People’s
Congress Tourism Law of the People’s Republic of
China, 2017) allows for administrative fines against
companies but gives tourists fewer direct channels
for reimbursement, relying instead on internal com-
plaint resolution by companies. Such asymmetry
may negatively impact cross-border tourism flows
due to perceived legal insecurity, especially from the
side of tourists coming from countries with stronger
consumer protection mechanisms.

Thus, the lack of harmonization in tourism leg-
islation, both in conceptual and procedural dimen-
sions, may hinder the formation of a unified tourist
space between Kazakhstan and China. Differences
in complaint resolution procedures, inconsistent
obligations for tour operators, and divergent en-
forcement mechanisms contribute to uncertainty
and could reduce the attractiveness of cross-border
travel for tourists and investors alike.

The harmonization of tourist protection stan-
dards between Kazakhstan and China faces a num-
ber of legal challenges due to significant differences
in their legal systems and enforcement mechanisms.
Firstly, Kazakhstan is governed by continental law,
which provides for clearly codified rules, while
China applies a complex system of legislative and
administrative regulations that change frequently
and have regional characteristics. This complicates
the harmonization of regulations, as each party is
guided by its own approaches to legal regulation of
the tourism sector.

Second, differences in the methods of quality
control of tourism services lead to differences in
the level of consumer protection. Kazakhstan has a
unified state system of supervision over the tourism
market, which includes mechanisms for certification
and control of operators. At the same time, China’s
tourism industry is regulated by numerous depart-
mental regulations that set differentiated require-
ments depending on the region and type of service.
The absence of uniform standards makes it difficult
to mutually recognize safety guarantees and service
standards, which can pose risks to tourists.

Another problem is jurisdiction and enforcement
in cross-border disputes. In the event of a violation
of a tourist’s rights in another country, the question
arises as to the competent court, applicable law, and
the mechanism for enforcing court decisions. Dif-
ferences in consumer dispute resolution procedures
and limited access to judicial mechanisms in China
for foreigners create difficulties for Kazakhstani cit-
izens trying to assert their rights.
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The absence of bilateral agreements that would
clearly regulate the mechanisms for resolving legal
conflicts in the tourism sector increases legal uncer-
tainty and complicates access to effective protection
for tourists. Currently, there are no joint institu-
tions or special procedures that would facilitate the
prompt resolution of complaints and provide equal
guarantees for tourists from both countries. This
creates risks for the further development of tourist
flows and requires the development of new mecha-
nisms for international cooperation in the legal regu-
lation of tourism activities.

Scholars emphasize the importance of bilateral
agreements in ensuring legal protection of tourists.
The research of U. Khalid et al. (2022) indicates that
formalized agreements between states create a legal
basis for cooperation, especially in resolving cross-
border disputes and establishing common standards
of consumer protection. In particular, M. Baimu-
ratov et al. (2024) note that such agreements con-
tribute to the harmonization of legal norms, which
avoids conflicts between national laws and provides
tourists with an equal level of legal protection re-
gardless of the country of residence.

Multilateral cooperation plays an important
role in shaping the legal framework for tourist pro-
tection. Studies by W. C. Chao (2021) and H. Go
(2023) show that participation in organizations such
as the UNWTO or the SCO helps to align national
policies with global best practices. Kazakhstan and
China are members of these organizations and have
ratified key international conventions on tourist
rights. However, as noted in this study, the commit-
ment to international norms is not always reflected
in national legal systems. While China is actively
promoting mechanisms for regulating tourism with-
in the framework of the One Belt, One Road initia-
tive, Kazakhstan has limited institutional capacity to
effectively implement international obligations.

J. Zhu et al. (2021) note that Chinese tourism
diplomacy is closely linked to the development
of outbound tourism and government regulation.
China uses tourism as an economic tool based on
a legal system with socialist principles that focuses
on state control and administrative regulation. A.
Aday (2024) emphasizes that the tourism industry
in Kazakhstan is showing rapid growth, but struc-
tural problems accompany its development. Despite
the increase in total revenue and the number of tour-
ists, tourism enterprises remain small in scale and
insufficiently competitive. The main challenges of
the industry are related to the market structure and
institutional capacity to enforce regulations, which

affects the effectiveness of bilateral agreements in
the tourism sector. This thesis is confirmed in this
study, which indicates that differences create legal
uncertainty for tourists, especially in the case of
cross-border disputes. The lack of unified mecha-
nisms for resolving them remains a serious obstacle
to effective legal cooperation.

Another challenge in the field of legal protection
of tourists is the issue of jurisdiction in cross-border
disputes. In the study by R. Zhamiyeva et al. (2022)
and G. M. Vaccaro-Incisa (2021) emphasize that in
order to effectively resolve such situations, it is nec-
essary to have clear provisions on the choice of court
and applicable law. As noted in this study, the Chi-
nese legal system provides for a significant role of
domestic courts in the consideration of such cases,
which may complicate access to justice for foreign
nationals. Kazakhstan, for its part, is actively devel-
oping alternative dispute resolution mechanisms,
including mediation, which can be an effective tool
in the field of tourism rights. However, the absence
of generally accepted standards complicates the har-
monization of legal protection mechanisms, which
confirms the need to further improve bilateral and
multilateral cooperation in this area.

Results

In the area of legal protection of tourists between
Kazakhstan and China, national executive authori-
ties play a central role. The Ministry of Tourism and
Sports of the Republic of Kazakhstan regulates the
tourism industry and monitors the implementation
of legislation in the field of tourism services. The
Ministry of Culture and Tourism of the People’s
Republic of China is responsible for regulating tour-
ism policy, issuing licences and coordinating the ac-
tivities of travel companies in China. The Consumer
Protection Agency of Kazakhstan and the State Ad-
ministration for Market Regulation of the People’s
Republic of China (SAMR) monitor the observance
of tourists’ rights as consumers, including com-
plaints and supervision of the quality of tourist ser-
vices.

Legal issues of tourism cooperation are regu-
lated by ministries and agencies on the basis of
signed cooperation documents. The Kazakhstan-
China Tourism Forum is a platform for discussing
problematic aspects of tourist transport, insurance,
and the development of tourism infrastructure; it
operates on the basis of a Memorandum of Under-
standing in the field of tourism (The State Council
of the People’s Republic of China, 2023). Joint bor-
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der coordination groups monitor tourist flows and
promptly resolve issues related to border crossings.
They operate within the framework of the Agree-
ment between the governments of Kazakhstan and
China on Simplified Border Crossing (Agreement
on China-Kazakhstan border ports and their man-
agement system, 2023).

Despite the existence of intergovernmental
mechanisms, the effectiveness of joint commis-
sions and working groups between China and Ka-
zakhstan remains uneven. There are a number of
problems in the implementation of joint projects
and coordination of actions in the tourism sector
that limit the effectiveness of cooperation. One of
the main obstacles is the bureaucratic complexity
of decision-making at the intergovernmental level,
particularly in relation to the approval of bilateral
agreements, harmonization of tourism standards,
and coordination between responsible agencies.
These processes often involve multiple ministries,
such as foreign affairs, internal affairs, tourism de-
velopment agencies, and border control services,
each of which operates under its own procedural
rules and priorities. As a result, decisions on key
issues — such as simplifying visa regimes, recog-
nizing licences for tourism services, or allocating
funding for cross-border infrastructure — are sub-
ject to prolonged negotiations, interdepartmental

inconsistencies, and repeated revisions. This multi-
layered bureaucratic structure reduces institutional
responsiveness and makes it difficult to quickly
adapt to market dynamics or emerging challenges
in the tourism industry.

Insufficient coordination between the national
consumer protection authorities in China and Ka-
zakhstan creates significant difficulties for tourists
who encounter problems during their travels. The ab-
sence of agreed procedures and a single mechanism
of interaction between the Consumer Protection
Agency of Kazakhstan and the State Administration
for Market Regulation of China (SAMR) makes it
difficult to resolve complaints in cross-border dis-
putes. In cases where tourists encounter breaches of
contractual obligations, fraudulent schemes or poor
quality services, they are forced to apply directly to
local authorities in the host country, which signifi-
cantly complicates the process of protecting their
rights. Due to the lack of agreed procedures, ad-
ministrative conflict resolution is often ineffective.
This forces victims to apply to judicial or arbitration
institutions, which significantly increases financial
and time costs.

Despite the mechanisms for judicial protection
of tourists provided for by the laws of Kazakhstan
and China, there are significant difficulties in ac-
cessing justice (Tab. 2).

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The absence of intergovernmental agreements
on simplified filing of claims by foreign nationals
complicates the process of initiating court proceed-
ings. The consular services of Kazakhstan in China
and the PRC in Kazakhstan have limited legal assis-
tance functions (Decree of the President of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan dated April 25, 2016..., 2021),
(Consular  Legalisation/Apostillisation,  2024),
which significantly limits the possibilities of legal
support for cases. First and foremost, consulates can
provide tourists with information support, advice on
legislation and consumer rights in the host country,
and help in the process of finding local lawyers or
attorneys to resolve legal issues. However, consular
services do not have the right to represent citizens
in judicial or administrative bodies, which greatly
complicates access to legal assistance in the event of
serious legal conflicts.

At the same time, consular services can provide
assistance in cases involving violations of the rights
of Kazakh citizens, in particular in cases of arrest or
detention, as well as in cases where access to medi-
cal services or repatriation is required. However, for
more complex legal issues, such as tourism disputes,
consulates can only provide advice and facilitate the
engagement of local lawyers, as their role is limited
by diplomatic norms.

Due to the limitations of traditional dispute
resolution mechanisms, alternative methods, such
as international arbitration centres, are becoming
increasingly important, providing a faster and more
efficient process for resolving disputes between
tourists and operators. One such mechanism is the
International Arbitration Centre in Beijing, which
offers an expedited procedure for handling cases.
However, the effectiveness of arbitration largely
depends on whether there are arbitration clauses
in contracts between tourists and tour operators. In
the absence of such provisions, the possibility of re-
course to arbitration may be limited.

In Kazakhstan, a similar function is performed
by the Astana International Arbitration Centre (AIFC
Court), which operates under English common law
and focuses on resolving cross-border disputes, in-
cluding in the tourism sector. Despite the growing
use of such mechanisms, there are important legal
challenges concerning the mutual recognition and
enforcement of arbitration awards. While both Ka-
zakhstan and China are parties to the 1958 New York
Convention on the Recognition and Enforcement of
Foreign Arbitral Awards, practical application may
be hindered by differences in national legislation, ju-
dicial discretion, and procedural obstacles.

Although both countries are signatories to the
1958 New York Convention on the Recognition
and Enforcement of Foreign Arbitral Awards (New
York Convention on the Recognition and Enforce-
ment of Foreign Arbitral Awards, 1958), practical
enforcement remains inconsistent. In China, courts
retain broad discretion to refuse to recognize foreign
arbitral awards on grounds of public policy, insuf-
ficient notice to the parties, or procedural irregulari-
ties. Although such refusals are relatively rare, they
create legal uncertainty, particularly in international
tourism disputes, where standards of service and
consumer protection vary widely. Furthermore, the
lack of a bilateral agreement specifically regulating
the mutual recognition and enforcement of arbitral
awards between Kazakhstan and China further ex-
acerbates this legal fragmentation. Without agreed
procedural rules or mutual enforcement protocols,
arbitration risks being reduced to a theoretical
mechanism with limited practical impact, especially
for individuals such as tourists who may not have
the legal knowledge or resources to navigate com-
plex transnational enforcement procedures.

The situation is further complicated by the reg-
ulatory framework and legal status of online me-
diation platforms. In China, the China Consumer
Protection Platform, established by the State Ad-
ministration for Market Regulation (SAMR), is
designed to improve administrative efficiency and
accessibility. However, the platform’s decisions
do not have the legal status of enforceable court or
arbitration decisions and largely rely on voluntary
compliance by businesses. In Kazakhstan, similar
digital consumer protection platforms exist under
the Ministry of Trade and Integration, but they also
lack clear enforcement mechanisms in cases involv-
ing foreign entities or service providers operating
abroad.

These discrepancies highlight the broader prob-
lem of insufficient harmonisation of the legal treat-
ment of ADR mechanisms. Unlike in the European
Union, where directives and regulations create a
common legal space for consumer arbitration and
mediation, legal interaction between Kazakhstan
and China remains largely uncoordinated. The lack
of uniform procedural standards, mutual recognition
provisions and transparent monitoring of ADR out-
comes significantly reduces the ability of tourists to
rely on such mechanisms as effective tools for legal
redress.

Despite the potential of international arbitration
centers and digital mediation platforms as modern
tools for protecting tourists’ rights, their effective-
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ness is limited by structural and legal differences be-
tween the two countries. To improve the situation, it
would be necessary to develop bilateral treaties or
memoranda of understanding that define the condi-
tions for the recognition of arbitral awards, define
standards for online dispute resolution and establish
joint supervisory bodies to ensure procedural fair-
ness and legal compatibility.

The role of travel agencies, insurance companies
and industry associations in protecting tourists is a
key element in the regulation of cross-border tour-
ism between Kazakhstan and China. A significant
number of conflict situations are resolved outside
the judicial system through self-regulation and out-
of-court dispute resolution mechanisms. The asso-
ciations of tourism operators in both countries act as
intermediaries in the consideration of tourist claims,
facilitating the rapid achievement of compromise
solutions. In China, tourist disputes are resolved
through the China International Economic and Trade
Arbitration Commission (CIETAC), which pro-
vides online conflict resolution, which significantly
speeds up the complaint process. In Kazakhstan, a
similar function is performed by specialised arbitra-
tion bodies, including the Astana International Arbi-
tration Centre (AIFC Court). Insurance companies
play an important role, offering policies that cover
not only medical expenses but also legal services in
the event of legal claims. In Kazakhstan, this prac-
tice 1s enshrined in the Law on Insurance Activities,
which regulates the terms of insurance coverage for
tourists (Institute of legislation and legal informa-
tion of the Republic of Kazakhstan, 2024). Chinese
insurance companies, such as Ping An Insurance
and China Life Insurance, also include legal protec-
tion in their insurance products for foreign tourists.

In addition, Kazakhstan and China are actively
working to improve the legal environment for tour-
ists. A significant step was the opening of the AIFC
Court office in China (AIFC, 2024), which simpli-
fies access to dispute resolution mechanisms for
Chinese tourists in Kazakhstan. The possibility of
creating a unified electronic database of tourist com-
plaints is also being discussed, which will help to
increase transparency and efficiency of claims pro-
cessing.

The development of tourism cooperation be-
tween China and Kazakhstan is taking place in a
challenging geopolitical and economic environ-
ment. Both countries recognize the strategic impor-
tance of tourism as a driver of economic growth and
regional integration, as evidenced by the initiatives
under the One Belt, One Road (Council on Foreign
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Relations, 2023) and the Kazakhstan 2050 Strategy
(President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, 2012).
However, despite the expansion of bilateral agree-
ments and investments in infrastructure, legal mech-
anisms for protecting the rights of tourists remain
underdeveloped. Geopolitical tensions and specifics
of trade relations directly affect the effectiveness of
legal regulation in this area, creating both opportu-
nities and challenges for further cooperation.

Despite strong economic and political ties, tour-
ism cooperation between Kazakhstan and China is
hindered by unresolved issues related to border con-
trol, visa procedures, and the lack of unified legal
protection for tourists. Economic asymmetries influ-
ence regulatory decisions, often prioritising China’s
interests and creating imbalances in the protection
of travellers’ rights. Although trade-driven travel is
growing, legal safeguards such as consumer protec-
tion, compensation mechanisms, and dispute resolu-
tion remain underdeveloped. The absence of bilat-
eral agreements and harmonised legal frameworks
forces tourists to rely on national systems, which
limits access to justice in cross-border situations.

According to studies by Y. Jin ef al. (2022) and C.
Haibo et al. (2020), the Ministry of Culture and Tour-
ism of China has broad regulatory powers that allow
it to effectively monitor compliance with tourism leg-
islation. In Kazakhstan, as noted by A. Tleuberdinova
et al. (2022) and L. Lipkova (2020), the Ministry of
Tourism operates in a fragmented institutional system
that limits its ability to effectively protect consumer
rights. Although both countries have established joint
working groups, their effectiveness remains low due
to bureaucratic obstacles and the lack of coordinated
enforcement mechanisms.

An important area for improving tourism leg-
islation is the development of alternative dispute
resolution mechanisms. As noted by researchers A.
Shaimenova et al. (2020) and S. M. Rasoolimanesh
et al. (2021), the system of arbitration and mediation
in the tourism sector is underdeveloped in both Ka-
zakhstan and China. At the same time, the practice
of other countries shows that such mechanisms can
significantly simplify conflict resolution and reduce
the burden on the judicial system. This suggests the
need for more active involvement of both public and
private institutions in creating a more effective sys-
tem of tourism rights protection.

H. Uyar (2022), B. Atasoy et al. (2023), and M.
Vasvari et al. (2025) emphasize that regional insta-
bility not only reduces tourist flows but also forces
governments to adapt their tourism development
strategies to security challenges. This is confirmed
by the study, which notes that while some countries
impose restrictions on tourism during political cri-
ses, others, on the contrary, seek to maintain a stable
level of tourist flows by adapting marketing strate-
gies and offering special incentives to attract foreign
tourists.

Conclusions

A study of the legal framework and prospects
for international cooperation between Kazakhstan
and China in the field of tourist protection has re-
vealed both achievements and key challenges in this
area. An analysis of existing bilateral agreements
and memorandums has shown that Kazakhstan and
China are actively developing the legal framework
for regulating tourist flows. The Memorandum of
Understanding in the field of tourism and the agree-
ment on simplified border crossing laid the founda-
tion for coordination in the protection of tourists, but
contain a limited number of specific legal protection
mechanisms. At the same time, the participation of
both countries in international organizations such as
the UNWTO and the SCO ensures a certain level of
harmonization of standards, although national legal
systems remain heterogeneous.

A comparative analysis of legal mechanisms
for tourist protection has revealed significant differ-
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ences between the approaches of Kazakhstan and
China. The Kazakh system is based on continental
law, which ensures transparency and predictability
of legal regulation. China, on the other hand, has a
model of socialist law with national peculiarities,
which complicates the mutual adaptation of legal
norms. The main problems are differences in ap-
proaches to jurisdiction, the complexity of cross-
border disputes, and different levels of access to
judicial and extrajudicial conflict resolution mech-
anisms. The institutional analysis has shown that
Kazakh and Chinese government agencies regulate
the tourism industry, but coordination between them
remains ineffective. Despite the existence of joint
commissions and working groups, the mechanisms
for implementing intergovernmental agreements are
complicated by differences in administrative pro-
cedures. The private sector plays a special role in
protecting tourists. Travel agencies and insurance
companies are actively developing policies that
cover legal costs in the event of disputes, and indus-
try associations promote out-of-court settlements.
However, the absence of a unified electronic data-
base of tourist complaints between the two countries
makes it difficult to monitor problematic issues and
resolve them promptly. Political and economic fac-
tors have a significant impact on the development
of legal mechanisms in the tourism sector. Despite
the growth of tourist flows between Kazakhstan and
China, periodic political tensions, trade disputes and
economic instability may create obstacles to ex-
panding bilateral cooperation in this area.

A comparative analysis of the legal framework
of Kazakhstan and China in the field of protection of
tourists’ rights has shown the presence of significant
inconsistencies that complicate the effective imple-

mentation of joint initiatives. The legal system of
Kazakhstan is based on continental law and interna-
tional standards in the field of tourism, in particular
in terms of consumer protection, which provides for
transparent mechanisms of legal protection and ac-
cess to judicial and extrajudicial dispute resolution.
China, on the other hand, adheres to a model of so-
cialist law with national specifics, where the reso-
lution of disputes often depends on administrative
intervention, and enforcement may be less predict-
able. This creates problems in the recognition and
enforcement of arbitration or court decisions made
in another country, and also complicates the coordi-
nation of procedures for filing complaints and ob-
taining compensation. The difference in approaches
to jurisdiction, consumer protection, as well as the
level of digitalization of procedures (in particular,
the lack of an integrated database of tourist com-
plaints) leads to low efficiency of interstate response
tools. Thus, despite the existence of bilateral agree-
ments and the participation of both countries in
international organizations, the lack of regulatory
harmonization remains a key barrier to the develop-
ment of a common legal system for the protection of
tourists’ rights.

Prospects for further research may focus on ana-
lysing the effectiveness of joint initiatives of Ka-
zakhstan and China in the field of tourism legisla-
tion. An important area is the study of the practical
implementation of international legal norms in the
context of tourism and the impact of global econom-
ic and political changes on the tourism market of the
two countries. In addition, it is promising to analyse
models for resolving cross-border disputes in the
tourism sector on the example of other international
partnerships.
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
